Tbe ancestry of Hawaiiaa chiefs is veiled in con-
siderable obscurity, owing ia part lo the fact that
the ehiefesaes of high rank were, at different titr-c- .

tbe wives of different chief. The rank of the mother
gave rank to the cflVprtrig. Thw chiefeavapa were
therefor sought after a wives, when their fwrmer
husbands died or forsook tbetu.

Tbe author of the circular, who is evidently a for-

eigner, teems to have Uken Dibble's History as his
authority reelecting the genealogy of tbe Prince
mother. Now it is well known that Dibble's History
is siuip'y a compilation frost tha historical owe posi-
tions written by tb young ttudeats of iAhainalasa
Seminary. Tbe narrative Is chiefly interesting a
traditions gathered from natives, and tend to mialead
tbe reader by sol giving the facts in full. Oa this
account, it is not wholly reliable. Dibble, in his
record of the chiefs, says t

"Kekauluobi, or Auoea, or Kaahatoajsa III., tbe preaent

There seems no doubt that Kekantuoh! was the
eldest daughter of Kaheiheimalia. alias Kalakua,
alias noapili-wahin- e, wife first of Kataehameha the
Great, who bad soma twenty wives, and afterwards
of Kaleimamahu, and lastly of Hoapili, Governor of
Maui. The facts that KaheiheimalA was one of the
wives of Kamehameha L, and that Kekauloobi was
her eldest daughter, are strong evidence that the
claim of Prince William of being the grandson of
Kamehamea I. is a legitimate one, and in tbe absence
of positive conflicting evidence, should be admitted.

All admit that Kinau was the daughter of Ka-
mehameha I. Now both Jarves and Bingham say
that Kinau and Kekauluohi were sisters. Conse-
quently, it must be admitted that Kamehameha was
the father of Kekauluohi and grandfather of Prince
William. 4

In a conversation with the late Artemag Bishop
only lat week, be warmly maintained that Prince
Vt uliam was the highest chief now hvlng, uniting in
his veins the highest chieftain blood ot the Maul and
Hawaii royal families, and that since tbv death of
Kauikeaouli (Kamehameha III ), be ha outranked
all the chiefs, not excepting the late King and his
preaeccssor Liholibo.

The following is a translation of tbe pertinent part
of tbe circular above referred to, which wan anony
mously issued from the Government Press on Thurs
day last, and distributed around tbe streets in small
packages sometime during the night by an employee
of that office :

"Tim is the Tanm !

"On the ICth day of the present December.
proclamation was issued in this city, commencing as
follows :

" I. William C. Lnnalilo. the son of Kekauluohi,
the daughter of Kamehameha I., to the Hawaiian
nation, greeting. "

" Let the genealogists see, and they testify this :

Kekauluohi was not a daughter of Kamehameha I
as asserted in the publication. But her line is after
this manner :

" Kaleimamahu lived with Kaheiheimalia. and
Kekauluohi was born thence ; and Kekauluohi lived
with Charles Kauai na, thence was born tbe chief
Wm. C. Lunalilo.

" On tbe other side, this is tbe real truth
Kamehameha I. (after the birth of Kekauluohi)

lived with Kaheiheimalia. thenoe was born Kinau
Kinau lived with M. Kekuanaoa, thence was born
the two kings now deceased.

"But in regard to tbe relationship of Kameha
meha I. to Kaleimamahu, it is as follows :

' Keoua lived with Kekuiapoiwa, thence was born
Kamehameha I. ; afterwards the chief Keoua lived
with Kamakahaikuli, thenoe was born Kaleimamahu,
the father of Kekauluohi.

"This also is the truth : Kamnliameha I. lived
with Kanekapolei, thence was born Kaoleioboku,
a male, the first-bor- n of Kamehameha I.

"Kaoleioboku lived with Keoua female, thence
was born Pauabi, which female chief lived with
M. Kekuanaoa, thence was born the sister of the
late King, Ruth Keelokolani.

''Kaoleioboku further lived with Luabine, theoce
was born Konia; Konia lived with l'aki, thence was
born Kalani I'auahi. - - -

"U people, you here have the truth, and th? re
lationship of there chief families to Kamehameha

"By the skillful G ekealoo ihts.
' "N. B. By the foregoing genealogical accounts it
will appear that the chief W. C. Lunalilo is not a
descendant of Kamehameha I."

Meeting of the Privy Council.
.At .the invitation of Chief Justice Allen,

Chancellor of the Kingdom, the members of the
Privv Council of His late Maieetv present in Ho--

V. assembled at the Palace on Monday last.
for tbe purpose of placing upon record rcsolu
tions ciprestiive of regard for the memory of tho
late King. We copy the following account of the
proceedings from the Gazette :

Tbe Chancellor said :

Gentlemen : In view of the overwhelming loss to
the nation, by the sudden death of our beloved Sov
ereign, and of the sorrow which this melancholy
event has especially caused to us, who have been so
long and so intimately associated with His late Maj
esty " in the consideration of mattera for tbe good of
the State, I thought it proper, in which tbe Cabinet
of His late Majesty concurred, to ask you to assem-
ble informally, that we might give such expression of
sympathy and sorrow as the melancholy event may
naturally suggest.

In making a request for this meeting, I have as
sumed no authority, gentlemen, to ask you to assem-
ble as a Privy Council; but it was the best mode
which occurred to me of asking the friends of His
late Majesty, who have been associated with him in
the public councils, to assemble together that tbey
might have opportunity to give such expression as
they thought worthy of the occasion, and to place
upon record a memorial of the very high appreciation
we have always entertained of His wisdom and patri
otic devotion as a Sovereign, and His noble qualities
as a Man.

