Late in the u ty, the Insurance
Companies bean t make exhibits, potters were
placed in the doors and windows cf the offices, stat-
ing the capital, assets, losses at Boston, and the
present standing cf the various concerns.

Owing to the questionable policy of insuring In
borne companies to the exclusion of outsider?, most
of the Massachusetts coiipanies were forced to the
wall, a wide spread rain falling upon all of the
Boston insu ranee companies. It was a most crushing
blow to many ail over the country, and the loss must
be seriou-sl- felt. Owing to the fact tbat very few
resided in the region of the fire, there is but little
persocal suffering, almost the whole space burnt over
being occupied by tnatinive ware-bous- es and store.
Many cf our Honolulu friends and business connec-
tions were burned out. Among them I note the
ttarae cf "Oilman Brothers." one of whom was at
Lahain years ago. Harvard College loses very
heavily. But fortunately, none of the ol 1 relics and
venerable historical places were destroyed. The Old
South was given up at one lime, but escape-- 1 as if
impregnable. In more senses than the mere loss of
capitil is the fire a national calamity, L e., in the
destruction of so beuutiful a section of business
buildings. Probably no city in the country could
show so splendid a series of structures as that part cf
Boston. Franklin. Pearl, IVvooshire and Summer
Streets, and Winthrop Squ ire, were crowded with the
most stately and magnificent commercial palaces ever
erecteil in tbe L HeJ states, and elsewhere through-
out the whole district wrre most beautiful buildings.
But al ts for tbe character of granite it has fallen,
an l will nvt now be reirarded with favor, nor will
Mansard rujfs be looked upon with much favor, they
being directly chargeable with the whole vast ruin.
It seems a waste of words and useless now to find
fault, bat it is certainly a matter cf aur; rise tbat
almost to a unit the roots were framed with wood, the
iusive out-wor- ks of which made a cradle and nest
for the awful conflagration. Tbe whole country will
learn a lesion, and let us hope tbat none ether is
needed. But it en not be denied that New Vork
furnishes just another such field for fire as Boston
did. and it can be said probatly cf most of the other
cities cf the country. Among tbe immediate resalls
of the fire may be noted tbe advanced rates cf fire
insurance aud a general tightness of the money
market.

Since? the great fire cf two weeks ajo, Boston has
beea visited with two more disastrous fires. Tbe first
fire was in the greit State Street Block. No. 1S)7
Lciag burned out This will be interesting to many
at Honolulu, si the Louse of Cbas. Brewer & Co.
occupy No. --W. Tbe second fire was at tbe bead of
Washington street on Corn hill. Rand ami Averey
being the losers. Theirs was one cf the old and well
known publishing bouses, and among ether losses
will be noted with regret the entire Lfecember edition
of Oid am4 .'tic. The Comgrtgationalitt also was
burned out at this fire Two great fires have occur-
red here also. The first in Brooklyn, a number of
the great ware-h- e uses near the Atlantic Basin being
burned, with nearly a million bushels of grain,
chiefly corn and wheat, the total losses reaching three
quarters of a million dollars. Tbe second was the
burning cf a large tobacco ware-hou- se in Jersey
City with losses of about ha f a million. Among the

causing almost immediate death. An immense crowd
collected, and when King was brought out to be taken
to the police station murmurs loud and angry arose.
Tbe people showed strong signs of taking him from
the hands of the officers and hanging him to tbe
nearest limp post, which would not have been a bad
idea, for although a terrible remedy yet it begins to
