My ae-
ginintance with the people of these Islands, in
every portios of the group, is more extensive than
that of any of our physicisns—than that of “ Joo"k
or any of lis elub, and T assert without tho fear of
a contradetion, based on facte—reltorating what
I have mid—tbat the condition of the Hawalian
people i botter to-day, morally and soefally, and
they are freer from diseaso, than they were when I
firs! visited these islands ; and basing my oconcla-
slons on facts derived from men of Intwlligenco
and respectability, they are In a far better condi-
tion than they have been sinoe the aute-missionary
period. They bave passed the missionary period
and are now in a siage of progress, and if ¥ Juo"'k
and his aszociates will enly aid them and encour-
age them and not Ilﬂlp lp]‘lrohtltuu upen them,
ihey would bave some olaim to philsnthropy and
honesty of purpose. Abhuse and ealumny never
produced reform—unless on the principle of the
Irish Mujor's command—to advance buckward; and
that will always be the effect of such writers as
“Joo' and ¥ M."”
The tinkering of such fellows with the law to
“ Mitigate,” has produced great evil, and all the
cases of syphilis in the Queen's Hospital may be
attributed to such political empyrics. Private
reasons caused the suspension of the execution of
the Law, and the report of the Queen'’s Hoapltal
wanld exhibit the result. It Is concluded by
those in sutbority that ita enforcement now Ia
absolutely necessary for the health of the people.
Figures can be given to show bow beneficially the
law worked. “AL,"” sour and ascetic in his closel,
knows nothing of the operation of the law, Al-
thongh not Iatterly as well and thoroughly exe-
cuted nd it might bave been, yet good resulted
from it; and If revived, with proper vigilance on
the purt of medical agenta of the Goveranment, it
would soon eradicate syphilis from these Islands.
