IS THE LEPROSY CURABLE ?

It is safe to say that a cure of the disease known
in these days as leprosy, is within the bounds of
possibility. In these Islands however, wliere for
some years pi6t all our physicians have been more
or less familiar with leprosy in its various forms,
no cure has yet been ascertained on well estab-

lished authority, although wc occasionally hear
the assertion made that it is curable. In a Xew
Zealand paper of January last, wc find the para-

graph copied below. While we incline to the
opinion tliat the OUgo leper will be found to
have been of a far different typ-- from that usual
in these Islands, yet we doubt not that it will be
deemed worth while by our IJoard of Health to
take the pains of making some inquiries as to
symptoms and mode of treatment.
