out dodging. Bat they may perhaps have good
reasons for reticence. Their solitary attempt to
ingugurate a mensure of national importance
having resulted in such a demoralizing panic and
ignominious failare, may have afforded just cause
for distrusting hereafler their own convictions,
the resalt even of long and careful deliberation,
as to what really ought to be their policy. They
bave demonstrated that as statesmen they are in-
eapable of leading the country, and it remains to
be seen whether they can be led by a majority of
the Legislative Assembly. We may fairly anti-
cipate however that, unable themselves to origin-
ate soything of value to the country, they will
prove stambling blocks in the pathway of pro-
gress.

DBercis, Sept. 3.—I am glad your Holiness has, as |

in former times, done me the honor to write to me. [
rejoice more at this since an opportunity is thereby
afforded me of correcting errors which, as appears

from the contents of the letter of your Holiness, of |

the Tth of Aungust, must have oceurred in the com-
munications you have received relative to German
affairs. If the reports which are made to your Holi-
ness respecting German gquestions only stated the
truth, it would not be possible for your Holiness to
entertain the supposition that my Government enters
upon s path which I do not approve. According to
the Constitution of my State, such a case could not
happen, since all laws and Government measures in
Prussia require my consent. A portion of my Cath-
olic subjects have organized, for the past two years,a
political party, which endeavored to disturb, by in-
trigues, the State and religious peace which has ex-
isted in Prussin for centuries. Leading Catholic
priests, huve unfortunately, not only approved this
movement, but have joined it to the extent of open
revolt against existing laws. Tt will not have escaped
the observation of your Ioliness that similar indica-
tions manifest themselves at the present time in
several European and some trans-atiantic States. It
i not my mission to investigate the causes by which
the clergy and the faithful of one of the Christian
denominations can be induced actively to assist the
enemies of all law; but it is certainly my mission to
protect the internal peace and preserve the authority
of the laws in States where government has been in-
trusted to me. To God I am conscious that I owe
hereafter an account of the secomplishment of this
my kiogly duty. I shall maintain order and law in
my States against all attacks, so long as (God gives
me power. [ am in duty bound to do it, as a Chris-
tian monarch, even when to my sorrow I have to ful-
fill this roval daty against the servants of a church,
which, | suppose, acknowledge no less than the
Evangelical Church, that the commandment of obe-
dience to sgcular authority is an emanation of the
revealed will of God. Many of the priestsin ’russia,
subject to your Holiness, disown, to my regret, the
Christian doctrine in this respect, and place my Gov-
ernment uander the necessity, supported by o great
msjority of loyal Catholics and Evangelical subjects,
¢f compelling obedience to the law by worldly means.

I entertain the hope that your Holiness, upon being
informed of the true position of affairs, will use your
nathority to put an end to the agitation carried on
amid the deplcrable distortion of truth, and abuse of
priestly authority. The religion of Jesus Christ has,
I nttest to your Holiness, before God, nothing to do
with these intrigues, any more than has the truth,
whose banner, invoked ;}‘ your Holiness, I unre-
servedly subscribe.
