Cruise of the '‘Morning Star.

For the following interesting account of the last
voyage of the missionary packet amoug the islauds
of Micronesia,—from which she arrived at this port
on Wedpesday last,—we are indebted to Captain
Gelette ;

The Star left Honolala July 11th, 1874, on ber
fourth voyage to Micronesia; ber frst point was the
Gilbert Islands. Nothiog of more than usual cecur- |
rence took place on the passage down; winds north-
casterly until lat.
