THE EOMANCE OF SCIENCE.
The Conservation of Energy V is the title of

the last volume of tl.e admirable ' Internationa)
Scientific Series.' It is from the band of Balfour
Stewart, Professor of Natural I'Liloeoplij at the
Queen's College, Manchester, England. The au-
thor confines Tiineelf to the physical aspects of
the subject, commencing with the inquiry, 44 What
is Energy?" and discuseiog Mechanical Energy
and its change into Heat ; the Force and Euergies
of Nature; the Law of Conservation ; Transmu-
tation of Energy ; the Destruction of Energy; the
Position of Life. Tho publishers add, as an
appendix, Professor Jo6eph Le Conte's itble and
exhaustive paper on the 44 Corelation of the
Physical and Vital Forces ;" also Professor Bain'd
lecture on the Core'ation of the Nervous and
Mental Forces. We need hardly say that the
subject of the Corelation of Forces is largely en-

gaging the attention of the best scientific mindu of
the day. Nor is it limited to the sphere of physics ;
for Professor Ln Contc and others have shown the
operation of the principle of Corelution in the
sphere of life and minu. Further investigation
will doubtless show that it runs through all
nature. We quote the following from Professor
Stewart's interesting and suggestive work :

rooD.
The euergy of food is analogous to that of fuel,

and serves similar purposes. For juBt as fuel may
be used either for producing heat or for doing
work, so food has a twofold office to perform. In
the first place, by its gradual oxidation it keeps
up the temperature of the body; and in the next
place it is used as a source ol energy, on which
to draw for the performance of work. Thus a
man or a horse that works a great deal requires
to eat more food than if he docs not work at all.
Thus, also, a prisoner condemned to hard labor
requires a better diet than one who docs not work,
and a soldier during the fatigues of war finds it
necessary to cat more than during a time of peace.

Our food may be either of animal or vegetable
origin if It be the latter, it is immediately de-

rived, like fuel, from the energy of the sun's
rajs; but if it be the former, the only difference
is that it has passed through tho body of an ani-
mal before coming to us; the animal has eaten
grass, and we have eaten the animal.

origin or tiie sin's heat.
Now, some might be disposed to cut the Cor-dia-n

knot of such an inquiry by asserting that
our luminary was at first created Lot; yet the
scientific mind finds itself disinclined to repose on
suck an assertion. We pick up a round pebble
from the beach, and we at once acknowledge
there lias been some physical cause for the shape
into which it Las beeu worn. And so with re-
gard to the beat of the sun, we must ask ourselves
if there be not some cause, not wholly imaginary,
but one which we know, or at least suspect, to be,
perhaps, still in operation, which can account for
the heat of the eon.

Now, here it is more easy to show what cannot
account for tbe sun's heat than what can do so.
We may, for instance, be perfectly certain that it
cannot be caused by' chemical action. The most
probable theory is that which was first worked
ont by Ilelmholtz and Thomson, and which attri-
butes the heat of the sun to the primeval energy
of position possessed by its particles. In other
words, it is supposed that these particles originally
existed at a great distance from each other, and
that being endowed with the force of gravitation,
they have since gradually come together, while in
this process beat has been generated, just as it
would be if a stone were dropped from the top of
a cliff towards the earth. -

Nor is this case wholly imaginary, but we have
some reason for thinking that it may still be in
operation in the case of certain nebulae which,
both in their constitution as revealed by the spec-
troscope, and in their general appearance, impress
the beholder with the idea that they are not yet
fully condensed into their ultimate shape and size.

If we allow that by this means our luminary
has obtained his wonderful store of high-cla- ss en-
ergy, we have yet to inquire to w hat patent this
operation is going on at tbe present moment.
it only a thing of the past, or U it a thing also of
tbe present ? I think we may reply that the sun
cannot be condensing very fast, at least within
hiatorica times. For if the sun were sensibly
larger than at the present, hs total eel ipso by the
moon would be impossible. Now, sucii eclipses
have taken place, at any rate, for several thou-
sands of years. Doubtless a small army of me-
teors may bo falling into our luminary, which
would by this fall tend to augment his heat; yet
the supply derived from this source must surely
be insignificant. But if the sun be not at present
condensing so fast as to derive any sufficient heat
from this procees, and if his energy be very
sparingly recruited from without, it necessarily
follows that he is in tbe position of a man whose
expenditure exceeds his income. He is living on
his capital, and is destined to share the fate of all
who act in a similar manner. We must therefore
contemplate a future jeriod when he will be
poorer in energy thuo he i ct present, and a
period still furibcr in the future, w Leu Jie will&K
together cease to shine.

TROBABLE FATE or TUE INIVEKSE.

