Thus at lengsh bave the statesmen of America,
in the highest legislative body of the nation, pat
the seal of confirmation to the liberal and friendly
policy of that couritry towards Hawaii nei which
had its ineeption in a Christinu enterprise ity
years ago. We cannot but believe that, while
considerations of finuncial policy have had an
undoubted influence in the decision by the Sepate
of this to us important question, yet that those of
a higber mature, and partaking of a feeling of
sympathy and benevolence for a weak and strug-
gling nation, have had great weight in influencing
the very large majority of Senators.

The untiring and judicious nature of the labors
of our Commissioners at Washington is attested
by the large vote in favor of the Treaty, in the
face of the strong opposition put forth by the
wealthy sngar corporations of San Franciseo.
And as is remarked by the Alta, *“ It is more
than probable that the recent visit of the Hawai-
ian King to and through a good portion of the U.
States materially aided the passage of the Treaty.
He came, although a King, democratically, and
as far as possible, without any of the ponderous
formalities which monarchs are so fond of wrap-
ping themeelves up in. He proved bimself an
agreeable, intelligent, well-bebaved gentleman,
and in those characteristics we see more of the
qualities which honor the name and state of King
than can all the form and ceremony of Courts,
even that mvst pretentious one of China,"

By the terms of the Treaty as paseed, some
legislation is necessary by the U. 5. House of

The following very full and interesting account of
the prooeedings in the Senate on the day of the final +
vote, we copy from the A/ta of the 19th.

Wasminaron, March 18.—The Hawaiian Treaty,
with a féw amendments, was ratified by the Senate |
in Executive SBession this afterncon, by & vote of 51 |
to'12. Those voting agaiost the ratification of the
Treaty were Edwmunds, Ferry, of Michigan, Hamil-
ton, of Texas, Hitchoock, Howe, Merriman, Morrill, |
of Vermont, McCreery, Robertson, Sherman, Booth
and Whyte. |

Amendments reported by the Committee on Foreign
Relations were agreed to as follows : Tobacco, starch,
leather and manufactures of leather, were inserted
among the articles to be admitted free to the Islands; |
oroamental woods were struck out of the articles to
be admitted free to the United States. There is no
duty, however, on such woods under the existing
laws. An awendment was also inserted that daring
the operation of the Treaty, which is to last seven
years nfter action has been taken by Congress, to put
provisions into effect that the Hawaiian Gevernment
shall not lease or cede to any foreign power any bay
or barbor, or any portion of its territory.

Sargent's mmendment striking oot fruits and in-
serting bananas, o as to protect the semi-tropicul
fraits of California, was adopted, but the amend-
ment to limit sugar to No. 13 Duteh standard was
rejected.

An amendment requiring ratifieation by the Ha-
waiian Legislature was rejected ss unnecessarp™”

Speeches were made in favor of the Treaty by
Sargent, Hamilton. Mitchell, Kelly, Jones of
Nevada, Cameron. Boutwell, Thurman, Bogan and
the new Senator from Cannecticut.

Among those who spoke agaiust it were Booth,
Morrill of Vermont, Sherman and Merriman.

The success of the Treaty is generally conceded |
to the eredit of Mamlin, who engineered it in the
Committee, and to Sargent, who pulled the labor-
ing our in the Senate,

ﬁ'be necessity of secaring the favorable relations
offered by this Treaty was shown Iin bebalf of the
Navy by a letter from Admiral Porter to Senator
Jones of Nevada ; in a military point of view, by a
letter from General Stholield, presented by Senator
Hamlin. Admiral Porter claims that if the British
Government should secure the control of the isl-
ands the British Navy could draw a line from
British Columbia to Australin, completely held
against our nation aod the Pacific Coast States
would be defenceless : but with the control which
this Treaty gives the nited States, the Pacifie
Coast Is impregnable, on acconat of the neceessity
ol using beavy iron ships of war, which need coal-
ing stations within easyreach. The Pacific Coast,
according to the opinion of Admiral Parter, cannct
be attacked successfully from British Columbia or
Mexico, because we conld in such ¢ase use our
land forces to protect ourselves. He says that at
the present time the United States is not prepared
to expend large sums in making a paval station at
the islands, but this treaty will, during its opera-
tion, prevent any foreign power from  getling a
foothold, and before its expiration the United
States may secure what priviléges it requires.

The commercial advantages of the treaty were
shown by stetistics and arguments in the speeches
of Sargent, Jones, Kelly and Mitchedl,

Kelly quoted a passage from the message of ex-
Presidents Pierce and Johnsoun, in favor of former
teeaties, and called special attention to the message
of Jobnson, which alluded to the great disadvan-
tage suffered by the United States en account of
the foreign possession of West Indies. ‘The Sand-
wich Islands, he said. were the West Indies of the
Pacifie.

Thorman complimented Kelly by =aying that
until bis speech was made Thurman bad been un-
decided how to vole ; but that now ke was con-
vinced that the treaty should be ratified. He also
Puid a similar compliment to Mitchell, who bad set |
orth in full the legal bearings of this treaty upon |
treaties with other nations, showing that other na- |
tions could not claim that they were not given |
equal privileger with the most favored nation.

The bughear being thus dispesed of, Mr. Eaton,
the new Seénator from Connecticut. said that a
treaty of this kind bad been his favorite idea for
twenty years.

An amendment was proposed to limit the grade
©of sugar to No. 13, Duich standard. But this was
quickly disposed of by Senators Kelly and Mit-
ebell, who said that the sugar refiners in San Fran-
gisco desired the treaty to be pegotiated solely for
their benefit. and that il this smendment was adopt- |
ed it would keep California and Oregon under the
heel of the sugar monopolists.

