REP0PULATI0N.
The following is the test of the memorial of

citizens vtLich was jresented to Hid Majesty ou
Tuesday last, by a comiiiittte of the bigners :

To JIis Jlaj'fli the King,
Sire : We, the undersigned, subject and resi-

dents cf this kingdom and friends of your Royal Per-

son, in view of what we deem a grave coudition cf
public afltirs, take the liberty to address you in a
spirit cf frankness nd loyalty in order to point cut
the danger that threatens the state, and at the same
time the necessary measures to avoid the national
peril.

We desire to say at the outset, that we are prompt-
ed to take part in this address not only on account
of a loyal and friendly regard for Your Majesty's
person, but also by reason of oar strong desire to see
maintained, with ample honor and prosperity, the
Independence of the Hawaiian Kingdom.

The propriety of according the privileges of inde-

pendent sovereignty to a state so much reduced in
people as Your Majesty's dominions is very much
questioned, and the discussion is most detrimeutal
to the dignity and permanence of the throne. This
question was even raised in past years, when Hawaii
numbered far more souls than at this time within
her borders. When the commissioners of Kumeha-meb- a

III presented the claims of this archipelago for
recognition its an iosiependent state to the Govern-
ment of Gre.it Britain in 1843, they were met at first
with a peremptory refusal from Lord Aberdeen, the
British foreign minister, on the ground that the state
of Hawaii was a mere chieftaincy under foreign in-

fluences, aud too small tft be entitled to diplomatic
courtesies and treaty making powers. And if such
a view could be taken of our state thirty-thre- e jears
ago, when we numbered about one hundred thou-
sand people, what must be thought of our capability
for independence now. when perhaps we number
barely fifty thousand souls, natives and foreigners
all told T 7

And yet . this e of the people, and the sad
and ruinous disproportion of sex, so patent to every
observation, has not, we are sorry to say, aroused
any well concerted policy, cr any line of action what-
ever looking to the increase of population and ihe
recuperation of the kingdom And at the same time
we all bear in wind Your Majesty's patriotic utter-
ances at the commencement of your reign, that the
increase of the people should . be the watchword of
your royal policy ; therefore we cannot doubt how
much you have at heart the stay and the recupera-
tion of your declining state. And some of us can
recall the words of preceding Hawaiian kings, de-

ploring the loss of their people and praying for
measures of repopulatiou; and especially may we re-

peat at this time the words of the enlightened and
patriotic Kamehaiueha IV, addressed to his legisla-
ture, when be said :

"A subject of deeper importance than any I have
yet mentioned is that of the decrease of our popula-
tion. It is a subject iu comparison with which all
others sink iuto inaiguifiuance; for our first and great
duty is Kt-l- f preservation. Our acts are in vain un-
less we Ciu stay the wasting baud that is destroying
cur people. I feel a heavy and a special responsi-
bility weighing upon me in this matter, but it is one
in which you all must bhare; nor shall we be acquit-
ted by man or our Maker of a neglect of duty if we
fail to act speedily and effectually in the cause of a
people who ore every day dying before our eyes."
But after all this solemn appeal and invocation,
what action has been taken, what line of national
policy pursued in reference to this great subject of
repopulation, in comparison with which all others "
tin tnib KiDK'Juuij Biua. iuto msieuinouuce i i

hat action indeed ! n by, we have procured a i
few Chinese male laborers, and are expecting a few
hundred more to add to the present mischievous dis
proportion of 1831 Chinese males to 107 Chinese
females ! This is not action in any beneficent direc-
tion, but is simply reaction, and is a mere expedien-
cy designed to subserve a particular industry; there-
fore we look in vain for any commencement of a
policy that has in view national recuperation.

character, must aggravate still more the sterility of
Hawaiian women, and so tend to increase the rate of
deterioration of Your Majesty's Hawaiian subjects.
The rate of decrease has been for some time past a
little over one thousand a year; and here we
solemnly appeal to Your Majesty to pause and consi-
der, that at a period which may come within the
limit of your own life-tim- e, the decline of your peo-

ple may have reached that point when not only will
the autonomy of the country be considered inconsis-
tent with the paucity of its numbers, but all hope of
the preservation of the Hawaiian race and name will
have passed away.

