Immigration.
A correspondent writing from Maui on this subject

There can be no doubt but that any quantity of
men and women too, can be got from Germany the
very best of laborers and the most industrious and
frugal people in the world if the planters will agree

to give them a living chance. Some planters have

been heard to say, that to any one who will plow,

plant and cultivate cane, they will gladly furnish
land, team and seed, take the cane from the ground,
(cut) and give one-four- th of the sugar in containers.
This I consider a fair proposition for both parties.
There are a plenty of families in the States even,

who I doubt not, if a proper statement was made to

them of the climate, etc., would gladly avail them-

selves of this offer. It is easy to estimate what their
income would be, calling the crops from two to four

tons to the acre, according to location, season, &c.

But I think Germans would be preferable. Reaem-be- r
for you must have heard how they were col-

onized ia Western Ohio, and how, by their indefati-

gable perseverance and hard work transformed the
Black Swamp "once the plague-sp- ot of that part

of America into the garden of the Western States.

These people would require no luna$ to drive them

to their work, but would be at it from break of day
until sundown. Let the planters (aided and endorsed

by the government) send an emigration agent to

Germany (or the States) offering to furnish each

family with a small house and say half an acre of
land to raise their " garden sauce," and then ad-

vance the passage money for each family the head of

which will sign an agreement to farm a certain num-

ber of acres for a term of years, (it is one native's
work to cultivate SO acres of eane in Makawao, after

it is plsnled.) Such a plan as this would be a vast
improvement for the planters, for they would get
larger and better crops than now."

The blunders on the Ministerial eide of the
controversy Lave been repeated and inexcusable,
and, aa wc Lave before observed, constitute ample
proof of incompetency. Common prudence, to
say nothing of statesmanship, would Lave dic-

tated a Ministerial reply wLich in dignified terms
should simply Lave acknowledged with brief
thanks tbe receipt of tbe memorial and assured
the signers that tLe important subject of which
it treated should receive careful attention. Only
this, and nothing more, would Lave prevented
not to say snubbed the spirit of controversy
that Las since raged ; the memorial would have
gone into the'Ministerial waste-bask- et and ere
long Lave been forgotten, whilst somnolence and
" the study of the rocks" once more would Lave
prevailed within tLe shades of Aliiolani House.
But other councils prevailed, and the Ministerial
reply was the unfortunate reeult, followed on
Saturday last, by the still more unfortunate
blunder of an and intemperate letter
from tbe Minister of Foreign Affairs, printed in
the ebape of a circular and addressed to the
memorialists. We need scarcely say that the
latter were fcurprised and indignant at both the
matter and manner of the Minister's letter. It
was voluminous, and crude in a literary point of
view, and otherwise 6tilted, defiant and actually
insulting. For the satisfaction of our readers
outside of Honolulu, we print the remarkable
letter of the Minister together with a very able
and sufficiently sarcastic reply from the pen of
the Hon. Mr. Carter, on a supplement accom-
panying to-da- y's paper. A plain, matter of fact
history of the origin of the memorial will also
be found in another column.

An appeal to public opinion over the signature
of a Crown Minister is a proper subject for com-

ment by the press; we preface ours by saying
that, in common with the generality of the signers
of the memorial, this letter is to us a source of
sincere regret. One naturally experiences an un-

pleasant shock to find a character that we Lad
estimated rather highly for sound discretion and
a philosophical mind, thus suddenly developed,
by the agency of so simple an ordeal, into a
second-rat- e poli tical demagogue. A man of experi-
ence and the adviser of a King has treated a loyal
and patriotic address in a most offensive manner ;

for common sense, to say nothing ot diplomacy
or state craft, would have admonished a Minister
of any proper judgment, even had the address
been objectionable in matter or manner, to re-

ceive it with a quiet dignity and an assurance of
future consideration.

