in the administration of justice.

I allude to the matter of bearing the testimony of
the parties to a suit or of prisoners on their trial
for criminal offenses. The experiment Las been made
in geveral of the United States, notably in Califor-
nis, aud with the most booeficial result,

In mapy cases, facts are known only to the accus-
ed which may be of vital importance in the decision
of the case, and such facts can only be eliminated
by bis testimony.

Of course such evidence must be weighed by the
jury, taking into consideration the amount of inter-
est the accused may have and his character for truth
and verncity, and only giving the oredence due it ;
but, for all that, if the accused knows facts which
are necessary for the showing of the truth, the jury
ought to have them.

I do not want to be understood, that a prisoner
should be compelled to testify ; but merely to be al-
owed to do so, for otherwise he might be obliged to
criminate himeelf, or at least prejudice himself in
the miods of the jury, and that would be comtrery
to all rales of justice.

It is to be boped that the legislatare will consider
this subject as of enough importance to act upon,
and will pass an aot allowing such testimony.
