For pearly three hundred years the Dutch, a small
nation, have succeeded in maintaining their footing
smorg populous and warlike races thousands of miles
away; and at the present day we have the singular

spectacle of three millions of people in Europe ruling

with a high hand their twenty millions of Eastern
subjects, among whom are many of the most warlike
of the Malay races and Mahometan bigots. But the
chief peculiarily is the system by which they not
only monopolise largely the trade with their colonies,
but ubtain from the colony of Java alone an annual
subsidy to the Duteh Treasury in Europe of some-
thing like £2,500,000 sterling} The whole manage-
ment is so opposed to our ideas of the government
of native races that the sccount is doubly interest-
ing. The best description we have yet read is that
of the Count de Beauvoir, who accompanied the late
Prince of Conde on a tour to the East and to Austra-
lin, where the unfortunate Prince died a couple of
years ago.

The populstion of Java—an island abouat the size
of one of the countics of Californis,—isover fourteen
millions. They are vearly all natives or Chinese,
the European population being about twenty-five
thousand. The army copsists of 27,000 men, of
whom 11,000 are Europeans, 15,000 natives, and
1,000 negroes. The Dutch found the population in

The same system was applied to spices, indigo,
tea, and tobacce amd under the specious guise of
taxes paid in kind this nefarious system has been so
long pursued. It has been found practicable to
maintain it only in sugar and coffee and the prices
of both have been materially raised since Van den
Bosch's day. The natives now get 20s. per picul for
their coffee, and they sold in 1867 to the amount of
£1,160,000. This the Government sent home in the
company’s ships and re-sold for £3,400,000. As to

sugar, there are 97 mills at work. They receive the |

produce of 260,000 acres of land and make sugar to
the value of seven million pounds sterling a year.
The imports into the ieland for 1871 were four and &
half millions. The exports were seven and a half
millions, & fact which we present to our Protectionist
readers for their cogitation and instruction. The
excess of exporte is not casual, but the ordinary
course of affairs, and has marked the commerce of
Java ever since the admirable discovery of Van den
Bosch was made.
