Bi'RNtu to Death. A shocking accident it re-

ported from Moloaa, Kauai. On the SOth inst., a
child cf Mr. John Mitchell, residing at that place, fell
into the fire during the momentary absence of iti
mother, and was so badly burned that it died the
next day.

Sad Accident. Last Wednesday afternoon a little
daughter of Mr. S. Roth of this city, not two years
old, was drowced by falling into a duck-pon- d, the
child Laving for a brief space of time gone from the
sight of those having it iu charge. It was an ex-

ceedingly pretty aud interesting child, and tbe be-

reaved parents are much distressed.

The Cobx Crops. The incoming crops of maize
in the districts of Ewa and Waianae on this isltind
are said to be unusually large, and mostly owned by
natives. The waving fields of tassels are described
as presenting a very handsome appearance. The
producers get. on an average about two cents a
pound for their corn, delivered in Honolulu.

Toisoxed tiiroigii Drixk. Last Sunday a Rus
sian, a seaman on board the otter banter schooner
Fanny, lying in the harbor, drank a quart or more
of alcohol which he found in a demijohn in the cabin.
Probably several quarts of pure alcohol would'nt do
the average Russian much harm; but this happened
to be prepared with strichnyne, intended for the
preservation of specimens, aud the consequence was
that he died shortly after drinking it, and was buried
on Monday.

Stabbing Affray. Last Saturday night a friendly
spree between two sailors euded in a stabbing match.
Oue received a cut on the neck, which, with a slight
divergence of the knile, would have sent him to his
grave, but happened not to be serious; the other got

severe stub just below the fifth rib, and was thought
for a day or two to be in danger, but is likely to get
over it. Ihe last was sent to the hospital, and his
chum went to prison to await trial. Meantime they
have lost their ship, (the bark Camden) which has
gone to sea without them.

Rats. Perhaps a former Minister of the Interior
who put a stop to ' rat baiting " in Honolulu was
conscientious in so doing, but we feel convinced that
had he allowed the sport to go on we should not to
day be so plagued as we are with the pests that over
run our houses and seriously damage our crops.
We know of some sugar plantations where one per
son is constantly employed solely in killing rats at

stipulated price for each dead rodent, and a force
terrier dogs is a necessary oppanage to every

cane or corn plantation.

A Severe Accident. We regret to learn from
Maui that Mr. Henry Baldwin met with a very
severe accident at his sugar mill in Hamakua-pok- o

Thursday the SOth ult. His right hand was
caught between the rollers of the mill, and before
the machinery could be stopped the arm was drawn

completely crushing it half-wa-y to the elbow.
The engineer, who was fortunately near at hand.
reversed the machinery, and the arm was extricated.
Dr. Moffitt, from Wailuku. was in attendance in 1 hour
and 20 minutes, and amputated the arm between tbe
elbow and shoulder. Mr. Baldwin bore the pain of the
crushing and the subsequent amputation with re
markable nerve and fortitude, and his numerous
friends will be glad to learn that he is doing as well

could be expected.

We copy the following from the Queensland Times,
a late date. Molasses is cheap here; cannot we

utilize it in the manner indicated ? "A cheap ce
ment, which appear to be very suitable for the for-

mation of footpaths has recently been shewn to us.
consists of common river sand with a slight sprink

ling of lime mixed to the consistency of ordinary
mortar, by using molasses instead of water. The
concrete thus formed hardens on exposure to heat.

Taboo.

To the Editor of the Pacific Commercial Advertiser :
The Hawaiian nation is a Christian nation. So

men affirm, and so its lawa declare. Ytt, we are a
Christian people. We have a law defining the
Lord's day thus : " The Lord's day, within the mean
ing of the provisions of thia chapter, is the first day
of tbe week, and includes the time between the
midnight preceeding and the midnight following
eaid day." The law thus defining' the Lord's Jay
states explicity what things are taboo on the day :

"The Lord's day ia taboo; All worldly business,
amusements, and recreations are forbidden on that
day; and whoever shall keep open his shop, store.
ware house, or work shop, or shall do any manner
of labor, business, or work except only works of
necessity, and charity, or be present at any dancing,
public amusement, show or entertainment or take
part in any game, sport, or play on the Lord's day,
shall be punished by fine not exceeding ten dollars."
The officers whose duty it is to execute this law are
designated : All Marshals, Sheriffs, Constables,
and all public officers, shall inquire into, and in-

form of all offenses in violation of the provisions
of this chapter, and shall cause the same to be car-

ried into effect." Be it remembered too, that these
officers have taken an oath to execute these lawa.
Yet, on this taboo day the Band, paid by thia Christ-

ian nation from funds received from this Christ-

ian people, was ordered to do that which de-

stroyed the peace of a majority of tbe people of thia
city, to do honor, it is said, to those who have no
respect for our laws any further than these lawa can
be used to accomplish their own ends. I

With your consent Mr. Editor, I would ask the
following questions : By whose authority was the
peace of this community destroyed, aud the above
lawa ignored on the last "Lord's day?" Where
were those, who have taken a solemn oath to execute
these laws, when goods, curios, and exchange were
being sold on this "taboo day?" Puritan ! Puritan
or not bere 5a the law on the statute r thia
Christian nation. Is the law to be executed or not?
Let us know, then we may prepare lor what may
come. The American Philosopher, Ben. Franklin,
said in speaking on a kindred subject, 44 You had
better not unloose the tiger."

