Citizens of tbe I'cited ?tates. and friend,
we have met together this day, in the capital city

of a foreign kingdom, for the purpose of celebrating
the Hundredth birth-da- y of the United State of Ameri-

ca. Other nations, in the tardier march of other
ages, have advanced but slowly to a position of power,
population and wealth, their slower growth being
only attained through successive centuiies; but our
favored land, discarding its mother but a brief hund
red years ago, and uafurling thp banucr of universal
freedom, has drawn to itself the strength of all coun-

tries, and, under the Hessing of (lod, has grown to
the stature of a giant. To-da- y the Nation attains its
majority! The glass of the centuries is turned, and,
aa tho " Sands of Time" begin to mark the passage of
another cycle, let us walk through the temple our
people have erected, examine its various riches, and
in learning how our forefathers have builded, receive
a lesson that will prepaie us for the better perform-
ance of th.it duty to our country, which should be
an exampl" to an men tne nign ana nooje purpose
of an American citizen.

On the 6th of September, 1C20, a body of stern and
resolved Knglishuien, imbued with the spirit of reli-
gion, and the genius of enterprise, set sail from the
port of Plymouth, England, to establish, in the wilds
of America, a tabernacle for the free worship of the
living tiod. For three long years, a vast majority of
these had been unwelcome visitors in the cities of
Holland ; for three long years they had parlied with
their Kinz, and now, having failed in their petitions
to royalty, but still with loyal hearts-- , they submitted
themselves to the mercies of the trackless ocean, to
seek in the New World, that freedom of conscience
which was denied to them in the Old. A long and
stormy voyage brings the little Mayflower to the coast
of New England in the inhospitable November, that
precedes her rigorous winter, and a few weeks later,
these pilgrims from tyranny landed on Plymouth
Rock.

Before landing, these people who had left home
without the permission of their King, and unprovi-
ded with any useful charter, perfected an organiza-
tion of government in which, while acknowledging
the Sovereignty of their lawful King in becoming
terms, they also maintained tho.principle of " Equal
laws for the common good," in which we eee the germ
of that Flower of Liberty which blossomed after the
lapse of an hundred and fifty years.

" Aye ! Call it holy ground.
The soil where first they stood :

They've left unstained what there they found,
Freedom to worship God."

The sufferings of these settlers in the midst of this
and many other winters : their earnestness and indus"
try in developing the material prosperities of the
colony : their honesty and religious zeal, shadowed
too often by a bigotry born of conscientious convic-
tions : their various war3 with the French and Indi-
ans : these need only be epitomised, for it is a story
with which we are all familiar. The colony flourished
and rose to a high position of colonial influence; its
advancement and prosperity being but the natural
outgrowths of the work of those stern Puritans who
had been through the severe discipline of misfortune
and oppression.

No such grave principle wa3 involved in the settle-
ment of the other colonies in which the desire for
wealth waa, in nrost cases, the moving impulse to a
voluntary exile. They had their trials and troubles,
their Indian wars, their periods of abundance, and al-

most starvation, tieir quarrels at home and their con-

troversies with the King, their great leaders and their
petty statesman, but through it ail, there was an ad-

vance in wealth and cultivation, and the Sovereigns
of England were proud of the Colonial Empire which
their sons were hewing out of the American forests.
Cities grew ; highly cultivated lands spread them-
selves on every side, commerce flourished , colleger
were established both North and South, and the art
of the printer not only gave to the people the new of
the day, but perpetuated the work of brilliant writers
and handed down to us the burning words of pure
patriotism and unselfish statesmanship ; while above
all shines the came of Franklin, the printer, essayist,
and man of science, "he who snatched the lightning
from the sky, and the scepter from tyrants," who was
commanding tbe admiration of two worldi. Such is
the picture of prosperity and happiness that precedes
the dawn of the Revolution. Then comes the period
of England's oppression of her colonists ; protests
without answer ; the humiliation of her emissaries ;

