THE TREATY.

Pretty mucii the wh !e community was
on the arrirn! of the steamer on Thurslay

evening, to learn that the long delayed treaty re-

mains pretty much in ttatu ipio. We were told
however that the message from .San Francisco
vfna : Tell the i!and folks not to be dis-

couraged ; the treaty is all right, find will be put
through as oyn as Sargent gets well."' (He had
been absent some ten days from illness.) We
arc irristibiy reminded of Pope's line

Man e ver i, but to be, blessed.
Washington telegram a of the 18tb state that

our champion in the Senate, Mr. Sargent, wa in
his place on that day. Mr. Morrill, the princi-
pal opponent of the treaty in that body, has been
appointed Secretary of the Treasury. The fol-

lowing are the only allusions to the Ribject that
we find in the papers ;

Wasuixqton, June SOth. Senator Cameron, from
the Committee on Foreiga Relations, reported favor-
ably on the House bill to carry into effect the Ha-waii- au

treaty.
Morrill of Vermont said this bill was a financial

question, and he moved it be referred to the Com-
mittee on Finance. After discussion the motion was
agreed to, and the hill was referred.

WAsniSGTOjr, July 1st. The referring of the Ha-
waiian Treaty bill to the Finance Committee yester-
day, immediately after it was reported hack to the
Senate favorably from the Committee on Foreign
Relations, was "accomplished by a motion quietly
made by one of its enemies in the Senate, with the
purpose of unfairly and unnecessarily delaying, and
perhaps defeating the measure by consuming va-
luable time. Sargent discovered the trick in season
to enter a motion to reconsiler the reference, and
when this privileged motion is called up the bill can
be directly brought before the Senate for action.
Thus the manoeuvre against the bill has resulted to
its advantage.

It was believed on the 19th that Congress
would adjourn within a fortnight. The next ar-

rival the U. S. S. Jamssloim to leave on the
2Gtli will probably tell us one of two things,
cither that the treaty bill has passed, or that it
goes over until December.

A correspondent at the Kaet writes under date
ofJulyCth:

I hope that you will hear the news by telegraph
to isan Francisco that the treaty has got out of the
dead " backwater '' of summer and presidential
election business, and has tided through. Doing

is not in order in thi3 Congress. Whether
any " push ' could have pushed it through earlier,
I cannot say. It is a difficult thing to drive such a
body as the House and the Senate with an im-

peachment trial on hand. The Senate committee
has reported favorably. If it were not for that
newly organized opposition from Southern States,
dreading the irruption of our rice and sugar across
the Rocky Mountains (think of it! trains loaded
with Hawaiian rice and sugar, beyond what all
California and Oregon could consume, coming
3,000 miles by rail to ruin the unprotected Caro-
lina and Texas planters) were it not for that op-

position our business might go through in some
quiet morning hour

A sun under full tail is in general accepted as
a fit emblem of a nation ; a ship of state, which
is guided over the smooth sea or through boister-
ous waves on its onward course by wise statesmen

by a Ministry that direct its course and trim
its eailu, t hat have studied well the charts and
know how to avoid the rocks and shoals that
endanger the life and property entrusted to their
care. Other nations may rejoice in the emblem
of tho ship of Btate, with royals Bet and studding-sail- s

out, careering on in security and pride of
country over the ocean ; but alas, our poor ship
of state, Hawaii nei, that started once as hopeful
as any craft that leaves harbor, haa been so
roughly used in boisterous seas and become so.
barnacled, that it had to be abandoned years ago.
Our fit emblem of state has become an iceberg,
loosened from the grip of tho past and floating,
drifting, and always drifting, like an unmanage-
able log in the warm seas of the tropics. Yes,
Hawaii nei'e emblem is an iceberg, melting and
always melting, till the base becomes lighter and
lighter and the grand old berg, that harbored an
independent nation, shall topple over and disap-

pear under the waves, which nnhenrd may mur-

mur their solemn requiem over a buried state.
Our people, our forests, our streams and rivulets,
our once gTeen valleys and mountain slopes, our
life, our prosperity, our resources, our honor and
our integrity, are all wasting away, all disap-
pearing by slow but equally sure degrees, in the
dark sea of the past.

