The Hawaiian planters Lave been resting in a
false security if they supposed that the law, passed
by Congrese, confirms the Treaty for seven years.

FIET-.I AW CAN DE REPEALED AT ANY TIME, re-
quiring only & majority vote of the two houses of
Congress. [t is precisely like any other law of
Congrese. The Tieaty, it is true, would remsin,
but it would be a dead letter, ns it has been fur a
year and a half, until another law conld be got
through Congress to make it operative. Nor is there
wanting a precedent for such action. The sympathy
of England with the Southern rebellion in our late
civil war, caused a repeal by Congress, carly in the
year, of the law which made the Capadian Treaty
operative

It is pot to be supposed that the Government of
the United States will move io this matter, but this
act of the Hawaiian planters has put a weapon iuto
the hands of the New York Sugar Refiners, which
they may wield successfully in the destruction of the
Treaty. The New York Sugar Refiners sold to the
pecple of the Pacific Slope, in 1875, about seven
millions pounds of sugar, mostly soft yellow, and
this year, =0 far, about the same quantity. This
trade had its inception, in 1875, in the deficiency of
the us=nal supply of Hawaiian grocery grades of
gsngars, the planters having debased their sugars by
mixing end selling, for the Refineries here, a large
portion of their product that year, amounting at
least to two-thirds of the crop. This year, so far,
including that known to be ia (ransifu, the Re-
fineries have received 85,000 packages, and the
general trade 21,000, in round numbers.

The New York, and other Eastern Sagar Re-
fineries, have had a rugged path to travel, the lasl
two years. At least one-half of them have failed,
and some large fortunes have been sunk. The
survivors are reaching out inall direetions for trade.
Ihey pressed their suit most vigorously against the
Treaty law, on the ground that it was to give the
San Francizco Refineries an undue advantage over
them. The Eastern States paid, last year, in round
numbers, $68,000,000 sugar duties, of which New
York City paid $42,000,000.

When the Treaty was confirmed in the Seénate in
1875, the San Francisco Sugar Refineries bitterly
oppoeed its confirmation by influcnce and money,
expending $2,500 for telegrams alone, and securing
a large and influentinl class of merchants of this
city against it. This opposition was regarded by
the Senate as that of a private interest against a
measure of public importance, and the opposition
was, probably, favorable to the sueccess of the
measure. At that time, neither the New York sugar
interest, nor the southern planters, made any
serious opposition to the Treaty, and it was con-
firmed by more than three-fourths of the Senators

resent.

The withdrawal of the opposition of the San
Francisco Sugar Refioeries to the passage of the
recent law, was, evidently, secured by the contract
made by a prominent house in IHonolula, early in
the year, to sell them a large proportion of the pro-
ducts of the Islands, in the shape of refining grades
Dat this change of basge, of the Refineries, to real or
supposed friends of the Treaty, came near being
fatal to the passage of the law. The Hepresenta-
tive, in the l}ouse. from this city, opposed it asa
measure designed, not for the general good of the
Pacific Coast, but for a private interest. This con-
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| tract with the San Francisco Sugar Refineries, was

also known to the New York Suogar Refineries, and
it aroused their fierce opposition, in which the im-
porting sugar interest joined, their rallying cry
being, that the San Francisco Sugar Refineries were
really the only California parties to be benefitted,
which wasHearly all true, and they are now receiv-
ing, free. of duty, a part of the sugar made under
that contraect.

These New York Sugar Refiners also raised an

unfounded alarm in the South, and aroused the |

sugar and rice producers to join them in the oppo-
gition, which they did by sending prominent men
from Louisiana and South Carolina to argne the
case before the commistees of Congress.

To counteract all these effects against the treaty,
and get the law through the two houses, scveral
persons here, long connected with the island trade,
made extraordinary efforts, and their personal infla-

ence was brought to bear to secure signatures of

great weight with Congress, to telegrams forwarded
at o momentous crisis. The representative from our
city was fierce in his opposition to the treaty, and

| much labor was expended here to bring political

party inflaence to bear uwpon his course of action.

. He required that the Chamber of Commerce of this |

city, and its Board of Bupervisors, should pass reso-
lutions favorable to the treaty, if his vole was
expected for it.

The Chamber of Commerce had once taken action

resolution introduced favorable to the passage of the
law, to make it operative.

To get the Chamber of Commerce to reverse its
sotion, and pass resolutions in favor of the treaty,

was accomplished, after much anxiouns labor, and by |

bringing important personal influence to bear.

