The rate
adopted was fifty cents per day for each man during
the time they were on board Captain Owen's ship.
We understand that the American government pays
at the rate of $35 in gold for each rescued seaman
taken to San Francisco.

Tbe Queen then stepped
forward and the foreign ladies and gentlemen were
presented; then all the little children were presented,
and each received a kisa from the Queen. Then fol-
lowed in succession the schools of Miss Wetmore,
Miss Ingram, and Miss Arms, witb the three native
assistant teachers. The scholars, to of
some 1G0 marched ard the arrn".,, with !

gags flying and drums beating, and passingin front
of the Queen, she shook hands with each. Then an
ode of welcome was sung, composed by tjg teachers
for the occasion, and the singing was excellent At
12 o'clock the whole party adjourned to the residence
of Mrs. Severance and partook of an informal lunch,
where an hour was passed very pleasantly in sing-
ing. . It was a very agreeable affair throughout., and
the natives were much pleased and gratified with the
reception and the visit of the Queen. On Sunday
Her Majesty attended the services at the Rev. Mr.
Coan'i." 1

Daxgkhoc Advexttks ix the Mot JiTAisa or
West Macl Signor Spagnoan Italian gentleman,
who arrived here per last steamer from San Francis-
co, attempted a passage over the mountain from
Lahaina to Wailuku on foot, and alone. The pass
which has been traversed by several parties, is by
way of the Olowalu ravine, bat this traveler, who
would not take a guide, got into the Launipoko
gulch, which led him toa series of impassable preci
pices. He obtained a view of a beautiful small
valley of great depth in the mountain, to which ij
was impossible to descend. In striving to make bis
way, he made extraordinary efforts being an Alpine
traveler of much experience but he lost his footing
at one time, and slid down a narrow precipitous
gorge, and was nearly drowned in a mountain stream.
At this time, it being almost dark, and he being so
much exhausted by his extraordinary efforts and by
hunger, having lost his food and other conveniences
early in the djy, be had to resign himself to pass
the night on a ledge in the gcrge, and to stand in
water. As mountain showers continued to pour
down upon, him, and being cold and much exhausted,
he had to make extraordinary efforts to maintain
some warmth ami hopes of life. With returning
daylight h& managed to get out of the horrible pit
in which he had passed the night, and after great
efforts in working his way through an almost im-

passable mountain chapparal, he succeeded in
retracing his steps back to Lahaina, where he ar-

rived in a very exhausted and tattered condition.
But this indefatigable mountaineer, after a rest and
recruit of about six hours in town, started off again
upon anothcrarduous adventure.

A Silver Mine in Honolulu
Was accidentally discovered a few days ago, and
thoroughly exposed by Judge Jones and Deputy
Marshal Dayton, assisted by tbe experience (in such
intricate matters) of Hon. Mr. Preston, until not
only the mainshaft, but all the levels, stoops and
blind-lea- ds were illuminated. The celestial beings

A look at this wonderful specimon of
the days of Pharaoh would be eufUclent to bring a
raging war into any ethnological society of savans,
and we consider Ahin in luck for never having hap-

pened to fall into the hands of any of those learned

upon an eight-sp- ot card the sum of $750; but that,
although always ready to receive his cash, the bank
had refused the payment of the $750; and that this
had induced him to enter complaint against the
gambling bank of these very1 respectable persons,
Apai, Lo Chuck and Chung Hoon. This complaint
led to the discovery of the main shaft of the Bonanza
at Buffum's Hall. It was' further elicited during the
trial that auother celestial, a servant in some white
family, had paid within one month the sum of $300
into the Bonanza without ever winning a cent;
which is, at all events, a good recommendation of
Chinese servants. It was further elicited that the
company has fifteen agents in their employ, who sell
daily cards or tickets, and receive from their sales a
bonus of 10 per cent, that this percentage to some
agents amounts monthly to $100 and over. Tbe
sales of cards are made daily, and every night at 0
o'clock a list f the winning spots is made out and
distributed by the agents next morning, when new
chances are sold. Prizes are hardly ever drawn
except of small amounts. The chances cf the bank
are sixty out of eighty, or they are really at their
option, as no one was found who had been an eye
witness of the performance of the game, not even

Rev. Gill, author of songs and myths of the South
i'acino, nas just published another book on, " Life
in the Southern Isles or scenes and incidents In Ihe
Pacific." We learn therefrom that in many of the
Letter autninisicreu lsianus, the population has
ceased to diminish and in some instances has even
increased. A serious cause of the decline, vis

LiONDOX, uctober n. a telegram lias boon re
ceived announcing the return to v alencia of tbe
British Arctic expedition under Captain Nares,
comprising the steamers Aleii and Di$covcry
Progress to the North Pole was found impractica
ble. Captain JNaro reports that no laml could bo
discovered to the Northward of the highest lati
tude reached, namely : bj - zu ; out in other re
spects the expedition was Biicct'PHful. The Ahrl
has proceeded to Queenttown and Captain Nares
to London. All well.

London. October 30 Tlieiim ralive ol the Arctic
expedition 19 published. It relates that alter first
encountering ice, Ihe expedition was detained hot- -

eral days in Port Payer. It started thence August
fcln, but before reaching tho Mjoro of Onuuell
Land, the vessels were caught in an ico pack.
Alter this their progre3 northward was an Incess
ant struggle tbrougb chance opening mad In tie
ice by wind and current, tho channel through
which tbo fibips moved cotiNt'intly closing; behind
them. The Discovery wintered m n well aheltered
barboi on tho west fide cf Halls Iiuhin. a few
miles north of I'oUiin Bay. The AUrl pushed for- -

ard. rounded the ooitboact point of Grants'
L.anu, out instead 01 nnuitig, as expected, a con
tinuous coast ono hundred miles toward the north.
Mie toiind boiseii on ttio border of an extensive
sea, with impenetrable Ice on every kide and no
hjrjbor. Tho ship wintered behind a barrier of
grounded ice cloe to land. Floating masse of
thick Polar ice had, in meeting, pressed up quan
tities oi intermediate ice in oiockr, ireqnently a
mile In diameter, and varying in height from 10 to
50 feet Obi-lad- e of thi.i kind destroyed all Lope
of reaching the Polo by hledges before the attempt
was made. The sledge party was obliged to make
roads with pick axes nearly half the distance it
travelled. A3 it was always necessary to drag
sledge loads by instalments, me parly really trav-
ersed 27C uiilea, although it only progrened 73.
All tbe cairns erected by th? Polaris expedition
were visited. At tbe boat depot in Newman's Buy
a chronometer was found in perfect order, which
was loft by Iho Polatis. When at Polaris Bay the
Discovery hoUted the Arm-iica- n Cjg and fired a
salute. A brazen tablet with tho folluwi-i- inscrip-
tion was fixed on tbo grave of Captain Hall :
'Sacred to the uietnory of Captain Hall, cf tbe
Polaris, who sacrificed bis life in the advancement
of science. This tablet Is erected by Iho British
Polar Expedition, who, followed bis footsU-ps- have,'
profited by hi experience.'-- ' Two Hailors of tbe
(jlreenland sledge parly were buried near Captain
Halt's gravo. Tho suffering of pledge parties
trom scurvy wore trightlul. J Lo expedition under
Markbam and Parr, which endeavored lo roach
tbe Polo, consisted of seventeen person, nine of
whom became entirely helpless od bad to be
carried on sledges; three could braely walk and
were unable to render aepWance.
