Br hi last mail from San Francisco orders
'ere received to discontinue tbe advertisements

in Honolulu papers of the steamers of ihe P .M.
Company. By this we are to understand that
hereafter there will be no certainty of tbe
steamers calling here on their voyages to and
from Australia; and as the Compaoy decline to
say that they will come, the fair inference is
that they will not. Notwithstanding what we
have heard so often advanced, to the effect that
our trade in ittssengers and freight waa worth so
much per annum to the line ; that we give them
free facilities valued at so much more ; that a
stopping place like Honolulu, where they could
'cool down" their engines, was so necessary on

the long ocean voyage; etc., ete. in spite of all
these considerations, it really seems that the line
will give us the "go by", and leave us altogether
to tbe tender mercies of sailing vessels in regurd
to communication with the outside world. If
we crumbled with the steamers, because thew

I -

failed to afford all the facilities we wanted, the
probabilities are that we shall feel still sorer
with none at all.

But what we really need and what must be
accomplished, sooner or later is an independent
line of ocean steamers to ply between tbe islands
and tbe Coast. Tbe business in freights and
passengers, already quite large, will demand it,
and its establishment will greatly develope that
trade. At least two boats, of 1000 tons each.
will be required to make fortnightly trips. It
is entirely within the range of possibilities that
subscribers can be found here and in San Fran-
cisco to a joint stock Company for this business,
with a capital of say 350,000. Without doubt
our planters and others would invest in such
an enterprise ; and the question of a subsidy
from the Hawaiian government would no longer
be a bugbear, while San Francisco influence
might be counted on for a subsidy from Con- -
grces.

As compared with the Kilauea,
in that vessel's prime, . the new Eteamer will
present many advantages of capacity, comfort,
speed "and economy of running expenses.

The
Kilauea, with a consumption of thirteen tons of j

coal per day, accomplishes 6even knots; the new
boat will nse eight and-a-ha- lf tons and make
nine and-a-ha- lf knots. Tbe accommodations for
passengers will be a great improvement on tbe
old boat. Forty can be provided with berths in
the cabin (which will be twelve feet longer than

" Tbe country is boiever again looking forward
to a new agricultural cisis. The grape, which had
been almost exterminatd 20 years ago by the rava-
ges of the oidium, had gradually recovered from that
blight during the last :en or twelve years, so that
again from eight to tenthcusand pipes of wine were
produced yearly. The comtry had hopes that it
might again attain to tie high prosperity which it
eDjoyed in former times; but unfortunately the
phylloxera has made its appearance and just fears
are entertained now that the precious vines are
again doomed to destructio. The extinct Agricul-

tural Society has been caled to life again by the
Governor to consider tbe staation and devise new
branches of cultivation to replace the one threat-

ened. I mention this fact md wish you to commu-

nicate it to your governmett, because in 1852 to '56
the gradual extinction t the grape was accom-

panied or rather followed y an emigration of 20,-0- 00

inhabitants, Demarart and Trinidad being the
fortunate recipients of the class of people. Now,
being well aware of the ralue which tbe govern-
ment and people of the Hawaiian Islands justly
place on an immigration iom this island and tbe
Azores, I would urge tben to consider what steps
they can take in order to draw these people to their
islands. An offer of ordinary labor contracts
would in my opinion, ddVat the plan, although I
have no authority to variant me in this opinion;
but if the planters wculd, by combination, make
an arrangement to ofer each laborer or family
small patches of land for moderate leases on long
terms and under conditio! that the tenant should
thereon raise cane or produce on shares, a small ad-

vance being given for ths first and indispensable
cultivation, such a plan night answer. I have lit-

tle inclination to meddle ii such business, after my
nrevioas experience: bui being on tbe snot and
knowing tbe great value of Each immigration to the
country which will alwaysbe cherished in my mem-

ory, I should not refuse my if the
government solicited it. rhe time has not arrived
for actual steps to be taken, but the business is of
such a character that tte preparations ought to be
ready for execution when tbe emergency arises.

Dec. 25. Reading aver again what I have
written above about immigration from this island, it
seems to me that perhaps I have said a little more
than tbe circumstances Till justify. Last night I
had a conversation with tbe American Consul, who

resided in this place over six years, and is well

acquainted with the laws of tbe country and the
state of feeling on such matters in official circles.
From him I learned that no one is allowed to leave

island without a passport, and that the same is
granted to any person that has not fulfilled his

military obligations; or in other words, as every
native male is liable to military conscription, it is

granted to young men under 26 years of age.
has bad a great deal of trouble in consequence

American ships and even men-of-w- ar taking away
young men clandestinely. Even an emigration of

above that age, he thinks, would not be favored
the government unless a real distress should fall on

the population, as was tbe cm ia 1S53. At that titae
it was a Demarara planter who, with tbe

of the Ecgliah Consul here, leck away a ship-

load of ibeci as laborers fur bis rUttanon, which
operation was sabsequcnty repeated by him anl
Others. Ia this way a stcaJy emigration which
goes on to this day, was initiated to that unhealthy
country ; and it will continue to do ao unless direc
ted elsewhere; for this island is eviJectly over-

stocked, as there are living 103,000 persons ca an
area perhaps cot greater tbaa tlie half or two-thir- ds

of Oahu, and that built up by steep and high moun

tain chains, with deep gorges, there being so level

foreland in any cf its outskirts. It is surprising to

see the labor bestowed cn this rugged country arti-

ficial narrow terraces extending on tbe steep tcoun-tai- n

slopes as high as 2000 feet and more, with a net
cf water-wor- ks levads ramifying through every
part of the island. Tunnels of 1500 feet ia length
have been constructed to lead tbe water from tbe
rain-bless- ed north side to tbe dry and parched
southern slopes. As I learn more on the subject, I
shall enlarge upn it in future letters."

Death of Captain Ferried. Jams S. Ferries,
the late popular commander of the Pacinc Mail
Steamship Zealandia. died suddenly at ten minutes
past 8 o'clock on the evening of Thursday, tbe 8th
instant, a little more that two days before reach-

ing Honolulu. He was a native of Morayshire,
Scotland, and was the son of the Rev. Mr. Fer-

ries, late parish minister of Ediokillie. At the
time of bis decease he waa about thirty-seve- n years
of age, but although so young he posted tbe
fullest confidence of the Company iu whose serv-

ice be was. He formerly commanded tbe steam-

ship Tartar, in Hall's line, but joined tbe Zealan-

dia previous to her launch in 1875, and has been
in command of ber ever since. Soon after arriv
ing in San Francbco, on bis last trip over, he took
a severe cold, and was conQned to tbe house for
several days previous to tne sailing ot tne steamcs.
His death is supposed to have resulted from heart
disease, aggravated by tbe cold. The funeral
procession formed on the wharf at two o'clock on

Sunday afternoon, and proceeded to the English

Church, where Bishop Willis read tbe burial serv-

ice, and the body was then followed to the ceme-

tery in Nuuanu Valley by the greater part of the

Zealandia's passengers and crew, and by large
numbers of citizens. Captain Ferries leaves a
wife and three children, who are residing in For
res, Morayshire. During Sunday all the flags on

the shipping in port, as well as from tbe flagstaff

on shore, were displayed at half-mas- t. Gazette.
