1854, California only produced 175,080 Ibs of

wool, whereas in 1876 the produetion of wool in§

California has incrensed to the snormoys figure o
56,550.970 1bs. In the same year 1876 Oregon
produced nearly 4,000,000 I1bs, wool. Since the
year 1854, an estimate kas been made of the total
production of woel on the Pacific Coast, at 3586
752.465% Ibs, which has been valned at feventy-six
millions of dollars, California prodacing 330,950,
403 1bs, Oregon 21,802,000 ibs, and the other
Pacific coast States and Territories the cemainder.
These Ggures show bow enormously the wool-
growing business increases, when it is cleverly
managed, and we have po doubt that it may be
found a very profitable speculation in these
Islands, with proper managemeni. The return of
wool exported from Honoluln, during the past
quarter, according to the Table of the, Coilector
General of Cusioms, is very encourating. The
question of good mutton is also by no“means an
unimportagt one, so that any attempt s improve
the conditom of our Island sheep, evun from a
culinary point of wiew, sbould meet with warm
sympathy from our mution-eaters.

After leaving sehiool he for some time fulfilled
with zeal and ability the duties of a clerk in
the department of Foreign Affairs, and on the
accession of His Majesty was appointed and
proclaimed Heir Apparent the Throne.
On the King's departure for the United States,
in November, 1874, he was appointed Prince
Regent, the duties of which responsible office
be dmscharged with distinguished ability until
His Majesty’s return on the 15th of February,
1875. The Inte Prince had received the decora-
tions of Knight Grand Cruss of the Royal
Orders of Kamehameha and Kalakaua: he was
a member of the Privy Council of State and of
the House of Nobles, Captain of the Leleiohokn
Cavalry; and Foreman of Engine Company No 4
ol the Honolulu Fire Departinent. In the
Order of Free Masons he was a prominent and
advanced member, and held offices of importance.
But it wns among those who had occasion to
know him intimately that the good qualities of]
the Inte Prince were understood and valued, for
he was of a quiet, retiring and unassuming
disposition that courted pot observation. With

THE HEIR AFPARENT.

On Wednesday last at one o'clock P. M.,

" proclamation was made, under a Royal Salute
from the guns of Punchbowl, of the appoint-
ment of Her Royal Highness the Princess Lypja-
Kaxaxaena, as the Heir apparent to the Thrope.
This appointment—the prompt acnouncement
of which must meet with the unqualified ap-
proval of all—is made in accordance with the
provisions of the Constitution, which declares
that the successor to the Throne elected by the
Legislature (a5 was his present Majesty n
1874) *¢ shall become a new stirps for s Royal}
Family ;"' and that in case there is no heir of
the body of the reigning Sovereign, then *“‘the
successor shall be the person whom the Sover-
eign shall appoiot with the consent of the
Nobles, and publicly proclaim as such during
the King's life.”" The proclamation (which
appears in another column under the official
heading) was read first in front of the Govern-
meunt House by Col. W. F. Allen of the King's
gtaff, who was accompunied by Colonels Judd

Here again, we may remark,
for the benefit of non-resident readers, that the
latter of these islands (Hawaii) is also the§
largest of the whole group of the Hawaiian
Archipelago, including an area of 2,500.000
acrea, while Maui contains about 400,000 acres,
and Oahu apd Eauai, nearly equal in extent,
some 350,000 acres each ; ¢he remaining Islands,
Molokai, Lanai, Kahoolawe and Niibau, being§
about 400,000 acres in extent, unitedly. So that
the whole surface of the eight principal inhabited
islands of this group may be set down at$s
4,000,000 of acres. Now assuming the whole S
population of these islands, as returned by the §¢
last census, to be 56,807 individuals, it appears §
that at present there is about one individual to S
every seventy acres of land in the eight inhabited
islands of the group. The paucity of inhabitants
indeed, is a fact which at once strikes all those
who trayel over these islands—and this depopu-
jated comdition of the country produced a
profound impression, we hear from good author-3
ity, upon all the members of the Hawaiian Royal 8
Commission in their recent tour of inspection ¥
through Hawaii and Mauni—Her Britanic Majes-2
ty’s Diplomatic Commissioner and Consul 3
General in this Kingdom, included. ;
Without anticipating their official report, we v
believe we are correct in stating that in every 2
other respect, the Hojsl Commissioners were very ]
favorably impressed with the- pataral rgsources W
of the two islands in question, and that many Bg
advantageous eircumstances struck them which
bave escaped ordinary observers, the result, very 38
naturally, of the exceptional nature of their}
inspection.

We can understand how foreign
{ governments can iave an object in the extinction
of native races ir certain parts of their territo-
ries. Thus, the ¢ red injuns ' bave been almost
exterminated in the United States of North
America, unge. o rershlican gOVErmmrut, wed
thas, of 50,000 aborigines on the island of Tasma-
nia at the beginning of this century, the very
 last—their old quen,—died not long since at
Hobart-town. But where a native race is gov-

erved by its owa pative king, and lortunately

K enjoys, owiog to Christian influences, what may

be truly termed ¢ ** model government,’’ surely
any policy may le called suicidal which cag
foverlock the very possibility of the decaya
gradual extinctionof the native race of the couf
try. llence, whilithe question of the introdyc-
tion of foreign laborers ioto these islanpts,
unavoidably force itsell upon the attention of
government, as ole result, and the most impor-
tant, it may be, o the tour of inspection of the
Hawaiian Royal Ommissioners, such a measure
should never losc ight of the still more impor-
tant question of te preservation and increase of
the native Hawaiiin race itself. Indeed, it is to
be highly deplore: that this amiable and sympa-
thetic Hawaiian race has gradually dwindled
away so greatly a: to render the introduction of
foreign laborers mw a matter of absolute neces-
sity for the plantes, whose capital is invested in
raising the produits of these islands, principally
g sugar. Heretofoe Chinese laborers were mainly
employed on thei* plantations; and some of their
i body are still disposed to favor the introduction
of laborers from the ¢ Flowery Land.”” But as,
in the matter ¢f the importation of foreign
luborers, their inluence upon the native Hawai-
ian race has to b» considered by the enlightened
legislators of ths country, the question has been

¥ raiced as to whether it might not be better to lay
S out the money ol the country on the importation

of East Indian lsborers, of a superior class, who
g are more likely lo amalgamate with the native
Hawaiian race, than Chinese. We have already
expressed an ophion on this subject, and lately
