New Sugar Enterprise.

We are informed that a movement It on foot
amongst our capitalists to establish a sugar mill
on the system, in tbe neighborhood of
this city. We are the more pleased to note ihe
proposed enterprise, inasmuch as we directed at-

tention to Its feasibleness some raonll e since,
Tbe locality selected for tbe site of tbe new mill
is Kalibi, a couple tf miles out from Honolulu,
near tbe mouth of tbe Kalibi stream, which flow
into an estuary of tbe Bay, wllh a sufficient depth
of water to allow of scows and fist bottomed
boutti ascending to that point, for tbe purpose ot
bringing down the produce of tbe mill aud plan
tatlon. This is a very important advantage for
tbe projected undertaking. It Is expected tbat
quite a number of natives will enter into engage-
ments with tbe mill-owne- rs to cultivate cane to be
ground on shares, for which tbo land In tbat
ocality is highly suitable. But the mill-owner- s

calculate upon making a start with at least a hun-

dred acres of eane on their own account. Tbe es-

tablishment of this sugar-mil- l in the Immediate
vicinity of the metropolis will give a new Impetus
to tbe industry of small land-owner- s in its envir-
ons, aud afford an excellent occasion of utilizing
much ground hereabouts wbicb Is now compara-
tively of little or no account. Tbe position of the
projectors of tbe new sugar-mil- l Is a guarantee
of its ultimate success, as tbey belong to the en
terprising class of our community.
