Hilliatz. The fight lasted until nightfall. The Rus-
sian division was cut in two and fled in disorder.

Loxpox, June 23 —A telegram from Ibraila an-
nounces that 6000 Russians crossed the Danube from
Galatz yesterday and took the hights bebind Zeizila,
near Matchin. The Turks will be obliged to aban-
[ don Matchin. A sufficient number of Russians
| crossed to establish themselves solidly. They are
| not intrenched. The Russians, on landing, pene-
| trated directly into the interior behind the hills,
| gaining possession of the hights commanding Mat-

Sanmoa [scaxp Commerce.—G. W. Griffin. United
States Consul to the Samoan Islands, arrived in this
city from Washington on Saturday. He retarns to
the itlands with instructions to make a fall report to
the Secretary of State of the conditon of the Sa-
moan government, the probable extent of the island
commerce, and all other matters concerning the
islands which would affect the stability or value of a
treaty with that nation. Mr. Griffin states that he
has no doubt that a treaty of commerce and friend-
ship will be concluded before long. Tan his opinion,
such a treaty would be of great benefit to this coun-
try, as the trade hitherto monopolized by the Ger-
man house of Godefroy & Son, and amounting to
some $3,000,000 or $4,000,000 annuslly, can be se-
cured by the merchaunts of San Francisco without any
difficulty. The natives commissioned Mr. Grifin as
their Embassador to the United States, with absolute
power to effect any treaty that would secure the
recognition and protestion of their nation by the
United States.—S. F. Posl.

A New Svcar Disease.—In view of the theatened
sugar famine it is somewhat alarming to hear of the
outbreak of a disease among the sugar-canes in one
of the new ceotres of production of this plant. The
sugar-cane is not generslly a delicate plant, and the
primitive methods of cultivation which bave pre-
vailed up to very recent years in the West Indies—
the great source of our supplies—show that it is cap-
able of maintaining a vigorous growth under com-
paratively disadvantageous circumstances. Indeed,
any failure in the crop of sugar has been generally
traceable to some special circumstance, such as
drought, storms, or lack of labor. In Queensland,
however, where the caltivation of the cane has been
making progress lately, it has been found that the
plantations have been affected by an obstinate dis-
ease, technically known as *‘ rust,” so called from
the appearace of numerous red spots, like oxide of
iron, on the stems of the plants. Carefol examina-
tion has led to the discovery that these red spots are
not the cause, but the consequence, of & disease in the
plants, which makes itself sericusly felt in a dim-
inished yield of saecharive matter. The canes lack
etamins, the secretion of the nataral sap and juices
is retarded, and the plants affected may be likened
to wheat or peas deprived of the necessary spring
rains. Even spparently bealthy canes—i. e., those
unaffected by the actual ** rust *’—yield o diminish-
ed quantity of a poorer quality of f'uioe. The pre-
sumption i8 that there are general causes at work
which have brought about these usdesirable results.
The climate and soil of Queensland are well adapted
to the growth of the sugar-cane, and the conclusion
come io by those who are competent to investigate
the subject is that too much has been expected from
the soil ; in other words, its productive powers have
been overtaxed, and, ss has often occurred in the
West Indies, the land has been exhausted by the
system of cultivation adopted. We took occasion
some time ago to point out a similer error on the
part of lemon and orange growers, and the present
is Dot an inopportune moment to urge upon planters
in both the East and West Indies, and in other sug-
ar producing countries, the necessity of exercising
the ordinary prudence which teaches agriculturiste
in other branches of the industry not to overtax the
recuperative properties of the soil, but to give back
to it, by artificial means, the extra amount of its
productive properties which ** high ** cultivation ex-
tracts fom it.— [London Globe.
