No one attached
any importance to the clsuse in the treaty, * Commonly
inown as Sandwich Island Sugars ™ This clanse may have
been suggestal by some parties who wish to exciude, from
the benefits of the Treaty, what has long been known as
“ plantation refined Sogar.” But as the decsion of the Fecre-
tary only exclades washed 2ugars, above No. 20 Duich stand-
ard, it is only necessary to conform the grade accordingly,
which can be done by a sample to gaide ; but we notice that
hriliiant, Jight, cream colored sugars are quite as acceptable,
and nearly as valuable as washed.

With reference 1o the course of the markets of the world
for sagars for 1he next twelve mooths, we venture the opinion
that there is no good grovnd fur expecting & low range ol
prices for next year's crops. The high price of gran in
Earope in the early spring. oo the breshing out of the war
between Rossis and Turkey, would naturally lead to iucreased
attention to grain crops instead of Bagar beets. The two na-
tions s war produced more than 200,000 tons of Beet Sagar,
and agriculture of all descriptions most saffer by its descla-
tion.

The exhausted soil of the great Sogar beet fields in
France. Germany and Acstria, ‘rill probably cause a defi-
cviency of the crop this year, as great as the last, even
should there be an cqual pacting.

The deficie cy of the crops of cane Sugnr the coming year
i likely to be equal to this year's, especially in Cuba, where
the iosurrection againsit the Government continues, both
parties having large armies io the field, and the insurgents
wantonly destroying many plantations. Besides the pecan-
inry waols of the Government are so great. it is stated, that
the interual revenus tax apon the Sugars produced is greater,
in some cases, than the profits made, thereby discouraging
the prodactivn.

It will be ioteresting to potice the large falling off in
receipts  of Sugars from New York this year, being only
850,000 lbe for six months, against nearly 6 000,000 lbs in
1876, showing a gratifying improvoment In the Eugar trade
of this city by the incréased supply of Island grocery grades,

We repeat our remarks in our Circular of the 1stof
January io regard to Rice. Any considerable increase of the
product should be of a description acceptabie to cur Chinese
population, and in 49-1b mats.

We close withthe assurance of our opinion that the
Hawaiian plsulers can go on with improvements and outlays
for an increased produect of Sugar, with the just expectation
of finding 5 market here for all they can produce, at largely
remunerating prices, o reward their industry and enter-
prise.

We mave already alluded to the Report of the
International Conference on education beld at
Philadelphia in July of last year. We now pro-
ceed to notice that portion of its contents which
especially refers to the condition of edueation
in the Hawaiian Kingdom. For this purpose,
we shall refer to the sketch of education in this
country, which appears in the report in question,
and which was drawn up by our late Inspector
General of schools for the occasion. He begins by
noticing the condition of these Islands, a century
ago, savage and beathen, as they then were,
and unknown to civilized pations. Their sub-
sequent conversion to christianity by the
Awmerican Missionaries, who also instructed
them in the mode of writing their own lan-
guage, and printed in it the Scriptures as well
as many other useful books, is noted as ** mo
emall achievement.”” The alacrity of both the
chiefs and the people in those early days of
conversion and civilization to learn the *¢ psla-
pala,”” or writing, was a spectacle worthy of
/A few years after the guarantee of the na-
tional independence of Hawaii nei by foreign
powers, the department of education was or-
ganized, in 1846, and the government assumed
the responsibility of educating the Hawaiian
youth. The leguelation of 1865, reconstructed
the educational department, providiog for a board
of eduecation, an inspector general, district
school agents, district school boards, and
teachers. The Kiog appoints the members of
the Board, which consists of five, one of whom
acts as its President, and all are Privy Coun-
cilleors. The Board appoints an Inspector Gen-
eral of education as its executive officer, and no
divine is eligible to the office. The district school
agents are also appointed by the board and
they are ex-officio chairmen of their respective
boards. The teachers of the common schools
must hold a certificate from the Inspector Gen-
eral. Their services are recompensed accord-
ing to merit, irrespective of sex.

