The opportunity Las just been afforded us to do
what we sl.all shortly describe as historical jus-

tice. Much has been written in the past for and
against the American Missionaries who came to
these islands iir&t in 1821, and subsequently in
detachments (or reinforcements) down to 1847 ;

but it must be admitted by even those least
friendly to them, that they gained, and continued
to hold, the respect and even the love of the peo-

ple among whom they came of that generation,
let us say. But the Hawaiian has since learned
that the " haole " the foreigner is too often a

fraud and if possible something worse. A native
man yesterday related to us a circumstance that
made us blush for our country while at the same

time our blood boiled with indignation at the
meanness. A newly arrived foreigner lodging in
a native's premises, and, representing to the un-

suspecting man that he h.id a lot of money depos-

ited with the CWul, did " the poor native
out of not only his rent but fifty dollars of bor-

rowed money, which was obtained in small sums
from time to time. It is unfortunate that our
statutes affjrd iu means whereby a criminal of
this sort whose act injures many more than his
simple victim may be brought to justice.

It is becoming patent to us that the discussion
on the Sunday Law is assuming a phase to
judge from the inspirations of the (iazetle, in
which the honor of God, and the due observ-

ance of the Lord's day, have much less to do
than the personal feelings and passions of the
disputants. Hence, we shall individually retire
from all further recriminations on so solemn a
topic, in the hope that the Legislature will find a
preventive remedy, if needed, for any desecration
of the Sabbath, without doing violence to the
liberty of the subject.

The Gazelle's article on our Sunday Laws "
may be taken as a fair sample of the inspiration
which falls upon the seers of that oracular jour-
nal. The difficulty is to decide whether the
writer is ventilating his own opinions and theo
ries, or expressing those of the supporters of his
journal, on this important question. We hardly
think that any very numerous body of this com
munity can really be got to endorse the 6ix sec-

tions so categorically laid down by the writer in
the Gazelle, as an exposition of their views on
tho legislatorial aspect of enforced Sabbatic ob
servance. At all events, we can lully appreciate
the real difficulties which our legislators will
have to encounter, when called upon to consider
the present condition of our law on the obser-
vance of Sunday, after perusing the remarks on
this subject of the organ of one section of this
community, always supposing that the said re-

marks are not the mere hallucinations of an ex-

perimental theorist, who tries to palm off some
idea of his own coinage or a vapid rehash of old

ones, as the echo of public opinion. We feel great
curiosity to learn the suggestions which our con-

temporary has promised to make, next week, to his
fortunate readers on the amendments to be in-

troduced into " Our Laws," by our
legislators, if our oracular contemporary con-eide- rs

them 44 desirable and expedient."

DINNER by the AMERICAN MINISTER.

General Comly entertained a rartj of gentle-
men on the evening of Monday, November 19, at
the Hawaiian Hotel, among whom were many
of the elite of our city. Ills Majesty of course
was the guest of the evening, and without men-
tioning, as has our contemporary the Gazelle,
the names of everybody who was present on the
pleasant occaeion, we are enabled to give more
fully than did that journal, a report of the
speeches made on the somewhat noteworthy even-

ing to which we refer.
After the regular courses had been removed,

ihc toasta of the evening were proposed, and
duly responded to, in the order as follows :

" His Majesty the King." Said Dr. J. M.

Smith, Minister of the Interior and Acting
Minister of Foreign Relations :

Mit. Misisteii: I have the honor to acknowl
edge, hi tuc name ot Mis Majesty, tbe toast pro
posed by you, ana just lianored by your guests, the
geulemcu here present. Accredited to this country
us you are, ny a near ana iiienuiy 1'ower, liis Maj
jestr views tbe commencement of your official rcsi
deuce with high regard, and allow nie to hope, as
this residence leniiiciis irorn tiays into months,
and months into years, that it may become incrcas
nmly atrieeable and pleasant to you, and that as
you become more intimately acquainted with our
atfair, you will find reasons to foster, strengthen
and enlarge I lie inenaiy relations which Lave so
happily subsisted between our respective countries

e, as a Government, are happv to welcome you
to our shores, and propose to meet you on all ques
tions which may arise, and all discussion which
may come up. in the most frank and cordial spirit.
and I may add for myself personally, and for my
fellow residents of these Islands, that we are happy
to welcome you Here, to our Homes ana lamilies,
to our social circles, and to those intimate relations
of neighbor and friend, which when sympathetic
and true, tend to make lite cnceriul, bright and
azreeahle.
"Gentlemen The present occasion, as well as the

toast which I shall shortly have the honor to pro
pose, makes It proper that 1 6nould advert to the
couutry which His Excellency has come hither to
represent, and which in the course of events has
become our nearest neighbor. Tbe time was, iu
the not far distant past, when the United States was
as far from us, commercially speaking, as England,
or France, or Germauy when the little commerce
we had with all these countries found its way to or
from us by the long and tedious route via Cape
Horn: wheti the Hawaiian islauds, socially and
commercially, were but as specks on the broad ex-

panse of the distant Pacific Ocean. These Islands,
to the view of the merchant and the citizen of New
Bedford, were but a group to be reached after long
and patient voyaging, profitable only as consum-
ing a small amount of iroods, useful as a stopping
place lor cruising ships, or interesting as affording
an illustration of the triumph and conquering power
of Christianity.

