Travels of four Women of the Kingsmill
Group of Islands.

We glean the following curious narrative from
the Australian and Hong Kong journals :

The French bark Daphne was on a voyage lately
from the South Sea Islands to Hong Kong. One
day a boat was sighted, and wa3 found to contain
four women. They were found to be almost

A
Daphne, whose French was equally as incompre- -

hensible to them. However, the benevolent Cap
tain took every possible care of them on board,
and upon bis arrival at Hongkong, banded them
over to the French Consul. The French Consul
transferred them to the British authorities, who
ultimately sent them to Sydney, in Australia.
They arrived at that port, towards the end of last
September, and the local authorities humanely
took charge of the poor creatures. An " Oriental
linguist " declared them to be natives of Borneo,
and i probably members of a tribe of sea gipsies.1
We should like to know the name of this erudite

Oriental Linguist." He also advised the author
ities to send the poor women to Singapore, but
fortunately his advise was not followed, for a Por
tugese sailor declared that they were South Sea

Islanders, and advised the Sydney authorities to

send for Captain Fairclough, of the Marine Board,
who spoke the South Sea Island tongues. Accord
ingly, the Captain was called and had a conversa
tion with the four women, whom he found to be
natives of the Island Miana, or HalFa Island, in
the Kingsmill group. Their story appears to have
been this : They were carried out to sea in the
boat from which ihey were picked up by the Cap
tain of the Daphne: some men and children who
were also in the boat died of starvation : the
women eked out their existence on some roots
which were in the boat. The Sydney Morning
Jlerakl thus concludes tueir story

' They were placed under the care of a consta
ble, and conveyed to the Hyde Park Asylum, and
as they passed torougu tne siae streets they at
tracted a good deat or attention, iney were
neatly dressed in Chinese costume, and looked
perfectly contended and happy as they revealed
their snowy teeth, and their copper-colore- d faces
were covered wun smiles as they gazed on passers- -
by ; they were not particularly handsome, although
one oi their number was rather comely, and in
general their appearance conveyed the impression
that they were North-America- n Indian squaws,
their long LlacK lank hair considerably helping
that idea. They will be protegees of the New South
Wales Government until means arises for convey
ing them to the homes lrom which they have
travelled hundreds of miles in such a novel
manner."

We hope that Her Majesty Queen Victoria will
seud them a present, before they return to their
native Islands of the Sunny Southern Seas. Truly,
the Providence of God is often very wondrous.

The Awful Danger of Soap.

THE CONSTERNATION A WET TSAR OF IT CREATED

Some people are aversed to tlio use of soap,
and it may come of rt conviction on their part
that soap is dangerous.

He says, ar is not
what it's cracked up to be. I'm going home if

can t ever get a chance to sit down a minute.
There was mutiny and dissatisfaction all around.
and, of course, here came the enemy pestering
us acam, two hours more than two hours

before breakfast, and nobody wanted to turn
out at that hour. I detached one of my aids,
and sent him to the brigadier, and asked him to
assign us to a district where there wasn't bo
much bother going on. He sent back an indig-
nant message. He said ; ' Stay where you are
this time, or I will court martial and hang the
whole of you. Said the orderly sergeant : If
Tom Harris wants the enemy, let him come here
and get him. I haven't got any use for my
share. Who's Tom Harris, any way, that's put- - cn
iing on eo trills? 1 knew him when he
wasn't anything but a telegraph operator. Gen-
tlemen, you can do as you choose. As for me,
I've got enough ol this sashaying round. So off
goes my war paint. You hear me? The whole
regiment said; 'That's the talk for us.' Sa
then and there, on the my brigade dis-
banded itself." '
