The sawe
anuthority asserts that the Porte will communicate
the Russian terms to the rest of FEurope, threat-
ening to accept any terms which may be imposed
if left without support.

A later report eays that an official announec-
ment has been publizhed in Constantinople stat-
ing that if negotiations fail, everything has been
prepared for defense to the Just extremity, and
advises the inhabitants to be ealin; but notwith-
standing this assurance the excitement is hourly
increasing, and a general panic prevails, A Pera
correspondent (Londun, Jan. 23), is informed
that the Pence Dclegates are instructed to make
peace on any terms, £o a8 to gtop the enemy’s ad-
vance. Inflammatory placards were distribu ted
throughout Stamboul all day Monday (21st.)

for Honolulu. Passed out of the northwest passage
and at noon epoke the whaling bark Normwan of New
Bedford, 81 days from Honelalu,

The winds and currents in the Gilbert Islands
were entirely changed this year (1877) from their
usunl courso, st least the oldest trader here says that
for fifteen years Le has not seen so moch westerly
winds or rain, and the currents which have usunlly
been westerly were this yoar 14 to 2 knots eastorly,
Through the Marshall and Carcline [elands found
po current this year; usually the carrent smonget
these islands is easterly.

Had fine weather and a good ruo up to Thursday
the 24th, Iat 29° N long 170° E. erc we took o
heavy westerly gale, which lasted four days and »
half; we run in it 800 miles; lay to the last 16 hours,
The wind blow in the squalls almost a hurricane.
The remaloder of the passage we had fine weather,
and arrived in Honolula Feb 0, 80 days from Bon-
abe, and 235 for the round trlx 80 ends the
