Tux decrease of the aboriginal population of
these Islands has been the theme of writers for
many years, and some bave gone &0 far in the
expression of their views as to predict the entire
extinction of the purely Ilawaiian race in the
firet half of the coming century. Among the
writers who have published their opinions on
this point we will mention the Jate Mr. Wyllie,
who beld the portfolio of the Foreign Office from
1844 to 1B05—a period of over twenty years,
That gentleman, after a carcful and diligent
comparison of the ratio of birthe and deaths for
a series of yecars as shown by the somewhat im-
perfect census returns of tweonty-five years ago,
and from such other sources of information ns
he could procure, and taking into the computa-
tion the various subjects bearing upon the social
customs and general health of the people, gave it
es his firm conviction that but a bandful of the
native people would be left in 1925, if, in fact,
they were mot entirely extinct. We may well
ask, were the grounds for such a prediction well
founded ?

At the rate of decrease going on in Mr.
Wyllie's day, such a hypothesis appeared reason-
able, and the blotting out of the Hawaiian race
seemed but a question of lime measured by a
few short years; but there are now indications
to be observed, dimly, it may be, that the tide
of desolation is about to be stayed, that it will
soon take a turn, and that the doom so often
predicted will be averted from the original inha-
bitants of the land. It 18 asserted with consi-
derable confidence, that in certain districts the
birthe are beginning to exoced the deaths, and |
should this happy turn of affuirs extend through- |
out the Kingdom, all the fears so often expressed
will prove to have been without proper grounds,
or that eaving causes which did not exist at the

Let each of us do all in cur power
to remove whatever abstructions we may observe
in the way of the tide apparently now so bap-
pily tarning in the right direction, and the sad
forebodiogs and gloomy predictions we have so
often read and heard will soon becowe a thing of
the past and be forgotten. Whatever may be
the fate of aboriginal populations in other lands
when brought in contact with a higher plane of
givilization, we think it can be shown lwrc,l
under the above-expressed conditions, that
the apparent anomaly will not hold good ; but
that, on the contrary, Christianity and Civiliza-
tion wiLL preserve the MHawaiian race [rom
extinction.

Religion, Civilization and Humanity have |
seen the process of decay going on for years
now, thatthe matter scems to be mending, let
them arouse, and spare no effort to make amends
for the apathy of the past! The path of duty
is plaio ; let there be no hesitation to enter upon
it and walk in it until the broad plains and
fertile valleys of these Islands shall teem with
population, as in the days of Cook—one hundred
years ago—a population of pative Hawaiisos
of a new geveration, whose blood has had new
infusion from the ancient stock of India !

In conclusion, it is well to give the following
statements, believed to be correct : The present

pulation of Honelulu is about 15,000 ; num-
B‘:r of children in schools 1,500 ; the barths for
some years in this district have exceeded the
deaths, sand the same is said to be the case in
various other districts. We hope ere long, to
give some interesting slatistics on this subject
from a reliable source.

The bunch is not large, but the berries are perfeot,
of uniform size, and real beauties, The vines are of
the Isabella variety., [t seems (o us that there must
be many localities, nt the heads of the numerous
villeys which run up foto the mountaios on all the
slande, where there is uo lack of necessary molsture,

and healthy fruit. Any excess of production beyond
demand could be easily cured into raisine, for which
there would be no dificulty in finding & market for
all we might bave to spare. A little effort sand dis-
crimination are all that is necessary to make grape
culture s profitable industry. Will not the native
Journals bring the subject before their readers?

Tur Carnioure Caruwonar,—The alteratious snd
improvements (o this ebarch, to which we alluded
lost week, have been on & most extensive sosle,
and bhave added wery largely to the fioe appearance
of ite interior. We have only room to give the
followiog brief particalars: A new roof raleed
peveral feet has replaced the old one ; the whole
