William Cullen Bryant.

he death of this illustrious poet and journal-
ist calls for more than a passing notice. and we
keenly realize and acknowledge that it creates
a void in the literary circles of the age that eau-
not be easily or readily Glled. The influence
of bis writings upon modern literature, has been
very marked and decided. Many of bis poetical
works been translated iolo foreign lap-
guages, and, although translations generally
fail to give the epirit of the original,
always been much admired.

The illness which ended Mr. Bryant's life
commenced on the 20th of May, the resultof an
accident while he was returning bome from Cen-
tral Park. in New York City, where be khad given
an address upon the occasion of unveiling the
bust of Mazzini. For several days he seemed to
be getting better, but a change for the worse
was soon observed, ard on Wednesday morning.
June 12, he gently breathed bis last, aged eighty-
three yvears and seven mounths.

Mr. Bryant was born in the village of Cum-
mington, Mass., on the 3d of November, 1794,
He published his first book in 18085, when hie was
years old. It was entitled the “Em-
a satire upon the political situation as
he wrote.
