Ix view of the fact that every arrival from San
Francisco brings o new accession to our popula-
tion of mavk Chinese, we feel it our daty, as
public journalists, and as supporters of Hawaiian
pationality and independence, to repeat with
cvery issue our solemn protest against this
erying evil. The Hawaiians, it had been said
for years, were a doomed race, gradually but
surely going to extinction, alter the manner of
the Tasmaoians. But recently, greatly to the
encouragement of the friends of the race, it was
ascertained by reliable statistics thati the former
rapid decrcase was stayed, and that in most of
the Islands the births were about equal to the
deaths. Thus, it was thought, and with reason,
that in the battle between civilization and bar-
barisis-—between the two doctors—the patient
had a chance for life on the side of the former.
Very unfortunately, however, just at this eritical
waLe Chinese element comes in,
whereby the chances of the aboriginal Hawaiian
to much longer exist on his own soil are infini-
tesimally reduced.

The troubles that must sooner or iater result to
P all concerned—the native Ilawaiians and the for-
cign residents, including the plavters themselves
—from the immigration of wmale heathen Mon-
golians from Califoroia, 1s a subject which we
intend to keep before the people so long s we
bave the car of the publie through the press; or
until IIis Majesty in Privy Council shall decree
the necessary measures to put a stop to the im-
pendiog public disaster—which sction would be
clearly authorized under the Constitution.

Aside from the humbug of Kearney—with

Bat aince the time of Howard, |
who became a martyr to his philanthropy in
prison reform, public opinion in Europe and
America has been frequently directed to the con-
dition of the prisons, and the idea has become
more generally entertained that humanity, even
at its worst stage, is susceptible of reform, and
that the object of penal laws should be, not
vengeance, but restraint and amendment. This
view of the matter of course includes the ques-
tion of capital punisbment for the crime of |
murder, and we here hazard the opinion that the
civilized world is fast approaching the belief that
““ the worst use you can put a man to is to hang
him.™

Of late years there bave been held ¢ Interna-
tional Penitentiary Congresses,”’ notably one at
London in 1872, and in August of the present year
at Stockholm, in Sweden. We reprint herewith
the official report of the latter,—for which, to-
gether with the address of the honorary Presi-
dent of the Congress, Dr. E. C. Wines,—we are
indébted to the courtesy of Gewneral Comly, U.
S. Minister Resident at Honolulu. We regret
that our epace will not permit of our copying
extensively from the very interesting address,
which esuecinctly reviews the penal systems of
all Europe and America. The Hawaiian Islands
are mentioned,—Marshal Parke having sent a
carefully prepared report to the Congress. The
writer is however decidedly in error in speaking
of the Hawaiians, even when be was yet a boy,
as ‘‘savages of the lowest type.” They had
noble traits of character when first visited by
Captain Cook, and were far in advance of the
inbabitants of New Holland or even of the
islands of numerous otber groups in the Pacific.
Dr. Wines eays: *‘The Hawaiian Islands,
whose people when I was a young man in college,
were still savages of the lowest type, now form

a Christian nation, whose government has sent a J

THE INTERNATIONAL PENITENTIARY CONGRESS.

The thonght hss become fact, and the congrosa of
Stockholm has passed into history. It is too soou to
judge it; posterity must do that; but at least a rough ap-
preciation may be ventured.

The number of members in attendance was 206, of
whom 60 were official — 45 delegated by supreme govern-
ments, and 15 by governments without sovereign powers,
The rest were chiefly persons connected with the ad-
ministration of the pensl, reformatory and preventive
institutions of thelr respective countries; but there was
also present a considerable nnmber of specialists, invited
because of their eminence in penitentisry science.
Three-fourths of the prisons of Europe are in the hands
or under the control of the members of the congress of
Btockholm; a great fact, and full of hope for the future
of prison reform. No aecumenical ecclesiastical council
was ever drawn from regions more broad or points more
distaut than this ccumenical penitentiary council of
Stockholm. Iteland and Nova Scotia were its limitson
the north ; cape Horn and the cape of Good Hope on thwe
sonth;: Japan and New Zealand on the east; aud the Sand-
wich Islands on the west.

The congress was, preeminently, n working body. In
a life of three score years and ten, I have never hefore
seen 50 much good work done in so short a time.

The signsl ability of it members appeared in all the

debates, but particularly in the remarkable readiness and
skill, shown by the gentlemen appuinted to report to
the general assembly of the congress on the questions
discussed by the sections. The clearnéss and force with
which each epitomized the discussion, elucldated Its
polints, and formulated the conclusions, waa somothing
marvelous,

The god fellowship of the congress was one of its
marked featares. No doubt differences of opinion were
developed, and each orstor maintained his own views
with esrnestness, often with warmth; but no ripple of
ill feeling, no intemperance of speech, no personsl irri-
tations disturbed, for a moment, the tranquil current of
the proceadings.

