They were of the Caveudish variety, bulbs of
which were imported by Mr. Ashn from Florida.
Tho editor of the San Diego I'uiou pronounces
them, in richness of flavor, to be ihr finest he had
ever eaten. It is not at all probable, in our
opinion, that the cultivation of this fruit will ever
become a financial success in California, highly
favored as that State is in point of soil and cli-

mate. It is pretty generally believed that the
banana can be grown to perfection only within
the Tropics.

A Leper Hospital The San Francisco Bulletin
says a resolution was adopted in the Board of Super-

visors last evening, directing the Health and Police
and Hospital Committees to erect a hospital on
the ground of the Almshouse, to which all Chinese
lepers found in this city are to be removed until
an opportunity is found to ship them back to
China. It will not do to trifle with this terrible
disease any longer.

Several of them were shipped back to China by
Supervisor Gibbs some time ago. But all the
cases evidently were not reported to him, for there
are st.ill lepers in the city.

We cut it out and laid it upon our table, but
determined to try the remedy. The result has been

as described since we cultivated the wild pepper-

and bound with it, and the rats from my
premises. I have not be;n troubled with one
since, nor am I at present, while my neighbors
have any quantity of then--. I feel confident that
any person who is troubled with these pests could
easily get rid of them by githering a good supply
cf mint and placing it around the walls or base
of their barns."

J2FThere has been recently published an interest-
ing correspondence between the Chinese Embassador
at the Court of St. James, Kno Sung-Ta- o, and the
Foreign and Colonial Minister relating to the subject
cf appointing Chinese Consuls in various portions cf
the British Empire. The Chinese Minister claims
the right to do eo, now that th Chinese Government
has appointed Ministers at Foreign Courts. In re-

ply to the claim, Sir Michael Hicks-Beac- h informs
the Hon. Kno Sung-Ta- o that China has no right to
make such appointments; that she cannot do so by
international law, " because the relations of China
with the rest of the world are not founded on the
amity of nations, but are the result of peculiar and
exceptional treaty stipulations. China, unlike Great
Britain and the other Treaty Powers, has not thrown
open her country to foreigners and to foreign com-

merce, and she can hardly, therefore, appeal to the
example of European nations in applying for the
concession now sought." Is this application the be-

ginning of the opening op of China to the unre-
stricted commerce of the world the beginning of
the internal break'iLg-dow- n cf the whole barriers
which so sedulously excluded the foreigner? If it be
so, the tide of the world will probably soon undergo
a gigantic revolution ;

It teemt
that no one can identify them, or cares to do so, al-

though one or more attempts have been made by the
police to capture them. A prominent Chinese mer-

chant is said to be implicated in the affair, and it
indicted for perjury. Heretofore our experience has
led us to entertain a very high opinion of the pro-
bity and fair dealing of the better class of Chinese
among us, some of whom are good citizens.

Glass in Rute. Some wise-ac-re having affect-

ed to doubt our assertion that ground glass was
used in many instances here ia polishing rice, the
following, from a perfectly reliable correspondent,
is given as confirmatory of our position :

" I have noticed your statement made tht other
day with respect to glass being used in cleaning
rice, and also that some doubt wis expressed by
tome as to whether pieces were left in the rice.
Within the past year I was obliged to purchase a
supply of rice on the island of Hawaii. The dealer
was honest enough to inform me that there was
glass in what he had ; but there being no other,
we were obliged to use that lot or none. Careful
examination was made of each mess before cooking,
and probably an average of half a dozen grains
of glass to each cupful were found. True, they
were mostly polished off, but not a healthy article
of diet any way."

Leases Sold. Pursuant to advertisement In our
last, the leases of sundry government lands in the
district of North Kohala were sold at auction on
Monday last, the 14th inst. These are mostly graz-

A "Scrimmage." Some of the recently arrived
California Chinamen, who profess to know all about
" 'Melican man" and " lynchee," got a lesson
last Thursday week at Hamakua-pok- o on Maui that
will probably satisfy them until they get another
good chance. It seems there was a dozen or so who

made a practice of coming late to work in the field.

The overseer, after repeated warnings, proceeded to
enforce the rule of making up lost time by working

later than the regulation time in the afternoon.
This seemingly equitable arrangement did not suit
these advanced Mongolians, and they resented it by
a personal attack upon the overseer, who, after floor-

ing two or three with his only weapons fists was

compelled to run before a combined attack with hoet.
The foreigners (white men) employed on the planta-

tion, to the number of four or five, were at tupper
in a house a half a mile away, and towards this the
overseer ran, followed by the blood-thirs- ty China-
men with hoes uplifted. The shout for help of the
overseer was promptly responded to by a number cf

'Melican men," who hurriedly came out with their
mouths half full of hash, and at once comprehending
the situation, proceeded to strike from the shoulder.
The scene is said to have been highly amusing not
however to the Chinese, who after being well drub-
bed consented to go to work. Some, it it reported,
got so badly thumped about the eyes that they had
to lay up for a day. Anyhow, fisticuffs are better
than pistols and knives.

