Everybody has notel the fact of the
heavy rains in Honolulu district the past two weeks,
but the results of careful observation by means of
rain guages are something wonderful, and show
that our climate is apparently returning to what it
formerly was at this, the winter season During
the month just pt. the reports show that more
rain has fillen in this district than in the same
period during eleven years List past. The follow-
ing aie the figures, as furnished by an obliging
correspondent :

As
follows 1874, 62. So Inches ; 1875. 30.04 ; 187G,
80 50: 1877.
