Accipext 7o tHE * CITy oF SYoaEY. ' —We are
furnished with the following extract from & letter
(crowded out last week) of a passenger by this
steamer on her last trip to the Colonies. It Ix dated
Auckland, N. Z., Jan. 17th, 1879. *“ We boad a de-
lightful voyage unti] we arrived within four hun-
dred miles of this place, and were anticipating the
bhonor of having made the fastest trip on record,
when at 5 p. m. 11th inst. ibe crank pin of the afier
engine broke, totally disabling the ship, and leav-
ing us to make the best of our way to port under
sail. As long as the wind was fair all went well, but
it soon changed and ecamc dead ahead. A few
minutes observation convinced me thal however
well our ship might steam, she counld not sail. 1
think but few of the passengers realized the gravi-
ty of the situation, as the officers looked cheerful
and did all they could to keep up good spirits, for
the dav ending st noon I14(h jnst. we bad made but
eighty-four miles and not all that in the vight ai-
rection. The pin which broke was a delicate bit
of iron, weighing about three thousand pounds.
From the moment of the break the Chiel Engineer
was bard at work trying to pateh it up. No one
believed that e would succeed, bul at poon l4ih
inst, he got one engine to work, and we proceeded
al the rate of live miles per hour, and arrived here
at midnight 15th inst. The company have charter-
ed a steamer to carry the passengers and mails to

Sydney, and we go on to-morrow.”

“ DIPUTHERIA ; itz nature and Treatment, Vari-
ties, and?!Local Expressions. By Morell Mackenzie,
M. D. London, Senior Physician to the Hospita)
for diseases of the throat and obest, 1870."" This is
the title of & work of 102 pages, recently published.
In o brief review, the London Mail says : “* Within
the compass of o small volume, formiog one of a
ceries of essays on throat diseases, Dr. Mackenzie
has clearly summarised what is known with regard
to the history of diphtheria, and has added to this
summary of his own experiences of its varicties and
of its management. * * ¢ Opn the much de.
bated question of the essential identity of diphtheria
and croup, Dr. Mackenzie expresses a decided opin-
ion that the two affections are in reality the same,
and he defends his position on a variety of grounds,
with signal ability. He took the same view s0
loug ago as in 1868, in his Jacksonian Prize Essay ;
and has since seen no reason to alter his opinion.
His colleague at the Throat Hospital, Dr. Semple,
is also well known for the earpestness wilh which
be has advoeated the same doctrine. Dr. Mackenzie
admits an original difference in the locality invaded
in the two forms of the malady, buvt recognizes
no other difference between them ; and the argu.
ments which he adduces in support of his position,
while they are too strictly technieal for disoussion
in e geoersl newspaper, will be admitted to have
much weight by members of his own profession.”’

FOREICN NEWS.

By the arrival of the P. M. 8. 3. City of New
York on Wednegday evening, we bave San Fran-
cisco Dailivs to the 18th February, and telegra-
phic dates to the 17th. The most important items
of news are o disaster to the British forces in
South Africa, and the pnssage by the U. 8. Senate
of the anti-Chinese bil. We compile n summary :

Loxpox, Feb. 11.—The following communica-

tion bas been received at the Wur Office from Lord
Chelmslord : “ I regret o nave to report n very

disustrous engagement on the 22d of January, be-
tween the Zulus and a portion of No. 3 column
which was left lo guard the camp, about ten miles
in front of Rorke’s drift. The lus came down
in overpowering numbers, and in spite of the gal-
lant resistance by five companies of the frst bat-
talion of the Twenty-fourth regiment, one com-
panyof the second battalion of the Twenty-fourth
regunent. two gans, two rockel-tubes, 164 mounted
men and about 800 natives, they overwhelmed
them. The camp, containipg all the surplus am-
munition and t{ransport of Nb. 8 ecolumn, was
taken, and but-few of its defenders escaped. Oar
lose, I fear, must be set down at 30 officers and
about 500 non-commissioned officers, rnank and fle
of the Tmperial troops, and 700 non-commissioned
officers, rank and I]E.'. of the Ceolonial troops. It
would seem that the troops were enticed away from
their camp, as ihe action took place about a mile
and a quarter oulside of it., The remainder of
Colonel Glyn’s column reoccupied the camp after
durk the same night, having been with me twelve
miles away, all day. On the following morning
we arrived at Rorke’s drift, a post which for
twelve bours hoad been attacked by from 8000 to
4000 Zulus. Its defense, by some eighty men of
the Twenty-fourth regiment, was most gallant.
Three hundred nnd sevenly bodies lay close
around the post. I compute the Zulu loss at one
thonsand bere alone. At the camp where the dis-
aster oceurred, the logs of the enemy is computed
at over 2600. Colonel Pearson, commanding No.
1 column, bad been atiacked, but he repulsed the
Zulns." "It is reported that the guns were spiked
before they were captlured.

