On the departure or the
King from the shore and also on bis return, both
the Opal and the Triumph manned yards and
fired royal salutes, the chip being dreeeed with
flags in bonor of the occasion. The Royal party
were received by the Admiral and his officers
with marked respect and most cordial hospitality,
and spent a considerable time in examining the
noble ship, which is one of the latest style of
England's formidable ironclads. They were en-
tertained with a drill, first of the marines and
afterwards of the seamen, and His Majesty by
invitation performed the operation of firing
simultaneously by electricity, five of the twelve
tons guns. The party also witnessed the explo-
sion of a torpedo, one of the smaller size, out
which threw the water to a surprising height.
After partaking of lunch with the Admiral and
bis officers. His Majesty and suite returned to the
shore, highly pleased with their visit to the
flag-shi- p.

On Tuesday evening following tho King's visit
to the Triumph, many of tho good people of
Honolulu were surprised and delighted by the
exhibition from that ship of the wonderful
electric light, of which we Lad read and beard,
but which few of our citizens had ever seen.
For nearly two hours the brilliant illumination
was continued, by tarns exhibiting with wonder-
ful distinctness the mountains and valleys, the
cocoannt groves of Waikiki, the shipping in
port and the buildings of the city. The light
was so brilliant that a person standing on the
side of Punchbowl about two and-a-ba- lf miles
from the ship read a pencil memorandum
without difficulty. As the exhibition bad not
been generally announced beforehand, but com-
paratively few of our residents enjoyed the novel
sight, while many who casually noticed from
their embowered verandahs tho unusual light
that now and again flashed around, supposed
that it was distant lightning.

The Discrs?ioN, pro and con, on the question
of makiog the attempt to get a supply of immi-
grants as laborers and settlers from British East
India has been going on for over a month past,
in the newspapers, in public meetings and in
private circles, statements and counter state
ments have been made and authorities quoted as
to the desirability or the contrary of tho cool res
as immigrants, and neither ride is convinced.
But we think the weight of public opinion is to
the effect that the apparent difficulties in the
way of getting the uteired immigrants men and
women from British India are such as will not
warrant the undertaking. But there is a very
respectable minority who are of opinion that the
difficulties have been exaggerated, and that an
effort ought to he made by applying directly to
the government of British India. There is cer
tainly some degree of plausibility in this view,
notwithstanding the discouraging nature of the
reports obtained from official sources in London ;
and as was suggested by as in a recent issue, the
expense need not be very great for those who
believe the experiment desirable, to select and
Bend as Special Commissioner to the Indian Gov
ernment to whom he 6hould be duly accredited

er

person to ascertain and report fully, as to wheth
er, in the first place, the Indian Government will
allow the coclies to emigrate to these Islands
and if so, (the coolies themselves being agreeable)
as to what proportion of females would be ob.

To Hon. Godfrey Rhodes and others.

Wurx the?; Islands were first visited by

European, the natives were found to be a very

industrious people. Agriculture was quite ex-

tensively and systematically carried on. as may

be seen all over the Islands to-da- y in the numer-

ous traces remaining of carefully and laboriously

prepared water courses, and taro, potato and
yam patches, the work of the Hawaiian, of the
past, but which are now deserved and grass-grow- n.

True, the coumtn people were in those
days the serfs of the chiefs, and were compelled
to work iu the fields or fish in the sea for the
lord of tiie manor ; but the labor customs of
sges bad made this a thoroughly industrious
people, and even now the elder men who remain
continue to plod and toil in the taro patches as a
matter of habit. But with the gift of Constitu-

tional liberty under the third Kamehameha and
the grant of free titles to land, the habits of the
people have undergone a radical change. A
third of a century has passed since the system of
serfdom gave place to law and liberty, Rod a new
generation of Hawaiians has come upon ti c
stage. While better educated so far as reading
and writing better clothed and generally better
fed than their ancestors, the men of to-d- ay are
greatly inferior in the valuable qualities of in-

dustry, steadiness and reliability. We do not pro-
pose to enter into the question as to whether the
change fur the worse in the people has been the
direct mult of what might be termed the politi-
cal hot-hou- se treatment to which tbey were sub-

jected, in the gift of liberties and rights which
tbey quite naturally failed to appreciate. It is
sufficient for our present purpose to state the
indisputable fact that this generation of Hawai-
ians, (speaking of course in general terms) arc
sadly lacking in those qualities of industry and
tbrilt which are such important requisites of
national character in order that a people shall
increase and prosper in these respects having
vastly deteriorated IVotu the generation that pre-
ceded them.

According to the census taken in December
last, the native males between the ages of fifteen
end forty numbered 15.MO t - rr--

uuk iSore than one-thir- d of these
are employed as laborers on plantations, or in
other industrial pursuits, and to a very largo ex-

tent it will be found that the remaining two-third-s,

say ten thousand able-bodie- d men, are to
all intents rs. A stranger to our
Isianda and people may ask How do these men
manage to live without employment ? To this
the answer will be, our climate is a mild one, and
in the matter of clothing and shelter a little goes
a great way ; and as to food, those who have any
at all are always ready generously to share it
with those who have none, or who happen along
at meal-tim- e. On such occasions the almost in-

variable remark by the head of a family to a
new-come- r, whether he be an acquaintance or a
stranger, is Kt ai nei rnakou We are eating
and this is equivalent to an invitation to sit down
and dine. There is nothing that a true Hawaiian
would be more ashamed of than an imputation
that be waa mean or stingy in regard to bis food,
and rather than be accused of such a disposition
be will often prefer to go half led bimeclf. Thus
it will be understood in some degree how it is
that so many able-bodi- ed young men whom we
see loafing about can comfortably subsist without
any visible means of support. In this city they
can be seen by scores in the numerous Chinese
tea and coffee shops, or in billiard saloons, or
lolling on the mats in native bouses, passing the
time in card-playi- ng and gossip. In the remote
districts, this class find their recreation in at-
tending drinking bouts of ti root beer or sour
potatoes, and in riding horses about the country.

