“ Two years ago the representatives of a Bra-
zilian estate recrulted between 100 and 200 time-
expired coolies in Mauritius for service in Brazil,
and conveyed them to Brazil. These coolies were
free agentis, and there was nothing st the time to
prevent their emigration Irom Manritias to Brazil.
Bat » law has since been passed to prevent the |
emigration of coolies from Muuritius to countries |
te which, like Brazil, direct emigration from Iodia |
bas not been permitted. The term of service was |
for three years, with due stipulations as to wages,
rations, and free return passage to Mauritivs, [n
the meantime the Brazillan estate became bank-
rupt, and throngh the intervention of Her Majesty’s
representative in Brazil the coolies have been sent
back to Mauritine at the charge of the bankrupt
estate. It was ascertained that the coulies bad no
ground of complaint for their (reatment on the
esfale.’

The foreguing is in accordance with what has
been previously stated here, to the effect that

i
emigration even of time-expired coolies will not i

be permitted to countries to which direct emigra-
tion from India has not been permitted. And it
appears aleo that in case of a bankrupt estate,
the coolies are to be sent back at the expense of
the estate, i. e., the creditors; and as the Gov-
ernment would be called upon to see this done,

an excellent opportunity would thus be affurded
for complications.

Is accovsrivg for the dissppearance of guld,
coin from circulation, and also for the occasional |
general complaint of the scarcity of silver, there
is one important fact thatshould be remembered, |
and that is the consumption of coin by the |
Chinege among us. We make use of the word |
consumption advisedly, for gold coin once in
their hands may be considered as gone, and is
scldom ever seen agnin in the country. There
are fully 8,000 contruct laborers on the different

plantations througzhouat the country. and of these
it is safe to estimate that 5,000 are Chinese. At

an average of §12, with food apd lodging, these
5,000 laborers are paid $60,000 per mouth, in |
coin, a8 wages, amounting to the sum of $721,
000 per annam. A very liberal estimate will |
allow that each Chinese laborer spends §2 per
month in the country, or §10,000 in the aggre-
gate. It is well known that they quite univer-
sally hoard every silver dollar they ean lay hands
on, either to be exchanged for gold to send to
friends or relatives in China, or else with a view
to going into some business for themselves when
their labor contract shall have expired. [Iabits
of economy and thrift are undoubtedly praise-
worthy in any people; but with respect to the
bulk of the Chinese among us, the prevalence of
such habits is not co¥ducive to the general pros-
perity of the country; b'-l_f directly the opposite.
For on investigation w& find that over six bun-
dred thousand dollars in coin is every year
withdrawn from circulation in these 1slande, and
mostly absorbed by the Chinese laborers on our
plantations. Of course the eilver cannot be sent
to Chioa, and is therefore hoarded, but in the
aggregate a large amount is annually sent thither
in gold by the bands of returning Chinese, and |
there are no means of ascertaining just how much
is tbus annually drawn out of the country.
About every person who employs a Chinaman as
a domestic servant will remember how eager they
are at times to exchange their silver hoardings
for American gold. At such times it would be
found on inquiry that an opportunily was pre-
scnted of sending to China. These facts should
be taken into account, together with other causes,
in accountiong for the disappearance of American
gold from our circulation.

]

Tue rrsuic Press is supposed in the Unpited
States to represent the feeling and interest of the
public generally; but it often represents the i
mercantile interests in particular. The latter we
apprebend is the case with two journals on the
Coast, The Grocer and Country Merchant of San
Francisco, and the Oregomian of Portland, to
which jourpals the mere mention of the Ha-
waiian Treaty of Reclprocity seems to Lave a
similar effect as the display of a red rag to an ill-
tempered bull—they seize every opportunity to
attack it. The San Francisco writer devotes
most of his acrimony to o ** showing up "’ of the
sugar refioers of that city, for the evident reason
that they, by enterprise and business talent, have
secured a considerable portion of our crop of the
lower grades for the current year ; and the Port- |
land man is doubtless angry because our sugars ‘

|

are mot sent so frecly to that port, through the

| commission mwerchants, as formerly.

No doubt those mcrchants are somewhat an-
noyed to find that so large a portion of the sugars
from bence are going into the hands of the refin-
ere, instead of passing through their own, as
formerly. The writers alloded to do mot con-
sider, or do not care to remember that the low |
piice of sugars on the coast, brought about
through the operation of the treaty, does benefit |
the consumer, whether he gets his supplies from
Iere-
tofore sugars in the California and Oregon mar-
kets were st least ten per ceot. higher than in
New York, owing to the high rate of wages, in-
terest and charges on this side. The Califorpia
and Oregon dealers could not compete with those
at the East, whence sugars to supply the markets
were sent by mil and ship. The treaty however,
by lowering prices, cnables the Pacific Coast peo-
ple to keep out Eastern sugars. Thus they are

benefitted by the trade, and the consumer is cor-
tainly benefitted.

