| domestic exports as prepared by the Collector |
| General of Customs, we are enabled to state
| that the total of our exports from the first of
| January last to the present date bave amount-
ed in value to the sum ol £1,660,000; and
| pur imports for the same period to the sum of
| 1,430,000 ; showing an apparent balance of
trade in our favor of £230,000. The value of
the imports from the United Siates was
£1,057,000, of which £742,000 was free goods
under the Treaty, and &315,000 datiable.
From foreign countries other than the United |
States, the waloe of our imports during the |
' pericd under review amounted to the sum of
£373,000, all datiable goods. Out of the
| above-stated £1,430,000 of imports, we may
fairly estimate that §£500,000 represents
machinery for sugar mills, agricultural imple-
ments, lumber and other material required for
the development of the rescurces of the
country, while the large sum of £930,000 re-
presents our importations of dry goods, cloth-
ing, groceries and luxuries.

Tue Hawauay government sehooner the Storm
Rird, baving been thoroughly repu.ih:d and fitted,
will sail on Taesday next for the groups of
Islands to the South-west, on the business of pro-
curing immigrants. As we stated in a recent
| reference to the subject, the Storm Bird will be

fullowed in about a month by the government
bark Hawai (late the DBritish bark Zephyrus) to
| which the former vessel will act as a tender in
procuring and conveying the immigrants to the
depot at Jalait, in the Gilbert group, whence
they will be brought here by the bark. The
Board of Immigration, of which the Minister of
the Interior is ex-officio the President, have evi-
deutly organized the expedition with great care
«and pains, as is apparent by the written instrue-
tions to the masters of vessels which sail under
their authority and which appeared in our last.

We heartily congratulate the country and all

concerned on the prospect, which may be con-

sidered as a certainty, of oar scon having a

considerable and continuous immigration of a
cognate race with our own aboriginal natives,
who will come with their wives and children, and
who will, after a fair trinl, prove to be good and
tractable feld hands on our plantations. |In
this" latter respect the Polynesians are unlike
other races, for they will work uncomplainingly
! for whatever wages they agree for, alongside
of those receiving twice the the pay, as may be
seen on cue of the plantations on the Koclau
side of this island, where there are fifty or more.
But good wages, good food, and attention to
sanitary means, will amply repay the planter
who employs the Polynesians. The experiment

number of Chinese males now in the country
cxceeds the females by six thousand six hundred
sixty-five., And we learn that four hundred more
are on the way from China, having left ina

| steamer May 28, which will swell the number of |

male Chinese in the Kingdom to seven thousand
and sixty-five.

by the last census there were already three men
to one woman !

Is this immigration of male Mongolians to go
on unchecked, until these Islands become a mere
Colony of celestial pig-tails? We believe that
the members of the present Administration, en-
lightened and conscientious men, as fully appre-
cinte the evil here complained of a= do we, who

are constauntly ** keeping it before the people ;™ |
but they consider that the government can do |

nothing towards staying the evil without Legis-
lative action. Nearly a year will have passed be-
before any action by the Legislature of 1880 ean
be bad in the matter, and then due notice must
be given toall cancerned before any proposed law

can take effect; #o that by this process about eight- |

cen months maust elapse before the demoralizing
tide can be stayed. During that interval, at the
rate at which the Chinese have been coming
here the past six months—and there is every
probability that this rate will
increase, especially of the more objectionable
class from California—we shall have added
about four thousand our Chinese male
population, making a total of this class in the
country of about eleven thousand, or nearly one-
third of cur _gutire male population. And we are
told that there is nothing in our Constitution or
laws to authorise any action by the King and
Privy Council towards checking the fearful evil—
not even an *‘ emergency ' clause, whereby any
such action might be taken between the sessions
of the Legislature.

The Board of Immigration was created by

to

statute in 1864, to be under the control of the |

Minister of the Interior, whoee duty it was made
to devise and recommend for the adoption of the
King in Privy Council such measures as might be
hecessary to secure the importation of foreign
laborers, and also to recommend from time to time
such measures and rezulations as might be deem-
ed expedient to promote and encourage free
ummigration. At the session of 1868 an Act was
passed, ** To extend the powers of the Doard of
Immigration,”” wherein it was made the doty of
the Minoister ol the Interisr, with the nssistance
of the Board, ** to devise and recommend for the
adoption of His Majesty the King in Privy
Couneil such rules and regulations as may be

The Problem Solved,

Perhaps the most notable event of the year 1878
has been the discovery of the long-sought north-east
passage from the Atlantic to the Pacifie, which the
telegraph informs us bas been accomplished by the
daring Swedish explorer, Nordenskjold. Many
lives and much treasure have been sacrificed in the
past in the vain endeavor to solve the problem, of
questionable utility when solved, which the Professor
in the little F ega has now demonstrated.

He left the Swedish port of Gottenburg on the 4th
of last July, and by the 4th of Avgust bad skirted
the northern eoast of Norway, Sweden and Lapland,
passed Nova Zembla and crossed the Kara Sea. On
the 27th of August e reached the mouth of the
Leon River, thus, in less than two months, demon-
strating the feasibility of his euterprise, for that
point had been frequently reached from the Puacific
Ocean by former explorers. Subseguently he
reached Kellett Land, lying a considerable distance
to the southwest of Bebring Straits, and was there
blockaded by the ice and compelled to remain for
the winter. On the 3d of May he entered Behring
Straits, enlirely beyond the reach of danger, and
cast apchor until June 3J, on which date he de-

by way of Suez. Iu view of the innumerable at-
tempis to fiad a northeast passage, his achievement
is one of the most extrnordinary of the century.
His theory at the outset was, that the entire passage
could be made in the summer months.

The New York Herald of May 28, has a large
map, skowing the route followed by the Vega
through the Arctic Seas, and also the precise spot
at which the expedition passed the winter. The N,
Y. Evening Post of May 27 says :

‘It is too soon even to speculate about the prac-
tical value of his achievement. It may seem at
first improbable that valuable vessels of commeree
will ever undertake the passage to and from Europe
by way of Belring Strait when Nordenskjold has
accomplished it only after encountering great peril
and after fears had been entertained that he and his
ship were lost. DBut it must be remembered that his
is the pioneer voyage over this route, and now that

| it is established that such a route exists, clear of ice

ot certain seasons, future explorations and surveys
may show that the voyage may be made with com-
parative safety. The Jeaunette expedition, which
will soon sail from California, will find much en-
couragement in Nordenskjold's suveccess, and will
probably add greatly to our knowledge of o region
which is now at least open to exploration.”