Upon the conclusion of the Chancellor's re
marks, the Privy Councillors, after consultation,
unanimously agreed upon the following declara-
tion and resolutions, which will be eigned and
presented for record when a new Sovereign shall
summon a Privy Council :

Tbe Privy Councillors of His late Majesty Kame
hameha V. having assembled, after receiving intelli
gence of his untimely demise, by invitation of tbe
Chancellor of the Kingdom, are anxious to have
placed upon the records of the Privy Council, some
expression or tbeir appreciation oi tneir ueceasei
Sovereign. Most of them have served tbe late King
during the entire period of His reign, and many of
them beld a seat in the Council during the reign of
at least one of His predecessors. They were thus
brought in contact with tbe late Sovereign before His
accession to the Throne and while he held a most re-

sponsible position iu the organization of the Govern-
ment.

They therefore request His Honor the Chancellor
of the Kingdom, whenever any I'rivy Council may
awfully le assembled herealter, to present the foi- -

owing resolutions, and to request that they may be
placed upon its records:

l:esAvel, iliat the i'rivy Councillors here as
sembled have received with profound sensibility
the intelligence of tbe untimely death of their late
Sovereign. King Kamehameha V.. in the meridian
of life, while they were eincerely hoping that His
mild reign would have continued for many years
to promote tbe welfare of His people and the dignity
and strength of His Nation.

Resolved, That we bow with reverence to the in
scrutable, decrees of Divine Providence, which
tempereth all things well, but we can not be indif-
ferent to the great loss whiab this Kingdom has
sustained ; that we especially appreciate tbe moral
force, the sagacity and deliberate wi.sdom which
enabled our late lamented Sovereign to uphold
with so much dignity the authority of His Crown,
and tbe mild spirit which characterized all the
Sovereigns of tbe Kamehameha Dynasty, and which
wa. largely shared by the last ol the lin.

Resolved, That we sincerely respect His attach
ment to the people of His own native race, and the
pride with which be contemplated their position
among the nations of the earth ; the firmness with
which be always asserted their independence, and
tbe anxiety for their welfare which bad such acoo- -

rollintr influence upon Iiis national policy. row.
that He is numbered with His Ancestors, we humbly
commend the people who are deprived of a father,
to the generous consideration of tbe whole world,
and the guardian care of Almighty God.

Resolved, That in this bour of personal as well
as public affliction the Privy Councillors tender the
expression of tbeir profound sympathy to all who
were connected w ith the late sovereign by any ties
of kindred or affection, and most especially to Her
Excellency Ruth Keeiikolani. the Sister of the de
ceased and the last of His immediate family, to
whom tbe Chancellor is especially requested to
communicate the feelings ot th Privy Councillors,
in such form as may seem moat appropriate in view
of .ber great bereavement.

and His Majesty bas, in consequence of tbe distress,
commanded tbat, out of tbe rice stored la tbe
granaries at Tiensin, 60,000 thih, each shih being
equal to 160 caUiea, be distributed amongst tbe
people ; and likewise tbat out of the rice stored in
the granaries in Pekin, 20.000 shih be distributed.
Besides this. His Mai'-sl- bas further commanded
tbat the IIoopoo, or Board of Finances, pay out of
the Treasury 60,000 taels of silver to tbe Sub-Prefec- t,

for distribution among those of the starving
people who will not receive aoy rice.

f rom our Mngapore correspondent we una tnai
extensive failures may be looked for which may
effect some bere too. Within tbe last six weeks sev-
eral firms, especially Chinese, have failed totbeex
tent of $700,000. Tbe Cbetties have suffered to the
tune of $450,000. These things need not surprise
us, as very often mo a rnn high io speculation and
meet unlooked for reverses. Penang Argus.

llama Go ten. in Yedo. and in this place His Excel-
lency. Oye Tak, tbe Governor, gave a like enter-
tainment to tbe Foreign Consuls. In tbe evening
tbe native town was illuminated.

Permits to allow foreigners to visit places of in-

terest outside of treaty limits, which have before
been almost invariably granted when requested,
have now been refused, in consequence of a num-

ber of the community iqpking an improper use of
one. ,

It is stated that the Japanese Government hfivt
obtained the credit ot one million dollars, 'a order
to sustain the value ol native coinage, and to pre-
vent it falling below a certain value, and also for
the purpose of enabling them to pay for shipments
of bullion made on their account.

The Fhllirwioea.
We have the report of a very severe typhoon ex-

perienced at ManiU on the 12iti October, ltetween
mil night and daybreak. Tbe Spanish brig Genotta
was sunk with all bands, except a seaman, who wae'
picked up by a boat. Tbe brigs Alejandro. Rodrigo.
iWes and two others were thrown on tbe beach, all
other ships and steamers tbat were at tbe time in.
the harbor suffered more or less damage, and some
of them will require docking. Tbe new piwr for
steamers was completely destroyed, and several
small craft came to grief, the loss of life, however,
bas not yet ben ascertained, bnt it Is feared to be
very great. On shore fiO bouses were destroyed in
Sarapaloc, 30 in San Miguel. 100 in Tando, 49 in
San Lazaro, 31 in Moisic, 42 in llermlata, 25 In
Malate and Concepcion.