If this be the fate of the high temperature of
the universe, let us think for a moment what will
happen to its visible energy. We have spoken
already about a medium pervading space, the
offioe of which appears to be to degrade and ulti-
mately extinguish all differential motion, just as
it tends to reduce and ultimately equalise all
difference of temperature. Thus the universo
would ultimately become an equally heated mats,
utterly worthless as far as the production of work
is concerned, since such production depenjs upon .

difference of temperature.
Although, therefore, in a strictly mechanical

sense, there is a conservation of energy, yet, as
regards usefulness or fitness for human beings,
the energy of the universe is in process of deteri-
oration. Universally diffused heat forms what
we may call the great waste-hea- p of the universe,
and this is growiDg larger year by year. At
present it does not sensibly obtrude itself, but
who knows that the time may not arrive when we
shall be practically conscious of its growing big-

ness ? . .
It wiil be seen that io this chapter wo have re.

garded tlie universe, not as a collection of matter,
but rather as an energetic agent in fact, as a
lamp. Now, it has been well pointed out by
Thomson that looked at in this light, the universe
is a system that had a beginning and must have
an end; for a process of degradation cannot be
eternal. If we could view the uuiverse as a can- -
die not lit, then it is, rhaps, conceivable to re-ga- rd

it as having been always in existence; but
if we regard it rather as a candle that has been

'

lit, we become absolutely certain that it cannot
have been burning from eternity, and that a time
will come when it will cease to burn. We are

led to look to a beginning in which the purticles
of matter were in a diffuse chaotic et.itc, but en-

dowed with the ower of gTavitatioo, and we are
led to look to an end in which the whole universe
will be one equally heated inert mass, and from
which everything like life or motion or beauty
will Lave utterly gone away.

OKGAMZLD TliSLES ABC Sl BJtCT TO DECAV.

We Lave thus learned two things, for in the
first place wc have learned that life is associated
with delicacy of construction, and in the next
(Art. 220) that delicacy of conetructiou implies
an unstable arrangement of natural forces. We
have now to remark that the particular force
which is thus ueed by living beings is chemical
affinity. Our bodies are, in truth, examples of
an unstable arrangement of chemical forces, and
the materials wbkrb compose them, if not liable
to sudden explosion, like fulminating powder, are
jet pre-eminen- the subjects cf decay.

Now, this is more than a mere general state-
ment ; it is a truth that admits of degrees, p.nd in
virtue of which those parts of our bodies which
have, during lire, the noblest and most delicate
office to perform, are tbe very first to perish when
life is extinct.

.So speaks the poet, and we have here an aspect
of things in which the lament of the poet becomes
the true interpretation of nature.

CLXUIATC DEPENDENCE Or LIFE I POX THE SCX.

We lave already (Art. 203) been led to recog-
nize the sun as the ultimate material source of all
the cnergy-whic- h we rjse-ess-, and we must now
regard him as the source likewise of all our deli-

cacy of construction. It requires the energy of
bis high-temperatu- re rays so to wield and manip-
ulate the powerful forces of chemical affinity, so
to balance these various forces against each other
as to produce in the vegetable something which
will afford our frames not only energy, but also
delicacy of construction.

re heat would be utterly unable
to accomplish this. It consists of ethereal vibra-

tions which are not sufficiently rapid, and of waves
that are not sufficiently eliort, for the purpose of
shaking asunder the constituents of compound

i molecules.
It thus appears that animals are, in more ways

than one, pensioners upon the sun's bounty; and
, those Instances which at first sight appear to be
; exceptions will, if studied sufficiently, ou!y serve
to confirm the rule.

Thus the recent researches of Dr. Carpenter
and Professor Wyvillo Thomson have disclosed to
us the existence of minute living beings in the
deepest parts of the ocean, into which we may be

' almost sure no solar ray can penetrate. How,
then, do those minute creatures obtain that en-

ergy and delicacy of construction without which
they cannot live ? In other words, how are they
fed?

Now, the same naturalists who discovered the
existence of these creatures have recently fur-
nished us with a very probable explanation of the
myetery. They think it highly probable that tho
whole ocean contains in it organic matter to a
very small but yet perceptible extent, forming, as
they express it, a sort of diluted soup, which thus
becomes the food of these minute creatures.

.In conclusion, we are dependent upon the sun
and centre of our system not ouly for the mere
euergy of our frames, but also for our delicacy of
construction the future of our race depends upon
the sun's future. But wc see that the sun mu6t
have had a beginning, so that he will have an end.

We arc thus induced to generalize still further,
and regard, not ouly our own system, but the
whole material universe, wheu viewed with re-

spect to servicablo euergy, as essentially evane-
scent, and as embracing a succession of physical
events which cannot go on for ever as they are.

But here, at length, we come to matters beyond
our grasp, for physical science cannot inform us
what must havo been before the beginning, nor
yet can it tell what will take place alter the end.