The great feature of the debate, however, was |
brought out in the speeches of Jones and Sargent to |
Booth.

Booth claimed that it was not worth while to le-
gislate to secure stragetic poiots in anticipation of
foreiga war. Since the independence of the United
States there had been only three years of foreign war

Sargent replied that Washington had handed down
the political maxim, * In times of peace prepare for
war,”” and that ihe posséssion of strategic points often
prevented war. If Booth’s srgument prevailed, it '

would apply as well against keeping up the naval
and wilitary establishments,

Senator Booth elaimed also that the treaty would be
of no commercinl value; that we would lese, accord-
ing 1o the present produciion of sugar on the Islands;
pearly a half million dollars ue annuslly;
that the treaty would cause an increase of produe-

and that we showld seon lose ten-fold that
amount

Senator Hambhin wanted ¢ know bow we could
lose what we hatd not got, and what would be the in-
creazed effect of the treaty.

Booth gave, in contrast to the loss of revense iu-
creased in this way, figures showing the p ex-
ports from the United States to the Sandwich lslands;
but this was answered by Senator Jopes, who madd :
“*Tf the produoctions from the Islands should céase,
the imports from the Tunited States would increase
correspondingly.**

Jones sad Bargent both called attentica to the
character of sixteen articles included in the treaty,
to be admitted free to the Islsnds  All of which,
such as woolen goods, watches and other manufae-
tured articles, were aimost exclusively valued as the
products of labor, and while we pay about ninety
per cent,, in gold for what we import from ether
countries, we pay an equal amount in these products
of our isbor for sogar and other articles imported
from the Sandwich Islands

Jones also showed that notwithstanding our ex-
ports of raw material 10 Hollgod, Beigiam aad
Australin were worth many limes the exports bo
the Sandwich Islands, yet all combined they were
nat of such importance o the labouring classes of
the United States ag the present cxporits wergdo
the [slands which this treaty would lncrease.

Sargent said that the benefita of this trealy were
nlmost whaolly in the interest of the poarer classes,
aid be wanted to secute the thl Lo bu_" ll‘hl‘!lp
Lrown sugar, which is used by the larmer at his
work and the miner in his enbin

Booth said that the treaty would not cheapen
sugar, because the present fmports from the
Islands supply only a part of the amount con-
sumed on the Pacitie Coast.

Sargent replied that Booth's argument appeared
to contradict itself.
Booth had said that the prodoction of the Islands
would be itereased ten-fold by tbe treaty, and if
the filteen million pounds now produced wounld
not cheapen sugar, then a hundred and 6ifty million
ponnds would, and he (Sargent) felt that the in-
terest of the people was at stake.

Senator Joues of Nevada, after arguing that the
politieal considerations involved were of themselves
sufficient to decide the question in favor of ratifiea-
tion, further contended that the commercial import-

f reve:

' ance of this treaty had been gencrally overlooked, or

under-estimated by its friends in the Senate. He
called atiention to the fact that the regale
amount of our commerce with the Bandwich lelands
does not really indicate its real benefit w this
country for the reason that they purchase from the
United Stntes a class of articles the value of which
is made up in an uncommonly large degreé by the
cost of labor employed, and not by the cest of the
raw material, Thus, for example, these Islands im-
port from the United States annuslly more than
$100,000 worth of wooden ware, which represents
an expenditure of over $00,000 for wages of labor in
this country, and $40,000 worth of clothing, of
which only” one-third of the walue is to be credited
to raw materinl. As another example, of minor
importance, he mentioned the pinchback jewelry
that we export to these Islands amounting
six thousand or eight thousand dollars per annum,
of which eleven twelfths represept wages of labor
employed inits manufuctare. By theseand similar

illustrations he claimed to show that the ratification |

of this treaty would aflord great and beneficial
stimulus to various industries of the country, and

I§ tomapy on the Pacific Const. Replying
glso {0 the argument advanced by Booth, that wages
paid to the Sandwich Islanders are only twelve dol-
inrs per month, and that the native inhabitants are
of low grade, and not worth any epecial ealtivation
of commercial reintions with' them. Senstor Jones
argued that in a politieal point of vlew, this wis a
weighty reason why should endeavor to enlarge our
trade with such people, because in exchanging pro-
ducts with them we get the yalue of a'month’s labor
of one of their producers for the cost of four days
labor of one American,

Booth objected to the treaty hecause the Islands
were too far awny to be of nny national value, and
it would require great expenditures to establish
there a costly naval station, which it would be
difficult to hold in time of war.

Sargent replied that the Islands were midway on
the direet line of trade between the United States
and Asia, and the possession of this point by a for-
cign_government would sabject our commerce,
whith ‘promises to ‘be great in the future, to the
mercy of an adversary in war. Moreover, it would
not be necessary to expend much in establisbing a
naval station, and if the Lslands were tuken away
from us in time of war they would be given up
when the war was over ; hot a foreign power would
not bave the conl. which otherwise might be peenr-
vd'by them. * It was shown, also, that the nklive
population of the Islands was decreasing So fasi
that moless this treaty was ratifled, the Hewalinh
Government would goon be compelied to offer the
control of the Islands to England. Bat if the
treaty was ratified, it would tauke some time to se-
cure itsoperations, and so in all probability nine
years wou'ld pngs béfore {18 operation. during
which time the now foreign powers could not get a
foothold, and at the end of that time the fruit
wonld be ripe to fall into the hands of the United
States, while its productions would also be those
of our citizeng :

Those who bad rejected the Canadian treaty came
forward graduslly to the side of Sargent. Jones
and Harlin, until finally the greatest enthusiasm
prevailed, resuliing in _one of tbe most emphalie
voles recorded in the Senabe.