It may be said that as production of material for
commerce has not declined but rather increased in
the kingdom, and may not be diminished in succeed-
ing years, that consequently revenue will be forth-
coming and our political order and autonomy may
still go on. But should your people continue to de-

cline, the consideration of your Majesty as the chief
of an independent tribe of people must in such event
be so far diminished, that the present courtesy of
foreign recognition will be withdrawn.

We would avert this issue. We, O king, who
hoped and strove for your accession to the Hawaiian
throne, would hope and strive again as far as it may
be proper for us, to see you continuing to fill it with
increasing honor to your person and blessing to your
people. And therefore we would appeal to you in
the behalf of your declining race, in the cause of
humanity, and in the name of all generous hearts
and philanthropic souls throughout the world who
would glory in the cause of the preservation of a de-

clining people, that your Majesty will determine con-

jointly with able and faithful men in your kingdom,
to initiate measures and to carry out a policy that
will set aside all other minor considerations of state,
and will look singly to the repeopling of your do-

minions, and to the preservation of your nation's in-

dependence. And let this new departure of your
kingdom begin without farther temporizing or delay.

' It is for you, O, Chief, chosen to be the Sovereign
and the leader of this feeble, yet most interesting
nation: it is for you, indeed, to be its political
savior and its father ! You are the hope of Polyne-
sia. You are also an object of interest to humanita-
rians abroad in respect to the preservation of your
race. ' Upon you devolves the great mission, not
only'of the recuperation of your people, but the
successful illustration of a tropical civilization;
therefore every device and measure of Your Majes-
ty's Government should be directed towards the
acquisition of people, and the preservation of the
life of the Hawaiian State. .

Pardon us, Sire, when we say that this mutt be
done. That is to say, the intelligence of the civil-
ized world will require that the only ground for ac-

quiescence in the self government of this mere
nominal State will be in the earnest pursuit by its
Ruler and People of a policy for self preservation,
and to maintain a respectable independence. For
let us say, that this is an era of great States, and con-
sider, also, that a State like Hawaii, with a mere bri-
gade of people, with a machinery of government so
largely in excess of its needs, with an official ex-

penditure that precludes all hope of internal improve-
ment, and that is not at times sufficient for the pres-
ervation of its own peace, can hardly be much longer
recognized among the family cf nations.

Therefore, there must be a radical change in the
policy cf this country promulgation of en-

lightened measures for national resuscitation, to be
followed up by a persistent course of action, which
shall include a determined retrenchment cf expendi-
ture throughout all the departments of government,
beginning with the Crown even, whatever may be
the individual loss or disappointment, until a large
surplus of revenue is secured for internal improve-
ment and the acquisition of new people; and to
include also well devised measures for sanitary im-

provement and reform, and especially some well
devised system of sanitary instruction for Your Maj-
esty's native people, so as to lead them to care fur
their bodies in accordance with the conditions of
civilized existence; and so lead them to appreciate that
a healthy body and a well ordered household will be
recognized as the best and only satisfactory evi-

dences of their newly acquired civilization.
However, it is not our purpose to dwell on any

details of policy or administration, which properly

It is true that the peoples whom we desire and
whom we must seek are controlled by governments
and policies that might, at the first mention cf our
desire, refuse to grant us, for political cons derations,
the opportunity for national recuperation which we
need; but a faithful and intelligent diplomacy, such
as we trust Your Majesty will call into the service
of the country, will take no denial, and will appeal
to every influence that is calculated to finally inspire
a favorable consideration of our national condition
in the minds of the government of any enlightened
and Christian power. And let cs say here, that we
would deem any one false to the best interests cf this
country, false to the cause cf Hawaii an independ-
ence, and disloyal to Your Majesty's Royal State and
I'ersou, who should endeavor to dissuade Your Maj-
esty, or your government, or jour peo.de. from
pursuing a determined course for the repopulation of
this group of islands, with races kindred to, or
having affinities with the Hawaiian, wherever they
are to be found in the world.

They are to be found. And intelligence, faith, and
love for this country, under such auspices aj Your
Majesty's Government can devise, will bring them
here. But they must be brought here wisely; in
carefully considered proportions, with correct infor-
mation in respect to the prospects that Hawaii can
afford, and to be accompanied on their journey an!
on their arrival at our shores with a kindly and ju-
dicious influence, that shall induce them readily to
adopt our isles as their new and beneficent home.