We eliall not undertake to follow the Minister
throughout his lengthy effusion; we can only
refer to some salient points. And first we con-

demn the demagogic spirit which pervades it.
TLe signers of the. address are taunted with an
arrogation of popular representation an assump-
tion which is nowhere borne out in words or
circumstances connected with the address. The
signers never dreamed of any exclusive action, or
of declining tbe association of their names with
those of any of their fellow-citizen- s, whether
mechanics or traders, natives or foreigners. The
address was a spontaneous expression of loyal
advice to the Crown ; it was not intended to be
generally circulated, and it did not pretend to
represent the feeling of the whole country, but
only of so many residents as might suffice to gain
tbe earnest consideration of IL's Majesty. Its
presentation was perhaps somewhat hasty, for
Lad this been delayed, the number of signatures
would have been largely increased.

TLe taunt of an offensive exclusiveness, because
no native Hawaiian names were appended to an
address in tbe English language, is an insinuation
of demagogism contemptible in a politician, but
culpable, almost criminal, in a Minister.

Surely a more express assurance of native sym-

pathy was hardly necessary when it is remem-
bered that the address advocated the repopula-tin- g

the country by cognate races ; of saving the
decaying remnant of the Hawaiian race ; of per-

petuating the independence of the country ; and
of maintaining tbe native sovereignty. It was
fair to assume that the native sympathies should
be with tbe memorialists, and all the more that
reference could be made to the words of tbe
patriotic Kamcbameha IV., the declarations of
the present sovereign, and the late appropriation
by native legislators of $50,000 for immigration
and allied purposes.

Had the Minister been able to assure the memo-

rialists that be had tried, even if unsuccessfully,
to expend this fund for immigration purposes,
we could Lave recognized a greater faithfulness to

his trust than now, when far from having done
so be even attempts to divert attention with his
doubts as to the possibility of any recuperation
of the Hawaiian race. He does not care to con-

ciliate the opinion or win the confidence of the
community, but, on the --'ontrary, tries to set
class against class, race against race. He in-

dulges in a series of contemptuous insinuations,
forgetting at once both the courtesy of the gen-

tleman and the dignity of the Minister. In con-

clusion we have to repeat our regrets that the
Minister for Foreign Affairs shows in the letter
before us, how singularly he is misled by a mis-

judging, indisereet and intemperate spirit, the
exhibition of which is insulting to the memo-

rialists, derogatory to the dignity of the King
and the government, and injurious to the welfare
of the country.
- And now the serious question is, can a gentle-
man who has betrayed such pitiful elements of
weakness and incapacity in a discussion with Lis
fellow citizens such a scant appreciation of the
magnitude of a question so vital to the indepen
dence of the Kingdom can such an one be longer
safely entrusted with the high and sometimes

delicate duties of the office of Minister for For-

eign Affairs?

At a meeting of tbe Clinical Society of Lon-

don, reported in tbe Lancet May 4tb, 1372, tbe
subject of the treatment of Leprosy being under
consideration, tbe physician to tbe ekin depart-
ment in University College Hospital said that,
44 the oil of cashew in bis bands had been very
successful in this respect, (dispersing tbe tuber-
cular formations) though it required to be used
with care.''

These of course are disjointed and meagre statis-
tics, nor do we intend to make them the text for a
long Eermon ; but still they are sufficiently sug-
gestive of a future possible good to the people of
this country, that might reasonably warrant the
slight effort that alone would be necessary on the
part of our Government to obtain this medicine
and give it a trial.

This, as we all know, has not been tbe first
vaunted panacea for leprosy that has been heard
of; but it is the one best supported by respecta-
ble testimony. Condurango, as well for leprosy
as for cancer, was not long since a boasted cure ;

then came the Hydrocotyle and the Asclepias
gitantea, both of wbich latter medicines were im-

ported and tried here, but without effect, by a
physician yet in the country, and an
of the Board of Health.