If some, who admire the man,
would give better heed to his maxims it would be
well for themselves, for this Christian nation, and
for the world.

Immigration.

To the Editor oj the I'acijic Commercial Advertiser :
Sir: A letter from Mr. W. II. Collins on the

important subject of repopulation appeared a few
days ago in the columns of your contemporary.
It will doubtless be read with much intcieMt by
many ; but I would warn the community ogaiimt
accepting Mr. C.'s figures. He mentions that the
cost per caput of landing a coolie in Honolulu
would not exceed $15. Now I make bold to nay
that if he had said $IoO he would have been tx urer
the mark. It would fn my bumble opinion cost ut
Iea?t $125 for each coolie landed here. I know
that after about n third is paid by the government
the planter in the British Colonies has to pay
about $90 for each laborer. What did the gov
ernor of Fiji say the other day when 'peaking on
this subject ? Did he not put the cost per caput at
something like $125? If it therefore costs thin
sum in a British Colony, it ia not likely to be less
here.

I venture to observe that one serious error in
Mr. C.'s estimate is In the churtfrinor of the khiu
You Cannot I think charter u coolie bi at so
much per ton. Although I have resided in a colo
ny into which these coolies were imported at the
rate of from 4000 to 8000 yearly, I never knew of
a ship being chartered otherwise than at bo much
for each adult ; the price averaging about h0.
This sum be it borne in mind is tor paage alone.

Again Mr. C. is I think a long way out hh to the
Cost of medical attendance during the voyage. As
every ship leaves Calcutta a duly qualified medical
practitioner is placed on board. This gentleman
is seut from England solely for the one voyage,
and is sent back home again free of cost to himself.
S'5,000 cun thu. very well be placed on the lift for
medical attendance. Ac, instead of the $1,000 ita

estimated by Mr. Collins.
In most of the other items the expense ban Leun,

think, considerably underrated.
Tbe method of procedure for applying for this

kind of labor is undoubtedly through the Commis-
sioner here to the government iu IiUnd. Tho
governor general of India in really acting under
the direction of the secretary of Male for India,
who is a member f the cabinet.

I think I may say that a more fitting opportunity
than the present, for npplying for aistarice from
England, will never again present itself.

The truthfuluesa of thia reply I could not doubt;
and to make certain that I waa not again misin-

formed I referred to Section (A and 57 of the Civil
Code, and found that the cent of license were aa
alated above.

Now Mr. Editor, I would like to ofler the following
suggestion for the modification of thia license y.
tero, which would enable the native capitalist of
this Kingdom to enter into businrs jccu!ation,
and evoke in them a rpirit of competition with their
foreign ncighbora:

1. Vender of merchandise valued at from $100
to $1,000, license free upon declaration being made
before the Clerk to Ilia Ex. the Minister of the In.
terior of the articlea to La offered for aale, under
penalty fur violation of eaid declaration and aubjeot
to aurvcillance by the Police, who might be author-
ized to inspect the vendor'a atock at any time to e
that nothing whatever but the articlea enumerated
in tho declaration were offered for aale.

2. From $1,000 to $5,000 $5 per annum.
3. " 5,000 to 10,000 $15

Suljcct to the above Condition.
4. $10,000 and upward at the atauJard rate for

retail licenses, with liability to tbe penaltie laid
down in Section 50 lo C3 of the Citil Code.

If thia modification of the licensing ayatem could
be effected, and I think it could if you were to kind
ly keep the matter agitated by a few ainart editorlala
in your valuable paper, it would confer a laaling
benefit on amall capitalist aa well aa give then aome
encouragement to trade, and you tht thank
and gratitude cf the Hawaiian population of the
Kingdom at large.

There ia one other item of the licensing yteiu I
would wish to draw attention to, and that i regard
ing the liccnaea to proprietor of victualing house.

A the proprietora cf thee Louaea have to keep up
expensive establishments aa well aa a aurplua aupply
cf all articlea cf food to meet the requirement of
the public, they must tieceutarily sustain a lo daily,
for they have not only to aupply their regular board
er (upon the number cf which they can depend)
but have to keep food on hand to meet tho demand
of casual cuitomcra from the country, paasrngera Ly
ae route, teamen, Ac., and it ia a well known fact
that food provided for one day' ooniumption cannot
bo put cn the table the day following. In addition
to thia los there ia another which if tot exaallv a
palpable Iocs amount to nearly the earn thing.
There are a number cf lodging house keeptra who
board their lodger, the uaual charge being $6.60
per week for board and lodging. Tha tromletora of
these house pay no licenae whatever, and the remit
ia that they take away a large portion of the lestiU
mate trade cf the licensed victualera. who notwith
standing their utmost endeavora to cater well and
give satisfaction to tho puhlio In general have these
aerioua drawback to contend with. 1 here are many
of them however who would aubmit lo all thia were
tbey allowed to keep a amall atock cf aondry gooda
for sale (under tbe one license) to their ouatotnera
and other, whereby they might reap eome amall
profit as a per contra to the loaaca tbey are Inevita-
bly subjected to; and all they now ask for is that tha
foregoing may be brought to the notioa of tha la.
coming legislature, tbe member cf which Way be
induced to give the matter their favorable eon i dera-
tion and order a clause, to be inaerted la their viola,
aling license permitting them to keep on Land a
small stock of gooda for aale, ether than thoae de-
barred in the Lody cf the lioenae. Rxform.