the refusal of all representation in her Legislative
body, tbe enactment of arbitrary and oppressive laws
until, at last with patience worn out, the colonial
child reluctantly gave up its mother country, and
commenced an independent existence. As we look
back to the early period of colonisation, when Europe
began to supply the Western World with new blood,
and new force, we see standing out in bold relief the
two colonies of Virginia and Massachusetts, as ropre- -
senting that batrei of tyranny, that love of liberty,
and that capability of which made
their citizens the leading spirits in that grand trug- -

dependence ; and. a its t"ce pierced the Summer
air, it vibrate! t- the remotest corner of the earth,
where purity of motive is appreciated or Freedom
cherished. I!ut now the torch of terror was lighted
on the mountain t'-p- and fur eight long yean
Fnglanl struggled with her colonies who were only
aided by the sympathy and assistance of France, to
enforce unconstitutional laws upon those who had
been ber loyal children. The distance of these
colonies from borne, the y of the war,
in which the great body of the English people aw
the element of injustice, the repeated diasters on
sea and land, to disciplined troops and her proud
navy ; but. above all, the determined attitude cf
the United Thirteen, whether victorious or defeated,
at last produced the inevitable results.

With the surrender of Lord Conwallts and bis
army to the I'nited French and American forces, on
the lt'th of October, 17Sl,the war was practically
ended; and. two years later with the Treaty cf
Paris the I'nited States of America took her proud
position among the Nations of the earth.

In this long contest for the principles cf universal
Freedom, a man was brought forth for the occasion,
as though sentofOod, like another Joshua, to lead
our armies, and, when the battle and strife was
over, to guide us in the paths of peace. (George
Washington! the great soldier, the noble Christian,
tbe incorruptible statesman, and the unambitious
citizen, Our success may not have been due more to
his military genius than to that of others : but his
character ennobled onr cause and purified our mo
tives in the eyes of the world.

The war is over. The long struggle and the
bitter suffering are ended. The dove of peace folds
bis wings over oar beloved land. The Confedera-
tion has become a I'nion, and the doors of the tem-

ple of Freedom are opened widely to welcome the
oppressed of every land. Wushiugton and Adams
are our nation's first rulers, and, under their guid-
ance, our national life commences, and a career of
rrosnerity is inaugurated.

A few years elap'se, and we lay our Washington to
rest amidst a nation's mourning : but patriot leaders,
tried in the fires of the revolution, take his place,
and the march of our progress is not retarded.

Nearly a quarter of a century passes, when we
are embroiled for a second time in war with the mo-

ther country. It is but a brief struggle, but it is
long enough to gain nndying fame for our navy,
under such leaders as Perry and Hall, and closes
with the glorious victory of New Orleans, in which
General Andrew Jackson defeated the flower of tbe
British Army, fresh from the humiliation of the first
Napoleon upon the field of Waterloo.

Through the terms of many Presidents we see
various national questions agitating tbe country.
The Missouri compromise ; tbe Nullification ques-
tion in which the Serpent of Scccession was born ;

and, above all, the Anti-slaver- y question, which
from its first discussion incorporated itself in every
political campaign, and brought forth the Fugitive
Slave law. During these years territory was ac-