When our Bhip first started upon itB voyage

amongst tho nations of the world, there were
men at tho helm who guided the proud little
craft with skillful hand through cross seas and
among dangerous shoals, satisfied with a modeBt'

compensation, for an honest pride in their success

was ample reward for faithful and honest service.
A Ministry now sit at the helm of our floating
"iceberg, thrice in numbers to those that launched
tho little craft upon its voyage ; but it is a frozen
Ministry, unable, with their benumbed hands, to
firmly grasp the helm, or with their unthawed
minds to direct the erection of jury-mas- ts and the
hoisting of sails whereby the frozen mass might
be wafted from its onward course to destruction
towards a safe shore; and no stimulants poured
down their frozen throats in the shape of salaries
can arouse them out of their apathetic 6tate ex-

cept to a craving for more.
Improvements in or about the metropolis have

been made it is true ; and the post-ofEc- e, the
wharves, warehouses, hotel, stone walls and tho

Honor and
integrity, that were the banners which hung
over the entrance of the old forgotten hall where
the late Dr. Judd proposed and 6implc-mindc-d

but honest representatives, uninfluenced by gain
or promise of ofEce, spoke their manaa, have
become tattered rags, not fit to defile the stately
entrance to the noble hall of legislature, where
under the present policy of state, Ministers han-

dle public moneys to 6uit themselves ; where old
debts are paid by creating new ones ; and where
high above on the tower the clock marks off the
hours that increase the inevitable interest on
debts to be paid when the last remnant of the
iceberg melts.

The biennial meeting of the Legislature is
looked for by a patient and hopeful people, some-

what as the inhabitants of Arctic regions look for

Meanwhile during those two
years tlie press and people offered plans and sug-

tion of some offices and the merging of others,
etc., etc., were fully discussed and proposed as
plans, a wise action upon which was hoped for;
plans and suggestions that unhappily hare fallen
npon the stolid ears of a frozen Ministry.

The plea for economy has been answered by a
budget asking an increase cf more than three
hundred thousand dollars, increasing the public
debt to the proportions of tbst of a second rate
power, without hope of its ever being redeemed.
The proposed plan of abolishing offices not abso-

lutely necessary, is followed out by retaining all
and by increasing salaries that already swallow
up eighty cr cent, of the revenue. The $25,000
voted for an increase of the water-suppl- y for
Honolulu, have been used for other purposes,
and $0,000 have been expended for Laying water-pip- es

to be filled from a etream that in a very few
years will be a dry ravine for from five to seven
month in the year; while a less sum would have
sufficed to respond to the oft repeated wishes of
the public by replanting the valley with trees,
and by this means providing an ample and en-

during increase of water-suppl- y fjr the city,
which at present is exposed to the danger of
calamities by fire that at any moment may sweep
away almost the entire property of the nation.

The encouragement of agriculture, authorized
by the appropriation of $50,000, has consisted in
building stone walls to enclose places into which
agriculture never looked ; in selling large tracts
of land for a song to large landholders to specu-
late upon ; und by a costly ball to celebrate the
glory of the administration. The encouragement
of immigration is the importation of several
hundred male Chinese, a few of whom have en-

gaged for a year or less to work on plantations,
while the many encroach upon the occupations
of the best and most valuable citizens, eventually
to drive them from the land of their adoption.

Thus have the hopes of the people been fulfilled
and their expectations realized. The budget asks
for $1,223,979.79.

LEGISLATIVE JOTTINGS.
Last Saturday the Hon. Mr. Castle rose to

make a personal explanation. He said that the
statement of the Hon. Mr. Pilipo, as reported in
the Commercial Advertiser of that day, to the
effect that he (Mr. Castle) had supported the
expenditure for liquor at the ball given to
Admiral Almy, was incorrect, as lie had not
mentioned the ball in bis remarks j Hon. Mr!
Pilipo responded that the gentlemp had sup-
ported the resolution of indemnity, which in his
opinion was the same in effect.

On the same day, the Hon. Mr. Kalaukoa
(Honolulu) offered a satirical resolution of en-

dorsement of the Ministry, and that the Assem-
bly take a recess during the seven years of plenty
that are to follow the accomplishment of reci
procity, so that Ministers may be uninterrupted
by the Legislature in the work of clearing off
the national debt. It was promptly ruled out
of order, after creating a broad grin all round.

On Monday, the Minister of Foreign Affairs
introduced a resolution authorizing the redemp-
tion at the treasury within thirty days of the
depreciated coin known as sols, pesos, and Mex-

ican halves of a recent coinage. This, the only
reasonable and just way of adjusting the loss to
the country occasioned by the presence of the
coins in quesion, was not readily comprehended
by many of the native members, and moreover
the idea had been put into their heads that the
merchants of Honolulu had large quantities of
the coin on which they would make ten per
cent, if the resolution passed. So it was allowed
to lie on the table until after a meeting of the
Privy Council, from which mysterious body it
seemed that some Hon. members expected to get
a .vast amount of light on the subject.