{ There were many eocmies to the treaty in the

Chamber of Commerce, embracing commission mer-
chants, who had sugar interests in comnection with
other countries, and grocery merchants, who were
unfricndly to the policy of the sugar refineries.
These kept kindly away from the meetings, asa

| friendly act to their brother merchants, who were

working for the treaty, in an important crisis of its
fate. It was natural for these hard working friends
of the treaty to suppose that their labors would not
go unrewarded. Bat it seems that Monarchies as
well as ¢ Republies are ungrateful.””

The same bitter ﬁ*eling which was exhibited .

against the treaty becoming a law, still exists,
against its conotinuance. Agitation against it is

| kept up through the press of the Eastern States, the

law has been reported unconstitationsl, and sugars
from other countries are claimed to be exempt from

| duty, under the ** favored nation'” clause in treaties.

The object of all this is to manufacture public opin-
And when these parties
besiege Congress to repeal this law, can the Hawai-
ian planters expect the commission houses of this
city, and the great number of grocery merchants on
the Pacific Coast,—who under the treaty expected to
share in the trade in these sugars,—to fight their
battles for them again? How slight must be their
interest in the continuance of this treaty, if nearly
—or quite all, as the refineries intend—of the whole
sugar prodact is to go to one interest

The conrse of the planters, in these contracis, has
made for them ocne new friend for the treaty,—whose
influence at Washington will be utterly valoeless,
indeed prejudicial—while they have lost hundreds
of old friende.

Thal these statements may not seem as idle tales,
it may be necessary to give the following facts. The
Hawaiian sugars, from an exportation in 1856, of
only a balf million pounds, have gradually risen to
25,000,000 pounds in 1875. The prodact has grown
with the growth of population on this coast, in the
last twenty years. Our people have become accns-
tomed to them. They have improved in quality
with the advance of time, The package, as well as
its contents, please the consumer and trader alike.
These packages, to suit our mountainous country,
were at first made, and probably are now, to some
extent, in fur away New England. There isnota
grocery store this side of the Rocky Mountains, that
was not familiar, till the last year or two, with the
favorite package of Sandwich Island sugar. And
they prefer to deal in these sugars to any other.
Owing to the great variety of brands, grades and
styles, and the consequent variety of prices, the
gost of any particular lot of sugar is not konown to
the community, or by a customer, and o fair profit,
sometimes a large one can be obtained.

Refined sugars are of a few grades, and the prices
arc always made public. The advaoce obtained by
traders on refined sugzars is from { to | of 5 cent
per pound. There is no profit t¢ them, in the
business, and they would prefer, could they do so,
net to trade in them st a]l, Cush payments are
exacted, while the Hawaiian sagars are sold on 60
to B0 days credit, affording great accommeodation to
most of the purchasers. The policy and practice of
the refineries is unpopular with all traders, and
there is, probably, not one who would not be glad to
gee them cease operations, and obtain their refined
sugars from New York. Their complaints were
lond and leep that the Hawaiian planters, Iast year

‘* cheap sugar,’’ in connectionvwith the treaty, was
only a rallying cry in its behalfl

1he old friends of the-Hawaiian treaty expected
to pay fall market prices when free of -.!ut{. as well
as before. They have salways favored Hawaiian
sugars, while the refineries have lost large sums of
money in order to break down prices of these and
other grocery sugars, which have come into this
wsrket. Buot if this treaty can be kept in foree,
all threats against Hawaiian sugars will be as im-
poteat for harm, as sstual oppesition will be dis-
astrous to their opponenta

Without the favor of the people of the Pacific
Coast this tresty will not stand. With judicious
munagement, snd 5 wise course cn the part of the
Hawaiian people, the treaty might have continued
probably, for all time. If their sugar products are
to continue to go into the hands of the Sogar Re-
, thousands of grocers, wholesale and retall,
to say mnothing of consamers, will bz drawn into
epposition to it. No fagt is wmore patent than the
great unpopularity, whether merited or not, of the
San Francisco Sogar Refiners, with the tradersin
their product.

Our requirement for sugar this side of the Rocky
Mountains will be, this year and next, at least
70,000,000 pounds a year, one third of this quantity
is required in grocery grades in kegs chiefly, as
usual, and in small mats, from very common dark
to very choice light. The Hawaiian Islands are now
producing about this guantity. Under the treaty
the guaotity will, doubtless, be increased, but pro-
bably not faster than the increased consumpticn,
anaually, on the Pacific slope.