The school system comprehends primary or com-
Jmon schools, select schools, and the national col-
lege. All parents, guardians and adoptive parents
are obliged by law to send their children, wards or
adopted children, between the ages of six and
fifteen years, to some school, either public or
private. In the common schools the Hawaiian
language is employed as the medium of instruc-
tion. The teacher earns about 50 cents per
diem, for five hours’ tuition. Reference was
made to a special system introduoced into the
Hawaniian common schools, which consists in

the union of manual labor with the mental work of
The scholars cultivate patches of

the school.

. ground in the immediate neighborhood of tbeir

school, raise crops, and enclose their little farms
with slope walls. The profits are divided
amongst them, deducting one-filth as the
teacher’s share. In one year $2500 were
divided amongst the scholars of about 40 schools,
numberirg 1,200. Twenty-five acres of crops
were raized, and 6000 feet of stone walls built by
the scholars of those 40 schools in the year.

Maxawao, July 27th, 1877.
Mgz. Eprror :—The weather here is delightful,
for health or growing crops. The trade winds are
sirong, accompanied with frequent showers,
Crops in this vicinity are doing well for this sea-
son of the year.

A few days wgo a gentlemen rejoicing in the
name of Manuel occupying the position of Watch-
man at Grove Ranch, was placed in the uncomfort-
able attitnde of defendant before the bar of the
temple of Equity in the little court house among
the Pride of India Trees. The allegation against
the accused was the sticking of a small knile in
the abdomen of a native man, contrary to the law
in such cases made and provided, and against the
peace and dignity of Ilis Majesty's realm. All of
which was in due form verified by the oath of the
“ Allegator.”” During the examination of the case
it was shown thal the defendant was in a state of
dipsomania. which being interpreted, perhaps
would signify Muddled. It also appeared as a
fact, that if the complainant or struckee bad been
in bis little bed at that hour of the night he would
not huve been rambling in the street and laying
himself liable to run against the point of a knife—
a very wise gonclusion certainly! It was how-
ever deemed the bounden duty of one occupying
the position of arbitrator in matters pertaining to
the fostering care and perpetuity of the bigh state
of morality for which the district of Makawao bas
become so noted in the annals of history from
time to time recorded in the public press ; to hold
the defendant to appear at the next term of the
circuit court.

Messrs David Crowningburg. C. Copp jr, and ex-
honorable Kapule, have formed a copartnership to
establish a sugar plantation at Wailua, some eight
miles this side (towards Haiku) of Hana. Maui.
It is understood that the first named gentleman
will erect the mill and the others, and those who
may become associated with them, will grow the
cape. It is said there are some 800 acres of rich
alluvial soil with plenty of water—sbould it be
needed—and two good barbors for small crafts.
The side hills are covered with upland kalo, arrow-
root, awa and coffee. It will now be in order for
some chinamen to go there and start a coffee shop.

LATE FOREICN NEWS.

Dispatches from London state that the British
Consals in Bulgaria in letters to Layard confirm
the reports of atrocities committed by cossacks upon
the Mussulman population of Bulgaria. Old and
young men were massacred without remorse, while
women and girls were horribly treated. Horrible
massacres have been committed by the Russians
and Bulgarians at Turnova, Grahova, and Lyana.
From all directions fogitives were coming in wbo
stated that in the districts occupied by the Russians,
the most horrible eruelties are perpetrated upon
the Mobhammedan population by Cossacks and
Bulgarians. Mohammedan children and old men
were slaughtered, and women violated and carried
off. Official despatches substantiate these state-
ments. The Porte officially declares that the Rus-
sians have burned alive inbabitants of Jonis, near
Turnova, who bad taken refuge in a Mosque. The
Porte charges the Cossacks with sacking vil-
lages near Rustebuck, murdering males and vio-
lating females. 5000 wagon loads of Turks, old
men, women and children, were on the road from
Eske Juma and Osman Bazar to Shamla. The
greatest panic prevailed amongst the Mobamme-
dan civil population of Bulgaria, who were flieeing
as fast us possible,