But the inarch ol events nave wondcrlully changed
all this. He would have been a bold prophet who,
thirty years ago, should have ventured to predict
what has actually came to pass wuo euouiu nave
moved the United States from the Atlantic to the
Pacific board, aud have settled on tbe same a large.
thrifty aud vigorous population. Yet this miracle
has been accomplished. When the marvellous an-
nouncement was made to the people of the Eastern
Luitcd States that on the facinc Mopes or tbe
Sierras gold might be had for the picking of it up
from the soil, a mighty wave of emigration flowed
across tbe Isthmus of Panama rushed in a steady
torreut across the plains aud the Kocky Mountains

welled up from bouth aud North and spread out
upon the plains, bills and valleys of California, until
as it were in a day, villages, towns and cities sprang
- - . - i ...... i . . : o . . .lino existence, uuuuiuua auu nen uiuuutu cua's
were formed ou soil which, forcenturics, bad hardly

tbe foot of human beings, and iu an incredibly
short time we viewed the lair form of American
Liberty and American institutions seated ou the
summit of tbe Sierras, her feet laved by the blue
waters of tbe Pacific, and her eyes turned to the
peoples of the Occident.

By this march westward tne united Mates moved
4000 miles nearer .waii commercially, more than
100 days nearer and stretched out to us a helping
hand, opening for us a new vista of commercial en
terprise and the profitable exchange of products.
This march has placed at our command an available
market: it has giveu to us more than a million ol
people as consumers of the tropical products of our
soil, and the commercial prosperity of Hawaii has
become intimately connected w ltu tne prosperny ot
the Pitt-ib-

c States.
I remember years ago that Gen. Miller, the then

British Consul lieneral, was accustomed to speak
of tbe commerce of Hawaii as bounded ia expan-
sion, to Honolulu becoming the entrepot for British
and American goods, which, finding their way into
the Pacific via Cape Horn, should Irom this port be
distributed to the inhabitants of the Spanish &Dd
Northwest Coast. This was not a large prospect.
but what do we see now ? Honolulu not an entre-
pot merely of a petty trade, but the bait-w- ay bouse

tions, must continue to extend their warmest sympathies and
encouragement to a people who have just so emphatically and
decidedly demonstrated their allegiance to Republican Insti-
tutions.

And now, gentlemen, if yru will allow me still further to
trespass on your good nature. 1 will ask you to till your
glasses, as by permission I have tbe honor to propose the
health of our Host General Comly, Minister Resident of the
United States, and hoping that the friendly relations that
have marked the intercourse between his predecessors and the
Commissioner of France may be perputuated during his
administration, I give you his very good health.

" Hawaiian Commerce ; a healthy infant of
excellent parentage and Great Expecrations."

When 1 see around me solid merchants of Honolulu, w ho
for twenty-Os- e years, more or less, have carried on the com-
merce of this country, it is no aflectation in me to hesitate to
respond to so responsible and practical a sentiment, as the
Commerce of the Hawaiian Inlands, liut 1 accept the duty as
an official matter. As to our host's remarks lhat the Attorney
General, as a lawyer, is supposed to be always ready to speak
on any matter, 1 know that lawyers are often supposed to be
always ready for impromptu speeches on any subject, and to
feel hurt if they are not called on to make them. This is all a
delusion. My own experience is that, a lawyer off his usual
track is no belter speech-make- r for being a lawyer. Take the
men around any dinner table, w ho are expecting to make
speeches. See whether the lawyer, physician or merchant
will make tbe least effort to look as if be were not thinking
over what he is to say, or who will appear most in his element
when be is up. The line will not lie drawn by the profession
or calliDg, but by the man himself. For myself, I confess to a
feeling on such occasions, like that of the soldier wheu he is wail-
ing to be ordered into action. He hears tbe musketry and can-
nonading at the front, and feels that sensation of yone-nes- s,

described by the words ' 1 want to go home." 1 appeal to
you, Sir, as a lawyer and a brave sollier, if that is not the
feeling. 1 ask any sympathizing friends here if they don't
recognize it.

Lawyers however are interested ia commerce. They do
not, as some say, flourish and gloat over other's misfortunes,
but prosper best when every one prospers.

In this country, we are all interested particularly in com-
merce with the United States, and as a member of the Govern-
ment, I am happy to hear from His Excellency the United
(States Minister Resident, his publicly expressed sentiment in
favor of that great motive power for national prosperity. 1

lake it as an omen which augurs well for his official action.
As long Sir. as you hold your high office here, and I hope it
will be long, I regard this sentiment of yours as an assurance,
that so far as your duty will consistently permit, you will do
all you can to foster, protect and promote our international
commerce for the benefit of both countries. In so doing, you
shall have the full of His Majesty's Government.

As you have called on me rather unexpectedly, and have
said that after this, the last " regular " volunteer toasts are
in order, I take the liberty to propose "The Merchants of San
FrancUco.