About fifty reports were sent to the congress by govern-
ments in reply o questions sddressed to them by the per-
manent commmision. The informatior so communicated,
ix large 1o extont, and of & most {nteresting character

Papers were addressed to the congress on all the
phases of the penitentiary question fwhich were excellent
their yiew and
the force of their srguments,

The works contributed deserve special mention both
for their number and their ability. The titles slone
wonld fill many sheets, and the books themselves would
form a respectable library of penclogical literature.

But the conclusions adop by the congress form the
gravamen of its work. By them it must stand or fail
It is precisely here that the congress §s strong.

The hospitality of Stockholm knew no limits,
the duration of the congress. It has already been men-
tioned that the King gave a right royal banquet to it
The municipality of Stockholm give another; and the
Swedish delegates two. Mr. Almguist, director gemeral
of the penitentisary sdministeation, gave a dinnerand a

and princely hosts the order of the night, as work was,
by the will of the congresa, of the day.

If the congress of Stockholm is welzhed by the dill-
gence, zeal, and energy, with which it worked, it must be
pronounced the peer of any that ever assembled  if by the

abreast of any senate io the world.

in company, but leaning over the side of the ship, iu the
morning, with your sleeves tucked up to your
with your teeth, and sucking the abundant juice.

Mrs. Brassey does not tell us what Mr. Brassey,
the owner, (**Tom,’* as, he is familiarly called
throughout the book) or Captain Leckey thought
when, in aaswer to the sigonal for a pilot off the en-
trance of Hilo Bay, a man put off in & boat, who in-
formed them that he knew the entrance to the har-
bor, but that the proper pilot had gone to Honolula
on a pleasure trip. '

Having arranged mutters for a trip to the voleano,
the party went lor a siroll *“ among neat houses and
pretty garders, to the suspension-bridge— |

“Dver the river, followed by & crowd of girls, ali
decorated with wreaths acd garlands, and wearing almost
the same dress that we had seen at Tahiti—s colored
long-sleoved loose gown reaching to the feet. The natives
here appear to sffect duller colors than those we have |.
Iately sn accustomed to, lilse, drab, brown, and other
dark prints being the favorite tints. Whenever I stopped |
to look st a view, one of the girls wonld come behind wme
and throw a lei of flower# over my head, fasten it round
my neck, and taen run sawsy laughing, to a distance, to
judge of effect. The consequence was that, before the
end of our walk, I had about a dozen wreaths, of varions
colors and lengihs, hanging roand me, till 1 felt slmost |
as if T had » fur tippet on, they made me so hot; and yet
I did not take them off {or fear of hurting the poor girls’
feelings."

The fair sutioress’ relation of her experience in
visiting the maiket at the early hour of 5 o'clock in
the morning, will awaken a sympathizing emile in |
stre mind of thereader.

The twelve psges which Mrs. Drassey devotes to
the account of ler visit to the volcano and return,
give a graphic and most interesting description of
the crater of Kilauea; the more acceptable because
she does not indulge in the wild rhapsody of so many
visitors who have preceded her. She trathfally de-
clares that ““a0 words could adequately deseribe
such a scene.”

One point of her experience of the visit we can-
not refrain from giving. The party had retired a
little way from the brink of the crater to breathe the
fresh air, when at times great pieces of the crags
would break off and tumble ** with a crash into the
burnigg lake, only to be remelted and thrown up
anew. I had for some time been feeling very hot
and uncomfortable, and on loocking around the cause
was at once apparent. Not two inches beneath the
surface, the gray lava or which we were standing
and sitting was red-hot. A stick thrust through it
caught fire, and a piece of paper was immediately
destroyed.”” *“ Hot and uncomfortable!”* We
should think so.

Eighteen pages are devoied to Honolulu, in which

the authoress touches upor matters that most ioter- |

est strangers on their first visit to our metropolis.

Mrs. Brasscy speaks of meing what she had often
heard about—a team of twenty oxen towing a ship
into the bharbor, to which she appends a mote in
which it is stated that thestaunch little craft, the
Peie, wae about being haukd up for the purpose of
repairs, and, inadvertently, we presume, wrongly
credits it to the Hawaiian Gazelle instead of the |
ADVERTISER,

The eflorts of the party o get a late dinner at the
Hotel were rewarded withsuccess, after a little dif-
ficulty with the Chinese wiiters, who had begun to
shut up the room and put jut the lights before they
had balf done. The party was a large one, aad an
indignant protest and threstened appeal to the land-
lord brought the Chinamea to their senses, and in-
duced them to grant the diners *¢ half an hour's
law.”’

The forty-one pages in which Mre. Drasscy gives
her impressions of the Ishinds, their scenmery and
people, will be found to be of great interest to our
residents generally, and we do not know where they
can zain & more pleasant evening’s enjoyment than
is to be found in the pages of this beautiful book.

One singular error (and the book is not entirely
free of them) seems to lnve escaped the authoress
as well as the proof-resder. Mrs. Brassey says,
pp. 282-3, that * Thursday, January 11, had no ex-
istence for us, as, in erosing the 180th parallel of
latitude. we have lost a Iny.”