Leprosy in San Francisco.

One Dr. O Donnell has been proving to tho
people cf San Franc'sco that leprosy exisU to a

considerable extent among the Chinese ia that
city. Recently he made a statement ia court, in
which he said that he had that morning visited
"China Town " in company with an cScer, and in
one room, 14x10, had found sixteen lepers, six of
whom had escaped ; one had'fallen to pieces when
they took bold of him, and the remaining seven he

had brought to the City Hall with him. In his
opinion, it was better to expose the disease in all
its hideous deformity than to let it flourish in
secret, and he had been doing a meritorious work
in the matter. He claimed, as a citizen, the right
to investigate the sanitary condition of the city,
and was so well acquainted w ith the prevalence of
the plucue that in two hours he could fill the court
room with leper. The fact was well known that
the Supervisors had declared the lepers' quarter a
nuisance, and he wanted to know if he was to be
arrested for exposing it. If it was a crime to im-

part needed information to the people, there
be a provision to that effect in the laws. His in-

tention bad been of the best, and if be bad com-

mitted any crime, the feature ot intent was surely
absent. The case was dismissed.

The Department of State has received a dispatch
from the American Counsul at Hamilton, Ontario,
which says that an American from Ohio, during
the fruit season, has raised on a farm eighteen

miles from Hamilton, five acres of sugar-can- e,

which Is pronounced equal to the best cane grown
in the Southern States, having attained a height of
thirteen feet.

Sir: I have the honor to inform you that the

Government of Victoria purpose holding a Grand
International Exhibition of Arts, Manufactures,
Industries and Raw Products of all parts of the
world in this city, in the mouth of June, lfcSO.

The Exhibition will be opeoed by H. R. II. the
Prince of Wales in person, und great effort will
bejuade to ensure its succet-s- .

The Government of Victoria, denning specially
the friendly of foreign nations in this
great undertaking, have, appointed me, in conjunc
tion with others of the Consular representatives of
the various Powers stationed here, one of tho Com
missioners for the purpose of carrying out the

Letter from Dr. Thompson.

To the Jidilor of the J'acific (krtnmercUd Adcerliner :
Dear Sir : Dr. Rodgers in his excited epistle in

your issue of late date, seems to find a great deal cf
tatihfaction in having found a private letter written
to Dr. Mclvibbin some time since, and ia exulting
over it as though he had found a bonanza; and all
because he thinks be has proved my statement made
ia a previous letter untrue. Ia Lit first epistle, ia
which my name was mentioned, he spoke cf a letter
held by the Secretary of the Queen's Hospital, sod
written by me, which lei me to infer, as it would
any one, that he spoke cf one written by me to the

Committee: and knowing full well that I had not
communicated with them, I wrote cf the only cnt
strictly on the business, which was written to Dr.
Rodgers, (and perhaps it would please him to pub
lish that one while he it in the business).

I did cot consider the letter to Dr. McKibbio, at
I had cot the tlightest idea it had been teen except
ing by himself, and it was without my knowledge
that it had passed into the hands cf the committee
though I am not now sorry that it did. I was
prompted to write the Iett-t-o Dr. MeKilbin, by

the thought that I might be misunderstood in the
position I chose to take, as I could not expect a man
who calls a email minority cf the Physicians in the
Kingiom a large majority would take much trouble
to publish adverse answers to hit voluminous re-

quest, especially when bis large number cf backert
did cot see fit to place their names be&ide bis at its
bottom. If, however, the Doctor would like to tee
the cold comfort contained in my letter to Dr.
McKibbin in print, I don't know as I object if the
Secretary of the Hospital Corporation sees fit to do to.

The Doctor seems to have a chronic desire to doubt
every one's ability but his own, and believes in
strong language to make up for what it lacking in
strong argument, and rather crowds the quantity
where quality is more needed; but he will find after
years cf trial perhaps that it is impossible for a man
to lift himself by hit own pacts. At I wrote Dr.

McKibbin, I do most certainly believe that the Hot-pit- al

War originated in a desire to get tome cf the
crumbs from the table, and Dr. Rodgers must act
with leu suspicion cf " loaves and fishes" before
he can take his stand by the si le of history's great
Philanthropist.

I want Dr. Rodgers to distinctly understand bow-eve- r,

that I do bet intend to fight Dr. McKibbin'a
battles, and though I might fe'-- l tome little pity for

Dr. R., in consequence cf his terrible defeat in a con-

flict where humanity alone was his war cry, yet lean
cot accommodate him, at it is against my best judg-

ment to fight for what little glory there might be in
it. I mast sty though, that it was quite refreshing
to see the Doctor's signature to an article on some

other subject than the Queen's Hospital; and I am
happy that my letter was so effective at a counter
irritant. He has failed in bis cboeen theme to make
a point, it seems to me, either with the profession or
the people, and I would advise him if be wishes to
pursue the subject further to " hire a hall,' and
then he can learn who his supporter! are.

I want it understood that I answer no more com-

munications, at I have no time to watte and think it
impossible to make business a success and at the
same time edit some one else's paper.