Summonses were issued (his morping for a
Cabinet couneil to delibrate oa the reverses to the
Dritish troops in Zula land, and at the meetin
this afternoon it was decided to immediately send
six battalions of infantry, two regiments of
cavalry, two batleries of artillery, a company of
Engineers, threc companies of the Arm gervlcc
Corps and a company of the Army Hospital Corps
to reinforce Lord Chelmsford.

Loxpox, Feb. 11.—The Zimes, commenting on
the news from Cape Town, says: ¢ It would be
useless Lo deny either the sadness or the extreme
gravity of the catastrophe. Whether there was or
was not any want of vigilance on the part of our
own foree, it is clear the Zulus are even more for-
midable than our military authorities expected
them to be.  We now know how large a lorce they
can mass al one point. Sad as the loss of our
troops is, still graver is the peril which must arise.
With our defeat the Zulus will be emboldened, and
colonists will be exposed to fresh and formidable
dangers. 1o these circumstances (he duty of the
Government cannot admit of the slightest doubt,
and it i, to =end ample relnforcements to the
Cape without the necdless delay of a single hour.

Loxpox, leb. 17.—Later telegrams from Ma-
deira give news fiom Pietermaritzburg, Souib
Africa. It is stated that at 9 o’clock on the morn-
ing of the 27th of January, Lord Chelmsford was
at Maritgburg in confercoce with Sir Bartle Frere,
All was quiét at (be front, and the fecling was
mucy ealmer, The Zulus had been repulsed from
a fort on the Lower Tugela. The report that Lord
Chelms=ford retired upon Helpmaknar is nnfound-
ed. Captain Stafford and Lieutenant Davieas, of
the Natal contingent. who escaped [row the dis-
aszter at Col. Glyn’s camp, speak highly of the con-
dnet of all engaged. and the gourage and firmness
of the native contingent, thus disposing of the re-
port of mutiny and massacre of officers by native
eoldiers.

The Tinies says it is probably that a brigude of
all arins will be despaiched from India to rein-
force Lord Chelmsford. The Filty-zeventl Fool
will leaye wolombo, Ceylon, to-morrow, and may
be expected at Port Durban, Nantal, Maroh 10th,
In the meantime, Lord Chelmsford has slready
been reinfareed by one company and 80 men of
the Eiglth Reglment from St Helena, and by 300
men of the seeond battallon of the Fourth from
Cape Town. This will bring up bis infantry force
{o nearly the same strength that it was prior to
the disaster of the 224 ult.

February 15.—The U. 8. Senate passed the
House Anti-Chinese Bill, with the following
amendment :

Sec. 6. That this aet shall not apply fo persans
officially connected with the Chinese govérnment,
or any embazsy thereof, or fo persons rescued
from shipwreck during the voyage of and by the
vessel secking o barbor in stress of weatber within
the jurisdietion of the United States, or to persons
who may only seek a temporary residence for
educational purpescs, and who shall have a ceril-
ficate from the Clhinese government for that pur-
poRe.

Blatne, ealled altention to the fuct that the pend-
ing bill does not apply to Chinese now in this
conptry, ar inlerfere with their full myateciion. bai

is only designed to prevent the influx of hardes of

non-assimilating coolie laborars, whereas the negro
race bas heen among ns for nine gencrutions und
bas sssimilated with us from the beglnning.
Blaioe also replied to Hamlin's remark about labor
saving machines, and shbowed a vital difference
in their effect upon the condition of white labor-
ers and that of Chivese competition, He painied
ont the fact that the bistory of tWo and a balf con-
turies bas shown that the Invemtion of lbor-sav-
ing machinery, advanees the condition and the
pay of free labor. He again asserted that Con-
gress in deciding that the Chineso shonld not be
admitted to naturalization bad practically doclared
their immigration is not desirable, and be reiterat-
ed bis argument that the presence of large nnm-
bers of people in our midst who canuet begome
citizens is highly dangerouns to our instifutions.

New York, Feb. 17.-—=A letter from Willlam
Lloyd Garrison, published this morning, says of
Blaine's course on the Chinese bill : The reasons
sdvanced by bim are sush as were formerly urged
by some agaipst fveely allowing the Irish to come
to thi=s country, and against emancipating the
Southern slave population, and agaiust Izbor-sav-
ing machinery, as reducing the wages of the labor-
ar.