Now, could these ten tboueand (more or less)
able-bodie- d men be induced to work on sugar
plantations at from $12 to $15 each per month,
the aggregate of their wages would annually
amount to from $140,000 to $180,000; and
allowing that one good band will plant and culti-
vate in cane two and a half acres of plowed land,
the product of which at four tons to the acre
would be worth $1,200, then these ten thousand
men, who now instead of being producers are
leeches, living upon the labor of others, would
be adding about a million of dollars per annum
to tne wealth or tno country, liut wan rare
exceptions they refuse to work on a plantation,
and laugh at the idea. A few are tempted by
the bigb wages paid in Honolulu from $2 to
$2.50 per day to labor about the docks, (for
which a few years ago bnt 50 cents per day was
paid,) and tbey are now demanding higher rates.
Were it not for the moro pressing demand for
imported labor on plantations, there is no doubt
but long ere this our merchants would have em-
ployed gangs of Chinese to do tho work of dis-
charging and loading ships ; and it may yet bo
doae, wfaercby the natives will find when loo late
that by refusing to work except at exorbitant
rates tbey have killed the goose that laid the
golden egg.

It is but simple justice to state, however, that
while tbe picture we bave beic presented is by no
means overdrawn in regard to tho majority of
able-bodi- ed natives between the ages of teea
and forty, yet there are many marked exceptions
to tbe general rule. In some districts on all the

islands there are to be found nativeErincipal
who bave planted patches of cane

more or less extensively, to be manufactured on
shares at neighboring mills, and other? as team-- 1

eters ana plowmen are industrious and tbriity.
Bet the exceptions prove the rule.' .' It has been suggested that if a certain law, that
bas for many years been a dead letter on our
statute book, were vigorously and thoroughly
executed, tbe number of systematic idlers in the
country might be considerably lessened, especial-
ly about the towns, and the nation at large be
thereby greatly benefited. We refer to the
Vagrant Law, to be found at pageB 85 and 86 of
the Penal Code. We quote the first section, as
most applicable :

Any idle person who is able to work, who habi-
tually goes about begging for bis own support and
proDt. or tor the support of bis family, or who.
without visible means of support, lives in idleness
eating tbe food of others, and any person wander
ing abroad, ana not giving a good account of him-
self, may be arrested and carried biTore anv police
or district justice, who shall have the power of
committing any such person to tbe district work-bous- e,

or to tbe cutting of stone, or ruch other
Government work as m iv be u-- in be district
in wbicb such person is arrested, tr any period
not exceeding six mouths ; or to bind out sucb
idler to labor for a teim not excedin? one year
at any one time, with any aricnlturit. planter or
farmer in any of tbe Islands, or w ith any mechanic
or artizan. Tbe hire pud for the services of sucb
idler, if any. shall go two-tbird- s to tbe person
thus apprenticed and one-thir- d to tbe exchequer :
and in case tbe idler thus apprenticed shall neg-
lect or refuse to do tie reasonable labor reauired
of him, tbe person to whom he is bound is autboi-ize- d

to use sucb reasonable coercive measures ait
the police or district justice of the district in
wbicb be resides may from time to lime indicate.

Installation of the Ocverness of Hawaii
Her Excellency the Tritccs Likelike, who wts

recently commissio&ed by His Majesty as Governess

of tbe Island cf Hawaii, arrived at Hflo on tbe 10th
iostsot oo tbe steamer besrirg Her Excellency's
name, and was heartily received by tbe people.

Tbe Governess was accompanied by ber bosband,
the Hon. A. S. Cleghorn. His Excellency the Minis-

ter cf Foreign Affairs and Mrs. Kpeos, Mrs. Mai-k- ai,

and Capt. J. H. Boyd of Gov. Dominis' staff.

Captain Thomas Spencer, C. S. Consular Agent at
Hilo, conveyed tbe Governess and suite from tbe
steamer to tbe shore in bis barge, which was deco-

rated with ferns and Sowers for tbe occasion, and
threw open his house for Her Excellency's use; and
at tbe landing tht party wss received by a com-

mittee of tbe people, under an arch of evergreens.
Tbe church building, where Her Excellency met and
addressed tbe people at large, was filled to overflow- -i

Dg. The venerable missionary of Hilo, the Ber.
Titus Coan, opened tbe proceedings with prayer,
after which His Excellency J. M. Kapena read the
Royal Commission appointing the Princess to tbe
office. Her Excellency then read in a clear and dis-

Loyal Haw.iias : It has pleased His Majesty the
King, our Gracious and well-belove- d Sovereign, to confer
upon me, the appointment of Governess of thi. the larg-
est Island of our group, the cradle of our chiefs, at Whose
breast the kings and noble families of this nation have
been nourished.