The Industry of Hawaiians.

Mz Epitor : Please permit me a place in your
columas for a few comments upon your stalements
of the 19th April, in relation to the alleged indo-
lcwece Ul nAllve Hawaliaus.

There are, according 10 the census of 1878, in |
these Islands, 15,5640 mules betweea the ages of 15 |
and 40 years in our whole population, and there |
are not, as you stale, that number of = :mli\'v}
males."”

I don’t think that one half of the able-bodied |

| adult male population of the Kingdom are native |

Hawalians.

Now let us examioe the records, and see whether |
I can be sustaioed in muking such a statement or |
not.

There are, as reported, 5 650 Chinese males in
our population, and as these sre chiefly udult im-
migrants, it will be safle to assume that by far the
largest portion, or at least 5,000, of our Chinese
males are adults between the ages mentioned.

Then we bave 3,302 other foreign males of all |
pationalites ; sod I shall be uoder the mark when l
I assume that about two-thirds, or say 2,000 of
these foreign males are of the adult ages under
coneideration.

And if to these exceplions from our whole adult
male population we add a due proportion of our
1,728 ball-caste males, ol such as are between 15
and 40 years, say at least 500, we will bhave aull
told :—of Chinese and other foreign and hall-caste
adult males, o total of 7.500, or about one-halt the |
adult male population of the Kingdom. Then, if
you take into consideration that there are over 800
native lepers at Kalawao, and besides, large num-
bers of sick natives in bospitals and elsewbere
throughout the country, my statement that nof one-
half ol the able-bodied adult male population of this
Kingdom are native Hawaiians will bardly seem
out of the way.

[ assume that there could pot be mustered in
these Islands more than five thonsand uble-bodied
native Hawaiians. fit tor plaotation work or sea-

the ten thonsand native men sail to be living in
idleness and sponging on their fiicuds are an |
imaginary host of drunes.

In 1872 there were, according to a carclully
prepared report issued by the Immigration So-
ciety, 2,830 native malvs employed on all the plan-
tations in the Islands. | bave no full data for s
present estimate, but 1 am led to sssome from all |
my information that there are about 3,800 of our |
native adult males, or nearly 80 per cent. of the
working foree of the native Hawaiian people, at
this time engaged to labor on plantations, ranches,
and in carrying on other industries. All the prime
youth and men o! the native race bave been in- |
duced to leave their home cabin and patch and |
join the plavtation gang by the tempting proffer of
a little sum ol cash in hand ; and =o, whilst the
plantation is busy the old baunts of the patives |
are desolale, ‘

I know that many idlers of the native race are |
to be seen in Honolulu, Labains and other towns,
—even “ scores” of thew ut the Chinese restanr-
ants ;: but yon will find on inguiry that these loal-
ers are chicfly official employees, petty lawyers,
kabuoas and other graduates of our high schools;
and yet, were you to search the Kingdom over, 1
do not believe you could fnd five hundred adult
native male Hawaiians who are not providing for
their own snbsistence.

The able-bodied pative Hawaiian man cannet be
excelled in the way of hard work by any luburing
immigrant. But perhaps it may be sail this

| character of the Kanaks belongs to the past ruthe
| than to the preseat.

It may be partly so, and it is
to be greatly regretted that Hawaiian youths had
not been in times past apprenticed to lubor rather
than taught =0 assiduously so much knowledge
which they do not appreciale and bave no oppor-
tunity to employ. |
Yet, for all that. though the IHHawaiian has not
been trained to labor, he will compare well as
jworker with those of other races who have been so
traiped ; and it is to be deplored that bealth and
loong life do not abide with bim, and that he docs
not increase and replenish his native isles. It
would be well for employers of labor in this archi-
pelago if they conld Dud xll the bands they newd

among the uative race, and had no oceasion to
seek lor belp mm other conntrivs, for they will
never ind a better laborer than the kanuka for
these tropic lands

Colonel Judd is one of the sons
of Dr. Judd, the American Missionary, who went to
the Sandwich Islands in 1828. The Chinese ques-
tion, Judd says, i# ow prominent in the country he
represents. There are about 3,000 Chinamen there,
all but about 300 of whom came by way of San
Francisco, and are distinguished from those who
came direct from China as bad Chinamen. They are
mostly engaged in rice culture. The natives com-
plain that the Chinamen come without women, sod
those who marry, a3 many of them do, take native
women for wives. Legislation is sought to prevent
Chinamen coming unless they briog their own
women. Generally, the Chinese make good citizens
—many of them are naturalized and vote, and they
learn the native langusage readily.