And to succeed in tnis great work or building up i

And then with prosperity and peace within her
borders, our recuperated Hawaii will be an honor to
its Ruler, and youwork of restoration of your country
in the happy establishment of two people where one
existed before, will reflect a glory of which the
greatest monarch in the world might be proud.

And now ever praying for Your Majesty's con-
tinued prosperity and permanence on the Hawaiian
Throne, we remain.

I assure you, gentlemen, that I fully appreciate
your zeal and patriotism, and I heartily join with
yea in the high aims by which you are moved, and
of which the object is the good of the country.

The Ministerial Reply.

Gestlemeji :

His Majesty in Privy Council, having appointed
the undersigned a Committee to reply to the address
which you presented to him on the 20th ult, on the
subject of the repopulation of these Islands, they
hasten to inform you, that His Majesty feels the
deepest interest in this all important question, and
is equally gratified with the zeal and the spirit of
loyalty which you exhibit in approaching the sub-

ject, and he is satisfied that this combined action on

the part of so large and influential a portion of the
community as have attached their names to the said
address cannot but result in good and in a sounder
knowledge of the means requisite to advance the
great object which we all have in view.

As you are well aware, gentlemen, this subject is

not a new one; it is one that has anxiously occupied
the thoughts and the time of every Hawaiian King
and Cabinet during the last quarter cf a century;
and if failure instead of success has so far been the
result of most of the schemes which have been in-

augurated for repeopling this kingdom, that Is no
reason why renewed eQorts should not continue to
be made. Still, a succession of failures prompts cau-
tion. Nothing would have been easier than for the
present Government to have spent another 810,000
or $15,000 of the public money In abortive attempts
to introduce a permanent and useful population, but
the history of past efforts in this direction teaches
that it is much easier to fit out expeditions for
bringing immigrants to our shores, than to obtain
people such as will, in the words of your address,
" be well suited for complete assimilation with the
race that peoples this archipelago."

For gentlemen, we understand and His Majesty
understands your address to mean, that it is not
only men that may be required for the immediate
wants of our agriculturists that you desire should be
introduced, but men and women of " kindred race "
to the Hawaiian?, by which they may ' gain an
infusion of fresh blood," and so be preserved. This
may truly be part of the great problem to be solved,
but the undersigned in the name of His Majesty's
Ministers would feel much diffidence about holding
out any very confident hopes that they will be able
soon to accomplish such a very important and desira-
ble result, although it is encouraging to learn from
you, that in jour opinion 44 the vast hive of Asia
invites us to recuperate our Asiatic and. tropical
population from its teeming millions," and
we shall find the consanguineous affinities we need
in the overpeopled plains of British India, in the
swarming Isles of the great Malay Archipelago, in
the noble Empire of Japan, so youthful in its civili-
zation, and in otber countless hordes of the industri-
ous and prolific races of the great and parent conti-

nent of the world."
The difficulty would seem to be then in your opin-

ion, gentlemen, to select out cf a profusion of choice
from the kindred peoples cf Asia, the population which
we require to recuperate the Hawaiian race. It cannot
however afford any real assistance to the object we
have at heart to take a too sanguine view cf the po-

sition. Let us glance at the Continent cf Asia, and
its great archipelagoes. First and nearest to us lies
Japan, inhabited by a people who are generally con-

sidered akin to the Hawaiians, and whom we all
agree would be very desirable immigrants. Efforts
have been made by former Governments to bring
them some were brought but as you all know
most of them had to be sent back again at the re-

quest cf the Japanese Government. .Notwithstand-
ing this failure, the different Governments since

have not only maintained their existence, may we
not say, as a civil zeJ nation from long before the
time when our ancestors were covering their bodies
with war paint, but who are now by far the most
numerous separate people on the face f the earth,
and who are to-d-y overflowing, not only Iuto all the
neighboring Archipelago of Malaysia, but are hold-
ing their own as an industrious people amongst anJ
in spite cf the 44 hoodlums " tf California, an J the
44 roughs " of Australia. It is Chinese who con-