When a great desideratum is being looked for
in any community, it frequently happens that the
air is filled with false cries of Eureka ! uttered by
people anxious for tbe expected reward of their
discoveries, and it is not to be wondered at that
the ignorant knave, estimating others from his
own calibre, should be foremost as well as loud-

est, in asserting tbe priority as also the superla-
tive character of his claims. Especially is this so
In regard to medicine and its application to dis-

ease ; and thoughtful people, by the frequent dis-

appointment of hopes thus exalted, have learned
to be wary of tbe charalatan and his wares. j

Others there are, who from a false analogy, would
condemn all, irrespective of their motive, who
would Btep out of a rusty groove to declare against
the belief that 41 all things continue as they were
from tbe foundation."

With a people like the Hawaiian, among whom
leprosy prevails so extensively, there can be no
greater boon looked for than a remedy for that
disease, and knowing this, their anxiety has re-

garded neither bounds nor reason in estimating
the assertions of quackery and ignorance ; and a
disappointment has always been the result. But "
while this should engender a feeling of caution,
and a tendency to balance well any fresh claim
that may be advanced in favor of a specific, it
should not be pushed to the exclusion of all fu-

ture evidence in respect to claims that may show
less of empiricism than the voice of authority,
whose traditions we would, otherwise, accept.

It Is poor logic that would generalize from one y

fact ; and it would indicate a great narrowness of
mind, if, because we have been more than once
deceived by promised cures for leprosy, we should
always look with disjrust upon all measures that
pre directed to that end, without discrimination
in regard to their value as deduced from the
probable incentives, as .well as the character of
those by whom they offered, and tbe nature
of the testimony adduced in their favor.

Among various questions started by the late
address to the King, one of the most important
has been whether the address ought to have
ever been presented at all. Another, suggested
by minds of email calibre, is whether the require-
ments of official etiquette were duly observed;
It is happily needless for us to justify the act 61

the memorialists. But for the sake of the timid
sticklers for official etiquette just alluded to, we
give an extract from an official foreign state

As early as 1S40 the importance of these islands, in
their geographical and political aspect, attracted the attention
of our Government.

There was quite
a good attendance, not less than sixty persons,"
who included the leading memorialists.

On motion of Mr. J. B. Atherton Hon. G. Rhodes
was called to the chair, and Mr. II. L. Sheldon,
as secretary.

Mr. Rhodes, whilst accepting the honor, regard-
ed his position as painful. Mr. Green was his
friend, who had aided him in an important crisis
of his life. He owed to him largely the compe-

tence he enjoyed, yet he came forward now to as-

sist in condemning tbe public action of his friend.
He thanked Mr. Carter for his caustic reply to Mr.
Green. He then read the draft of an address to

Whereas, Oue ot His Majesty's Ministers, uudcr
the assumption, eutirely unauthorized by the tone
of our Memorial, that wc were demanding their
resignation, addressed to us a letter, objectionable
in tone and discreditable to himself;

Resolved, That we reirrct aud deplore that a
gentlemen holding so high a position in His Majes-
ty's government should have so far forgotten the
dignity of bis position, however much he may have
di tiered with us ia our views us expressed in the
Memoiial.

Resolved, That with this expression of our regret,
we. as a body, dismiss the offensive charges and in-
sinuations of the Minister, trusting to the parity of
our intentions and to the undeniable importance of
the matter presented in our Memorial for our justifi-
cation.

Resolved, That believing that the continued inde-
pendence of this Kingdom, the preservation of the
throne and flag of Hawaii uei, aud tbe happiness of
the Hawaiian people, depend upon a population
large euough to claim the continued recognition of
foreign nations, wc will continue our efforts by ad-
vocating every practicable scheme fortheeucourage-rnen- t

of immigration, aud every means of preserving
and increasing the Hawaiian race, by inculcating les-
sons of morality and sanitary care, notwithstanding
the opposition ol others.

of His Majesty who would oppose these objects, or
who would seek to plant the seeds of discord be-
tween the races and classes living under His Ma-
jesty's rule.