quired both North and South, by treaty or purchase,
and tbe " Gates of the West," the mouths of the
Mississippi, were embraced in the acquisition. The
war with Mexico, our only truly foreign war, belongs
to this period, in which our army, small in numbers
but great in valor, under the heroic lead of Scott and
Taylor, defeated the enemy in evry field, though
always and, at the end of three brief
years, tbe contest was ended with the capture of
Mexico's oapital ciy and the alienation of her Pa-
cific dominion. Tk Slaverv question now became
the chief political subject, agitating the country
from the Canadian frontier to the Gulf of Mex ico,
until we arrived at 16(51, the fatal year of the Re-
bellion, which bad its origin in theone great mistake
of our fore-father- s, who, when they rang out "Free-
dom to all," made an exception of the African in
bondage. The hour for the trial of Republican
principles, and the strength of our Union had ar-
rived ; and the firing on Fort Sumter was, in its
effect, but a repetition of that first shot at Concord,
arousing the whole nation. This war is still fresh
in our memories, and calls for no recapitulation here.
We need only remember that its termination saw the
Union maintained, and the slave emancipated with
the casting off of whose shaokles, the only cause of
dissension between the citizens of this great Re-
public ceased to exist. As the war of tbe revolution
gave birth to great statesmen, soldiers and sailors,
so the war of the Rebellion did likewise, and gave us
a Lincoln, a Grant, and a Farragat. The latter
guided our armies and our navy to victory, while
tbe former directed our statesmanship, and when the
battle flags were furled, fulfilled the duty cf the Sa-
maritan, pouring in oil and wine npon the wounds of
the enemy, and soothing his mind with paternal
sympathy. Who can ever forget those words of
charity and forgiveness, addressed to the nation,
when, for the second time, he was called to preside
over its destinies. ' With malice towards none,
with charity for all, with firmness in the right, as
God gives us to see the right, let us strive on to
finish the work we are in, to bind up the nation's
wounds, to care. for him who shall hare borne tbe
battle, and for his widow and his orphans, to do all
which may achieve and cherish a just and lasting
peace among ourselves, and with all nation." But
a few weeks after these sweet utterances of Christian
love, the drama closes with the death of that great
man by the hand of a fanatical assassin. The
nation mourned with a grief which has never been
paralleled in human history for their second pater
patrial, and would not be conforted. Tbe simpli-
city, honesty, and fidelity of this good man's heart,
his earnest and patriotic purpose tjrough all the
dark days of the war, carried out without fear, and
only controlled by bis large and sympathetic nature,
made the nation sob as one being, and pour out one
grand libation cf tears to his memory. The North
bad been deprived of its leader at the moment of
complete victory ; but the South had lost its best
friend ; busy, almost in the last moment of his life,
with schemes for the restoration cf its prosperity
and happiness.

Cut the Republic was not dead, though its chief
magistrate lay covered with the funeral pall. A
brief paralysis, and tho nation moves onward, re-
gaining its material strength which the prolonged
war had somewhat emasculated, binding up thewounds
of its Southern brethren, and aiding them to resume
with us the march cf progress. The North, and the
South ! The bine and the grey, side by iide, with
no dividing sectional diSTcrtnte to separata again the
national interest. The results of the war were '

accepted by those who had thrown down the gage !

oi oaiiic. ine good ngat tor the inion nad been
fought ; and our nags baptized in the fires of many
battles, was restored to us without a single star
blotted from its aicre fluid.

Thus hare we permitted to pass before u some of
the phantoms cf our country's history. But, inter-
woven with it all, is another history of great men who
have risen among?t us, many of whom have com-
pleted their good work, and been gathered to their
fathers, with whom our material advancement
is inseparably associated. Before your mental vision
rises, without dictation, the long galaxy of statesmen

ho Lava aio.ne t our legislatures, presided over the
aation, or represented us in foreign lands, from tbe
days of Adam. Jefferson and Franklin, to those of
Clay, Webster and Sumner ; our great generals from
Montgomery, Putnam, Stark, and Wayne, to Grant,
ciherman, Thomas, and Sheridan : our naval heroes
from Paul Jones, Lawrence, and Perry , to Farrautf
Porter, and Cnahin.

?lejhanical ingenuity has, ia our land, ieen its
greatest trinmphs, in the inventions of the cotton-gtn- ,

the steamboat, the electric telegraph, and the sewing-maohin- e.

Science has achieved a world-wid- e fame
through the discoveries and labors of Tranklin, Morse
and Dana. In modern literature there are few names a
filling a higher place on the scroll of Fame than Ir-
ving, Cooper, Hawthorne, Motley and' Emerson; or
Longfellow, Bryant, Whittier and Lowell; w'uiU in
the arts we boast the narses cf Copley, Allston,
Church and E:e:;tv; teis, and in sculp
ture I'ujts, Crawford, Story, and Harriet Hosmer.

The Proposed Revenue Changes.
To the r of the Pacific Commercial Adccrtinn '.