(The report of the Select Committee on the bill
to regulate the practice of medicine, was read before
the House. The report of the Committee was in
favor of the bill, but recommended two amendments
not material to ita general tenor. The Hon. S. 0.
Wilder and His Ex. W. L. Green were in favor of the
rejection of the Committee's report and the indefinite
postponement of the bill, while the Hon. S. K. Kaai
and His Ex. Gov. Kapena vrere strongly in favor of
the passage of both. It was urged by Mr. Wilder
that the bill was unconstitutional inasmuch as com-

pulsion of service was one of its provisions; also that
the bill if passed would remain inoperative, as
physicians would not comply with its requisitions ex-

cept at the point of law, and the necessary expense
and trouble attending the litigation it would cause
would be sufficient to thwart its intention. His Ex.
W. L. Green thought that it might give rise to cor-

ruption, as unscrupulous physicians might arrange
with poor patients to aid them in founding unjust
and exorbitant claims. One brilliant native speaker,
improving npon the Minister's estimate of the high
moral character of physicians, thought the law would
be detrimental to the safety of society, because it
would be an easy matter for physicians compelled to
prescribe against their wills, to give poison in the
placo "balm;" and thought that this would be the
course the doctors would take to rid themselves of a
law that was obnoxious to them. Ilia Ex. Gov. Ka-

pena spoke at some length in favor of the bill, and
said that the question as to its constitutionality was
more properly a question for the Supreme Court to
decide; but that in his mind the bill was perfectly
constitutional, and very certainly as much so as
many laws now existing on our statute books. He
referred to the liquor law, which had been tested; to
the law to mitigate, and the law forbidding certain
females to travel without passports. He could see
nothing feasible in the idea that the law would be
rendered inoperative, unless the authorities intended
to make it so themselves. In regard to the objection
of Ilia Ex. the Minister of Foreign Affairs, it was
only necess&ry to say hat euch a supposition was
impossible, as the Board of Health had been consti-

tuted a special court to decide upon the validity of
all claims to be made under the law.

On Tuesday, the Assembly politely relin-

quished the forenoon to the Privy Council a
novelty in our legislative proceedings and met
at 2 o'clock in the afternoon. After the Minister
for Foreign Affairs had informed the Assembly
that the Council declined to put pesos and 6ols
up to 100 cents, the resolution of the previous
day was taken up and discussed, for a couple of
hours, and on the question being put it was
carried by a vote of 19 to 14. A motion to
reconsider was however immediately carried,
and the resolution was finally tabled by a vote
of 15 to G. The question arises, what caused
this change of opinion on the part of members?
It arose undoubtedly from the action of the
Minister of Finance iu declining to vote upon
the resolution, coupled with his statement that
he had reason to believe that a quantity of the
depreciated coin might be expected hy the
incoming Bteamer from San Francisco. It was

! observed bv a member that the Minister had the

means at his command to prevent the importation j

of objectionable coin. The other Ministers, ,

though tly Toted for the resolution, made no j

aj preeiaMe effort to correct the erroneous views j

on the ubjeet which had obtained with the
majority. Thus a Ministerial measure was j

defeated by the friends of the Ministry. ;

On Thursday there was another attempt at a j

personal explanation, between the Minister for
Foreign Affairs and the member for Makawao,
(the Hon. Mr. Halstead) in which the news-

papers came in for a share of attention. The
Minister objected to the imputation of deceit-fulne- ss

" in regard to the amount unexpended of
the appropriation " for encouragement of agri-

culture and immigration," aa state! in the re-

port of Mr. Halstead'a remarks, and suggested
that the gentleman had been mistaken. The
member however persisted that he was not mis-

taken as to the words used by the Minister, and
that he was borne out by the recollection of
two others on the committee. But," said the
Minister, " the $24,000 balance of that appro-
priation is now in the treasury." I presume
it is," said the member ; " but would it have

ben thfre if you Ministers had not borrowed
$130,000?" Our space will not admit of fur-

ther mention of the sparring that ensued. The
member declared that he had said just what was
reported in the Advertiser, and it was not his
intention to alter or withdraw one word, and he
had full confidence of his ability to prove its cor-

rectness. The Minister however was unwary
enough to make the declaration that the Adver-

tiser had intentionally and persistently misrep-
resented everything he had said or done since the
Assembly has been in session. We will only say
that we have never knowingly made any false
statements of facts in regard to the official con-

duct of His Excellency, or any of his colleagues ;

what our inferences may have been from those
facts, can hardly be charged as falsehoods. Our
inferences may have been incorrect ; but it is
gratifying to know that our error, if such it be,
has been shared by a very large portion of the
community. Ordinary policy would forbid that
we should weaken our cause by the utterance of
falsehoods, that could sooner or later be proved
as such ; for they stand in type alone, and are
not like the Minister's speeches, double composi-

tions, " one for the Senate, one for the House,
and one for the little newspaper mouse."