(Wying to the large increase of population, the
last two years, by immigration, mostly farmers and
laboring men, there isa greatly increased demand
for dark and medium grades of sugar, to which
these people have been accustomed in their former
homes.

There will be 500 to 700 ships, of large capacity,
probably, annually despatehed from this port “with
wheat and other products. These ships generally
want low grade sugars. The call for such sugars
has been very great this year, with a very inade-
quate supply, and higher grades have bLeen sub-
stituted

If 1he entire product of the islands should come
to this city, anl there shonld be more dark sugar
than the grocers require, we should not be solely
dependent upon San Francisco Sugar Refiners. St
Louis refiners are already making enquiries here for
Hawaiian refining grades.

Another point of interest to be noted is the fact
that the refiners here have abandoned the use of low
grade sugar and melado, which made a great quan-
tity of soft yellow sugar and syrup. Now their
out-turn is much larger, proportionably, of white,
and less of yellow. Owing to the diminished supply
of yellow, and the small supply of choice island,
willions of pounds have been ordered from New
York of these grades. The interests of the planters
will, doubtless, be best promoted by marketing all
their sngars through their forwarding agents in
Honolula, and judicious commission houses here
and in Portland. No one will buy sugars in Hono-
lulu,—be he refiner, grocer, or speculator—any
length of time, unless they can make money by the
operation, and such profits should be secured for
the producer. Expenses of marketing will be less
than formerly. Sugar will go into the free ware-
houses instead of bonded, there will be no interest
acconnt for duties, and sales will be more rapid thean
formerly, as the competition of Central American,
China and Peruvian sugars will be shut out by the
Hawaiian prodoet being free. The above named
sugars, sometimes in large quantities, have operated
seriously against Hawaiian.

But if the Hawaiian planters prefer a home
market, why do they not leave the way open for
competition instead of making contracts for a year’s
product with a solitary buyer. It must not be
forgotten that the law was signed by the President
August 15th, the day Congress adjourned. There
were fears that he would withhold his signature,
owing to the charge of corrupt means to secure the
passage of the law. Bat the Committee of Ways
and Means of the House, made a report to the
House, the same day, that there was no proof of
bribery. The next day the Cily of San Franciseo
sailed from here with culy one bayer of sugar under
the Treaty.

In reply it may be gaid that a good sale has been
made to the Sagar Refineries. An answer td this is
that one of the ablest merchants of this eity
estimates that every pound contracted for wouald
Lave netted one and a half cents per pound more in
this market. And another party gives itas his
opinion that the New York and St. Louis refiners
would have coutracted for the refining grades at one
cent higher, delivered in Honolulu, than. the price
agreed upon.

Sagars have advanced receatly all over the world.
There is a large deficiency in the Beet product of
Europe, and the cane product in Cuba. There is an
advance of one dollar per picul in Manills.

The enquiry may arise in the minds of some of
the planters and their agents in Honolulu, what can
be done if there is any just ground for alarm in
regard to the permanence of the Treaty.

There is but one course, and that is to pursue a
policy which will restore the treaty to popular favor
on this coast. If this is not done, no question of
national interest in the treaty can stem the tide of
opposition which will be brought to bear against it
in Congress by the combined New York sugar
interests with southern planters.

The temper of Congress is for reform, husbanding
etc. The new
administration, to come into power mnext Mareh,
whatever party succecds, will not be so likely to be
friendly to the treaty as the outgeoing. A large
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. popular m-jority in the House against the Tresty !

would have great influence upon the Senate.

D. Tallmage & Son of New York, agents of a
large number of rice plantations in South Carolina,
addressed a circular to their correspondents,—which
found its way into the ** New York Shipping List
acd Prices Cuarrent’’~in which is found this para-
graph, in connection with rice culture, and encour-
agemeut to southern planters, the fact, as they say,
of ** precarions tenure of the Hawaiian Treaty.”

The Hawailan Government and people may be
solemnly assured of this fact, that the popular favor
secured for the treaty on the Pacific {:gtst. by the
untiring efforts of its friends, was the cause of its
success, and that if this popular favor cannot be
regained, the treaty is doomes to be short lived.

_ Hundreds of signatures conld be obtained to this
circular, if there was time for the necessary labor to
be done. Dut it is doubtless the echo of the voice of
the people of this city, almost without exception,
and of the people of the Pacrric SiLorE.