The latest accounts from Monlenegro report the
withdrawal of the Turkish forces on the froantiers,
except the garrisons of lgmns and blockbouses, in
congequence of which Prince Nicholas was pre-
paring to besiege Nicsies again. The Times
thinks that Montenegro will renew operations in
the direction of Herzegovina and Old Servia.
General Pesovics is reported to have fought a bat-
tle with the Turks at Kolashin, where the latter
were the losers.

The diplomatic situation offers the eventuality
of a threatened occupation of Servia by Austria,
in case that principality joins in the war. It is
reported that a convention bas been entered into
by Servia and Roumania for joint action against
Turkey. The British Ambassador. Layard, is said
to bave asked the Porte to allow the British
fleet, mow in [DBesica Bay, (off the coast
of Asia near the Strait), to enter into the
Dardanelles. The Czar threatens to attack Egypt,
and England is resolved to defend the Suez Canal.
The most important diplomatie item is a statement
that Lord Odo Russell assured Prince Bismarck
that England would interfere to prevent Russia
from occupying Constantinople. But, this report
may not be reliable. The atrocities committed
by the Cossacks on the Mussulman women of
Bulgaria. after all that was said by the Czar
about the Bnlgarian atrocities of the Bashi
Bazouks, are likely to cause great indignation in
England, and give a new impulse to the war party
there ; while Russian defeats in Asia are calcu-
lated to lessen the prestige of the Russian army
in Europe, and cause a depressing effect upon Lhe
Russian troops operating in Turkey in Europe.
Austiria is reported as ready and willing at any
opportunity to mediate between the belligerents,
and, as matters now stand, either a speedy pence,
or a general war appear to be eventualities, one
or other of which may be brought on the fapis at
any moment.

—At Montreal, Canada, on the 12th of July, on
the occasion of processions in honor of the aniver-
sary, there were riots and blood-shed, one Hackett,
a prow:.gent Orange-man, being killed.

—At Euocador, Central America, June 26th, the
country was devastated by a tremendous voleanic
eruption from Cotopaxi, accompanied by a flood
in the river; there was loss of life and much pro-
perty destroyed.

—Via San Francisco we learn that the recent tidal
wave was not felt at Tahiti at all, but at Nukahiva,
Marquesas group, the water rose and fell sll day,
the greatest rise being 14 feet. Houses and other
property swept away. A remarkable phemomenon
mentioned in convection with the affair is that
it had oot rained on the island for four years,
when it commenced just prior to the tidal wave
and continued to rain heavily for 70 days, wash-
ing away bridges and doing other damage.

cumstances, rose in insurrection, and put to death

their foreign enemies wherever they could strike |

them. It would seem impossible for the Russian
army to carry on & war in Armenia against the
Turk, while a bostile. savage and pitiless popu-

lation in their rear and in such a wild and difficult
countiry as the Caueasus were in full revolt and |
threatening to cut off the communications of the |

Russians with their base of sapplies.

* Unless this or some other reasops other than i

Turkish resistance can be given. the almost utter |
failure on the part of the Russian commuanders |
to continue their march upon the Tarkish cities,
citadels and armies, is not easily explained. They
crossed the frontier and made decided progress
for some time, and the Turkish commander re-
treated before the Rassian advance until his gov-
ernment called upon him for an explanation. He
was reported as reqnesting that he should not be
pressed for explanations just then, as he bad
formed plans which would lead to decided wvic-
tories and dcomfiture of the enemy. At the time,
this sounded like bombast and a plea to be let '
dowpn epey: Bat it has proved trne. Whether a |
part of those plsns hinted at by him was the ex-

citing of insurreotions in the Russian rear, is not