structed the railroad cf Peru, have dug the coal
mines of Borneo; nay, they hav been in request lo
build the railroads in Bengal, the very home of the
cheap Hindoo laborer. It seems, to say the leant,
unfortunate for Hi Majesty's Government that cf
all 44 the vast Live of Asia, of all the iodustriou and
prolific race cf the great aud art tit continent of
the world," Ihe Chinese, who ate Ihe only people
which the government ha found it practicable to in-

duce to migrate to these islands, should be Ihe only
Asiatics which gentlemen, should etpecially oh--I. . .,., yon,

jeci to. au tne omer countless norues ci Asiat-
ics you seem prepared to welcome, an J iu view cf the
highly respectable character of the signatures lo the
address now under reply, the member of His Maj.
esty's Cabinet feel grieved that their efforts to do
what they best could under the circumstances, should
have so signally failed to be satisfactory lo those for
whose benefit they considered they were more espec-
ially taking this responsibility. But what they still
more regret, is to fiud that you consider that the in-

troduction of Chinese must, from their unchaste
character, aggravate Iho sterility cf Hawaiian
women. If this be true, the introduction of Chinese
sbouM be stopped iustanter. It is no doubt true
that the disproportion of the sexes is an evil in any
country, but it is a period cf trial which many coun-
tries have cf necessity to puis through, and from
which they recover in due time. In remembering
the evil doings of some of the worst of the Chinese
however, we bhould bear In mind that an outcry
would probably be made when a low Chinese is ed

sinning, when the same crime would hardly
call for remark amongst a similar cIoks of natives
We should also bear in mind the fact that some of
the largest families which have been borne lo Ha-
waiian women have been by Chinese fathers, and
that even the lower ore'ers cf Chinese, and we say
this with regret, are, we believe, reckoned by the
Hawaiian women to make more faithful and attentive
husbands than the similar class cf Hawaiians. The
progeny also ot these two races seems so far to con-

firm your view that the mingling of Hawaiians and
Asiatic blood may prove a success, so far at least as
the Chinese are concerned. Of the result of a union
with other Asiatics, of the less robust Hindoo for in-

stance, with an Hawaiian woman, we have little
experience; it is to be hoped that ouch an experience
may be soon afforded.

The next portion of Asia which present itself is,
as you justly term them, 44 the swarming isles cf the
great Malay Archipelago." The attention of all the
different Hawaiian Cabinets has been repeatedly
called to this part of the globe as a region from
whence to draw our much desired population, aud
the records of the correspondence cf our Foreign
Office show that as repeatedly, enquiries for definite
information on the subject have been made by the
government. The undersigned may also state that
they have taken some pains to ascertain what were
the chances cf success in this quarter, and the result
of their enquiries agrees with the experience cf the
Hawaiian Cabinets before them, that the idea cf ob-

taining our population from thence is entirely vision-
ary. The latest letters from our Charge d'ADaires
in London. Mr. Manly Hopkins, confirm those pre-
viously received from Mr. Varigny, Dr. Uillebrand
and others who have been especially directed to make
every inquiry on this subject; and all leads to the
conclusion that the Malay Archipelago cannot be 1

looked to as a source or population for Hawaii. Ihe
broad fact that the Dutch in rJumatra aud Java, and
the English in Queensland and the Fiji, which are
comparatively close by, cannot, notwithstanding
their great anxiety to do so, make those Malaysian
populations available, is an evidence that we at this
great distance would probably meet with do better
success. His Majesty's Government consider that
after all the enquiries which have been mad by
previous Cabinets and by the Board cf Immigration
on this subject, only to learn again and again that it
is impracticable to obtain people from thence, it is
now time that this 44 Will o the Wisp " should Le
finally removed from before the eyes cf this commu-
nity.

The next portion of Asia which we approach, at
least from which any population suitable for Hawaii
may be hoped for, is 44 the over-peopl-ed plains of
British India," as you, to some extent, correctly
term them. In I860 Dr. Uillebrand was com mis- -
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Asia for the exprcts purpose cf gatLcring in for ma- -
tion respecting those regions as a source of supply!
Tor onr laoonng population, a ue unuersignea can-
not do better than make a few extracts from the
Doctor's report to the Board cf Immigration on his
return. In connection wilh the subject of our enter-
ing into a Convention with Ihe Bi itiah Government
to allow ua to supply ours lveu with population
from Biitish India, tho Doctor says, puge 33 :