.Sir: As a rule, I do not reply to anonymous lt
but having had the temerity to crilicizo tho

proposed revenue changes, and Laving bo brought
down on myself tbe wrath of an anonymous writer
in tbo last number of your paper, I feed that I must
at any rate stand to tny poor spiked gun.

In rny former communication, I did uot perhaps
sufficiently notice whether I had gloves on or not,
but I claim whatever credit there may he In haw-
ing taken off my hood.

It is a satisfaction to tu to know, that in pro-
pounding my views, I Lave but contributed lo the
object of tho Minister ol Finance in presenting tho
plans of tne govemmrnt to tbe House in advance
of any Acts to carry them out. Hut If X. baa au-
thority for that statement, be has none for the fol-
lowing one, that "Mr. Davies observed that Minis-
ters Lave had ample time to consider these ijues-lions- ."

Mr. Davies enid nothinjf wilfully imperti-
nent lu Lin letter ; and unless this idea of ample
time" originated with X., I know not where it came
from. It is not in good tasle to try to make rno
reFponsible for it.

My championship cf clergymen, teachers and
others, U " scon through," and I must be content
to be eet down as a hypocrite. Hut that does not
alter the pokition of toy clients; and I respectfully
ask X. the following question:

Suppose I know a family left dependent upon
the interest of f 20,000 say 1800 per annum; is
it right to take from that poor income $100 as is
now done, or $200 ns is now proposed to be done,
and to let all the officers xf government, all the
clerks, and all tbe manager of estates in the land
go free An agent u;ay borrow that $20,000 and
advance it to planters who pay him in inferos!
and commission 8 per cent, over tho 9 per cent,
the agent pays. The planter again ues tbe money
on bis plantation, and makes perhaps 10 per cent,
more than Lo pays tho agent. Thus without trac-
ing the 020.000 any further, there are three profit
made: the planter's 10 per cent.. $2000; tbe agent's
8 per cent., $1C00; tbo lender's 9 per cent., 1800;

$5,400. Now under an income tax, these three
would contribute according to my schedule $30,
$1G and 818, in all 61; but under tbe present
property tax, the first two would pay nothing, and
the lat would pay $100, and under tbe bead of
lenders, you would find all nuch households a I
have described; whose bread-winne- r was either
dead or disabled, and whose capital bad to be
given into the hand of come one better able to
battle with tho world.

i cuu be only matter of speculation as to where
tho remissions and additions of duty shall fall.
My own belief is that very little of the 10 per cent
on dry goods, flour and bread-ntufi- , will reach the
consumer, and that all the 13 per cent additions
will reach him. Many of the articles in the free
list are not articles of household consumption, and
I give you a list of those which I think will be
cheaper to the ordinary householder: preserved
meat, Lam3. refined snjar, boots and shoe, furni-
ture, kerosene oil, hardware, and wooden ware."

will bo absolutely untaxed?

I believe the commission merchants La. ears
untaxed Incomes frorfrneavJJy taxed proper! Of
other men, Lave as much to hope as any one, and
moro than most from the treaty, and 1 propose
that tbey be taxed on all they earn. From sueh
men I anticipated tho greatest opposition, but I
believe there was not one of them who did not
come to me manfully and voluntarily, and endorse
ray letlor one ol them ssylng as he did so, " you
know It will be heaviest on us."

I (eel gratified at their approval, but more
gratified at the knowledge that tbey and I do not
seek simply "the greatest good to the greatest
number," but Justice to all, and oontdiloi at'on
especially for those who can only aland on the
bunk, and watch the stream go by.

1 deeply regret thu rtersoiiallty HLich Lbs been
introduced ; aud I Lave endeavored only to
refute, not to retort. My original letter was
penned In such spirit and In such term, that I
should Lave felt no hesitation in reading It aloud
to the Minister ol Finance, convinced thst hi
object and mine were Identical.

My chief regret now w ill be, lest this personality
hall create hostility to any suggestion that other-

wise might have been lonnd practicable.