The Hon. Mr. Kalaukoa introduced a resolu-

tion virtually expressive of want of confidence
in the Attorney General, and intimating that
that officer had employed legal gentlemen to
assist in the discbarge of his duties at an
expense to the government. The Attorney Gen-

eral explained that on account of pressing duties
he had at his own expense, employed counsel to
appear for him in the courts. The resolution
was indefinitely postponed.

Yesterday afternoon a Resolution was intro-
duced by the Hon. Mr. Kaai, expressing a want
of confidence in the present Board of Health, on
account of their action in permitting the landing
of passengers from the steamship Australia, in-

fected with the small pox, and requesting His
Majesty to remove then from office. Hon. Mr.
Wilder and the Minister for Foreign Affairs
spoke in justification of the action of the Board,
and Hon. Messrs. Preston, Birch, Nawahi and
Kaai against. The feeling of the native members
was exceedingly Btrong against the action of the
Board, and the previous question having been
ordered, the resolution was adopted, 28 ayes to
9 noes.

.
A. memorial was received from the physicians

of Honolulu, remonstrating against the passage
of the Medical Bill now before the Assembly, the
consideration of which (it being in English only)
was postponed until to-da- y.

It has been suggested, and we believe serious-
ly contemplated by the Ministry, to propose un
adjournment of the Assembly until the first of
October next. The measure would be quite un-

objectionable, if the means are provided for car-

rying on tho public service in the meantime ; for
as things have gone during the seventy odd days
since the opening of the session, it is plain that
the country can expect no benefit from a contin-
uance of the comedy. It is supposed that in the
two months interim, Ministers may be able to hit
upon a policy, whether the treaty shall come
or not.

Report of a Committee of the Chamber of
Commerce.
Hosolclc, July 21st, 187C.

To the Hon. S. J". Castle,

President of the Chamber of Commerce,
Sir The Committee appointed by the Chamber of

Commerce to take into consideration the plan pre-

sented by the Minister of Finance to the Legislature
for supplying the deficiency in the revenue of the
Kingdom anticipated upon giving effect to the con-

vention of reciprocity with the United States of
America, begs to report is follows :

The proposal of the Minister anticipates a defi-

ciency of $60,000 per annum from the operation of
the treaty, but in order to cover other contingencies,
provides for a deficiency of $157,676.

From such examination as the Committee is able
to make of the Customs Statistics for 1874-7- 5, we

find that the entire dutiable importations from all
parts of the world, of tie classes of goods to be im-

ported free under the said convention, including an
estimate of the same classes of goods transferred
from the Bonded Stores, amounted, in 1874, to
$63S,426; in 1875, to 791,030; total, $1,423,456;
giving an average for the two years of $711,728.
But inasmuch as the remission of duties is only in-

tended to apply to goods from the United States, we
do not believe that the actual deficiency on these
goods will greatly exceed $40,000 per annum. It
therefore appears to the Committee that the proposal
of the Minister provides for a deficiency nearly four
times as great as can be caused by the operation of
the treaty ; and that the additional taxes proposed
are chiefly for the purpose of paying off national
bonds and purchasing a new inter-isla- nd steamer.

This we understand to be in accordance with the
statement of the Minister of Finance to the Legisla-
ture. The Committee is, however, of opinion that
the measure of the government is unnecessarily com-

plicated by combining the deficiency anticipated from
the convention, with the outlay required for the
other objects named; for whilst any ascertained defi-

ciency in a year's revenue should manifestly be made
up by taxation in the same period, it is not so clear
to the Committee that the payment of bonds and the
purchase of a steamer should also be provided within
the limits of a single year.

It is then our opinion that from the deficiency
arising from the operation of the treaty, no greater
loss can be anticipated than $40,000 per annum,
and further, we are convinced that the elasticity of
the revenue consequent on the impetus given to
trade, and the increased value of taxable property
arising therefrom, may safely and properly be looked
to as a natural means of making up the loss, even
should it approach the sum named by the Minister.