1 do not uppreheud that this Government would
meet with great obstacles in the conclusion of
a treaty ; but iIhtk is no doubt, that on the part
of the European element in India, a strong feel-
ing is gaining ground, in opposition to the cinl-gyiti-

of coolies. The extensive net of railroad
still in progress of beinx built, so as to interned
every important part ot that country, the many
agricultural enterprise) which haru started into
existence since the mutiny, by private individual
and stock companies, purticuluily the lea and
cotton cultivation, make, large demand n the
labor capacity of the country, which increase from
year to year. People at thi-- will find it
strange that fears ol dear labor tire entertained in
a country, where wages still average only live
rupees a month, nnd famine ate i early occurren-
ces ; but I could bring numerous vouchers to the
truth of my statement, and these feelings are even
shared to some extf-n- t by the Indian (lavernment."
On page 35 the Doctor refers to the great Ioks of
life which often takes place in tranHporting the
Celebrated Hill CoolieH, altho' in many respects
they are far the bet of the Ktst Indians. He ob-

serves : "A mortality of twenty to twenty-fiv- e

per cent, has occurred on journeys Jto the tea dis-
tricts ; and it ha even risen as high ' thirty per
cent, on a voyage to the Mauritius." Again on
pages 38-3- 9. tlm Doctor observes : " 1 be two
medical gentlemen confirmed what I had already
heard about the great mortality .f the Hill Coolies
dining the fiit week of the sea voyage. Il H
cholera that causes thia awful lob of lile, and it is
ascribed lo tbe sudden and great change of diet
which thei-- e pour famished people undergo."

One of the informant xprenses himself
thus: 'They seem to carry the cholera in their
blood I' " Notwithstanding thee alarming state-
ments and the difficulty of bringing these people
so far. the Doctor feetns inclined lo recommend a
trial of "a few hundred Indian Coolies compowed
of the different rstcea mentioned above, to try and
test tbe various resources available to us." Th
most that can be inferred from this report Is that
iu the pree-in- g demand for laborers, the Doctor
suggested that an experiment might be tried, the
result of which however be caution us, may be
doubltul with refpect to the East Indians them-
selves, and not without danger to our own people.
His Majesty's Government hope that British India
may offer af field for an efloit lo recruit our popu-
lation and they will continue enquiries In this di-

rection in the expectation that when the proper
time arrives otneihing praciicably may appear.
We have the advantage of the experience of Cap-

tain Daniel Smith who ha on several occasions
been engaged in transporting these people to the
British Colonies. It is evident however that ex-

treme caution has to be exercWed in all attempts
at repopulation from British India, and that grave
responsibility would be incurred by any Ministry
who in too hastily yielding to demands lor more
people, might introduce dieusc which th's country
through God's mercy has hitherto escaped.

But His Majesty's government ar not desirous cf
laying loo much stress on the joints In this addrees
to which they respectfully submit they may lut!y
take exception, and of which they have only referred
to a part; they are anxious on th contrary lo consi-
der it in th spirit in which I hey believe tbe large
majority signed it, and thry would gladly receive
from you now, or as early as may be convenient, and
after you thus learn their general views, further,
more definite and praclioal suggestions, out only for
repeopling Ihe Hawaiian Islands from abroad, but
for saving the lives of tbe people we Lave. You well
know what large sums of money are regularly appro-priat-ed

and spent with Ihe latter object In view, ami
that what ia to be done in future, lo be of any effoe!,
must be by legislation, and ihe appropriation of the
requisite funds. The Legislature meets neat month
aud Ihe piescut therefor appeal a most suitable
time for His Majesty's government to receive from
you practicable suggestions for legislation whloh may
assist in staying the decrease of onr native popula-
tion, but in which effort, as we are all only too well
aware, every Legislature aud every Cabinet lise so
far unfortunately failed.

The government and people of Ibis country Lave
had cflers and promises from those who bave pro-
fessed lo be able lo cur our leper, others lead ns to
infer that they could stop the decline of cur popula-
tion, or readily Introduce a people that by amalgam-
ation would recuperate th Hawaiian race; It is for

geutlemen, to assist the government aud the
legislature of this country In Iho somewhat difficult

task of discriminating amongst these scheme, so
that the resources of this kingdom may not be wasted
by yielding to the tempation to invest Ihe public
money in those which are put forward with the u.:t
confidence and boldness only, and without dut regard
to their soundness or feasibility.