Great uncertainty necessarily attaches to the effect

of the anticipated change, and the Committee is of

opinion that until experience shall have pointed out
the actual or chief beneficiaries of the change, it
would be wise and politic to leave untouched both
the machinery and degree of taxation now in force.

The foregoing presents the unanimous opinion of
the Committee upon the general subject, but we beg
to add the following report on the plan before the
country assuming that the amount to be raised is
not $40,000 nor SGO.OOO, but $157,000.

The inequalities of the present property tax havs

been hitherto passed in silence, rather from the
em alio ess cf the amount levied, than from any con-

viction cf the equity cf the tax itself; and it is cor
opinion that the increase of the tax recommended
by the Minister would be fcund to be most inequi-
table and burdensome in operation.

We are of opinion that no additional tax should be

impose! co real" or personal property until other and
more equitable mear.s cf taxation ha!I have been
exhausted.

The term revision of licenses is net sufficiently
definite to enable the Committee to express an opin-

ion thereon, but we should see with regret any
attempt to impose a special tax cn cither sugar or
rice production ; Loasmnch as we sbculd regard such
a tax as opposed to the spirit, if cot even to the ,

letter of the negotiations recently concluded with the
United States.

The Committee can not report in favor of the pro-

posed change in the tariff There are several articles
named that would properly bear additional duties,
but the product of any practicable addition to the
duties cn those articles would not, perhaps, be com-

mensurate with the inconvenience of making the
alteration, and would scarcely demand special notice
in this report which is intended to deal with the
principles cn which the revenue is to be raised.

It is the opinion cf the Committee thst any in-

crease cf revenue should be sought in the direction
of an income tax so levied as to redress any present
irregularities, and to constitute a basis for future
equitable distribution cf taxation.

We have already stated that there is to us no ap-

parent necessity for any increase of taxation, but at
the same time we think it would be of great public
advantage if, without otherwise disturbing the pres-

ent system, a fractional income tax could be levied
so as to test the practicability of the tax, and to de-

cide bow far future budgets might prudently trust to

an income tax to equalize the burdens on the various
classes of persons who have to support these budgets,
and to provide in a simple and effective manner the
revenue necessary for the proper and liberal dis-

charge of the expenses of the nation.

Italian Immigration.
At a meeting of gentlemen interested in the sub-

ject of Italian immigration, held recently in Sydney,
N. S. W., of which Sir Alfred Stephen was chairman,
in answer to inquiries, Signor D'Albertis said :

" He believed the class now emigrating were chief-

ly cultivators of the soil; workmen did not so often
emigrate. They went from one end of Italy to the
other. There was emigration from Genoa to Flor-
ence. The mountaineers, if they could get a piece of
land in the mountains here, would change the ap-

pearance of the country in a very few years ; they
would cultivate the grape, the olive, and the chest-
nut. In the center of Italy, in Tuscany, the people
were perhaps the best educated, and many of them
were inclined to emigrate; they would be very useful
for the cultivation of the olive, grape, and the rear-
ing of the silkworm. From the southern part of
Italy, from Naples, the mountaineers were also skill-
ful in the cultivation of the grape and olive, and they
knew a little more about cattle and sheep. The
Italians generally, be thought, emigrated with the
hope of making money and returning to Italy to be-

come small proprietors. If they were induced to
come here he did not think they would remain long,
unless they were able to become proprietors of land,
either by grant, or at a cheap rate. If that were
guaranteed he was certain they would be induced to
come in great numbers. Some two years ago, he
was commissioned by the Government of the Sand-
wich Islands to send them emigrants from Italy, with
the promise of a free piece of land. Thousands of
people in Italy called on him, to get information on
the subject, but at that time it was thought in Itaiy
that emigration was against Italian interests, and
the project failed completely, for the Government
tried to prevent emigration. Now, however, the
Government had found they could not prevent it;
and this society had been formed to direct the emi-

grants to suitable fields for their labor. In the South
American republics the Italian immigrant generally
worked for wages, and when he had accumulated two
or three hundred pounds he went back and bought
a bit of land. If, however, they were able to pur-
chase land in the country to which they immigrated,
they generally remained there, and never went back.
In this colony nearly all the resident Italians were
proprietors. There would not be single women
among the immigrants from Italy, like the Irish
girls; the Italians would bring their daughters or
their wives with them, but the single women would
not come by themselves. The object of this society
was not to pay the expenses of emigrants from Italy,
he believed, but rather to protect them from the
hands of sgents, who frequently victimized these
people.".