I Lave been impressed with what I deem ihe

criminal conduot of coroners in three Islands in neg-
lecting to make any set u tiny into sudden deaths,
unless the facts of foul play are manifest. As tuay
be Implied from an article in your editorial column
of last week, you are fully aware of the numerous
instances iu which the groveling apathy npon the
part of the authorities, Las tbown Itself In this
respect.

It really seems that with our coroners. Incentive
more powerful than mere revereuc for Justice and
humanity, ar necessary to move them to 44 view th
dead;44 and it is often with a soonl end muttering
against meddlesomeness, that they ar actually urged
to their duty by tb protest of Individual, or by
popular voice.

I do not pretend to account for th csus of dis-
inclination spoken of, but merely to speak of the
fact a such according to our law as It etanda, the
coroner shall bold an inquest upon tbe dead body of
any one who is 44 supposed to hav oom to such
death by poisoning, violence, or In any suspicious
fanner."

tin all enlightened countries, a sudden death, unl-

aws known lo hav born preceded by a diseae roog-iiize- d

as on liable to a sudden fatal termination, Is
always regarded as suepiolous, and as such, is al-
ways inquired into by the coroner. f It Is not consi-
dered necessary, as it teems to be Jhere, that eauae
should first be found against some one criminally
concerned, before an inquest ia held, for it la too
well known that many deaths unattended with sus-
picion as regards others, and aside from any evidence
which the long buried body is capable of furnishing,
have, after the lapse of months and years, proved to
Lave been the work of the murderer.

Tb vain of a coroner' Inquest almost entirely
depends upon the protection lo life that ia afforded
by tbe general knowledge that an inquiry will be
made into rrry death, the causes of which ar
neither apparent on th surface, nor certified by
respectable and trustworthy people; and the use of
inquests is emphatically as a safeguard against the
destruction of life by secret means, such a might
otherwise escape without detection, and also against
the confounding of murder with suicide.

If a person supposed to be in health die suddenly,
it is tbe proper business of th coroner to ascertain
how be came to die; and If a person Is fouad with
his throat cut, or drowned, it is the proper business
cf the coroner to determine, of possible, whether th
deceased destroyed himself, or was destroyed by
other

An inquet should properly be medical tribunal
to investigate only the immediate cause cf dcatb, and
calculated not only to keep poisoners, child-murdere- rs,

and such people, in wholesome dread, but
also to intervene happily between th polic nod tb
discovery of mares' nests.

Are we to be satisfied then, aa the coroner stttui
lo b here, that tbe sudden dcatb of a person ap-
parently in health Is not suspicious, unices we can
prove it was caused by violence or poison T Certainly
not aud it is Dot without reason that complaint are
often made as to the laxness of our officials, who
through sloth, or an utter disregard for individual
human life, pass by tbe numerou ease of sudden
death that occur in our mid!, with the comforting
supposition that tbey 44 may bave been occasioned by
aneurism or heart disease," which are known to be
common among us. A little vigilance In the first
instance would often prevent, for tbemselvee, I heir
jurors, and the medioal witnesses they sometime
call, some very cQensiv work, a La more than
once been the case, wber bodies far advanced In
decomposition have teen exhumed for dissection to
satisfy the public curiosity where rumor Lae sug-
gested after burial, th probable effects of violeao
or poison.

But in consequence of Ibis existing negieot, tb
kahuna may, without rear, abort the lemaio oi uer
illicit foetus, and advise the mother to ber own de-

struction; and tbe quack doctor, whether licmtid or
otherwise, perform the most monstrous malpraolio
without fear of any retribution, but what may be
met at the bar of bis God.

I shall not engross any more of your valuable
unace by detailing Instance la proof of what bae
been said suffice it to say. there ar many which
could readily be brought forward.

But I thick it relevant to say, that as th defi
ciency of Ihe law and appropriations for expenditure
on inquest, bae been be! 1 as an cxeuse by th au
thorities, that tb covernment ehould take tbe matter
in band, and draw up a law to be presented at the
coming session of th Legislature, that will compel
an investigation Into each and every ras of sudden
death that may hereafter occur: and provid at tb
same time a special fund from which all accruing
expense shall b defrayed.
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
