" Tux cry is, still they come ! " Five hundred
and fifty-tw- o Chinese hare arrived at tLis port
daring the week, by the steamer Cassandra and
other arrivals, and it ia reported that three more
vcesels are to follow io the eame business, one of
which ia already on the way with two hundred
and thirty-fci- x passengers. "At this rate of C'hi-nc- e

immigration from China itself together
with the swarms that the Kearney policy will
eject from California our estimate of last week
of between two and three thousand per annum
will prove considerably below the numbers that
may be expected, and we fchall become a Chinese
colony before we arc aware of it. There were
actually fifteen women among the arrivals this
week ! one woman to thirty-fou- r men. And eo

the abomination accumulates. The agricultural
portion of the community by which we mean
those directly interested in sugar growing have
regarded this Chinese immigration with favor, as
it signified more labor and increased production
of our principle staple ; and being of the opinion
that a numerous immigration of Chinese would

tend to cheapen labor, they were prepared to cx- -

Tjcct a decline in wages. But we are informed
that tho new arrivals generally decline to work

on sugar plantations, Laving previously engaged
with the rice plantcrs.thcir own countrymen. And
in this connection it mav be remarked, that the
wages now paid to laborers on sugar plantations

S14 to 218 per month with food, sc. are
higher than can well be afforded.

' A PTJBLIfJ WANT.
Honolulu needs a good hall for public purposes,

such as : concerts, lectures, meetings of the
citizens, balLi and fairs, and rcrhap3 fur excep
tional theatrical jerfurmances although the
alter, as a general thing, thould for obvious.

reasons Lc restricted to a building t.fcinlljr
signed for that purpc- - 1" cit7 of fifteen

thousand inhabiUnts, and in a Tair way of con-

siderably aJJ'3 u our population, we are at
fwveCGt quite destitute of any one room, outside
of places of religious worship, that can com
fortably contain say five hundred people. I he
Lyceum, which is private property and conse
quently not always to be hired, is not largo
enough ; and the little Theatre which was built
about thirty years ago and has served its time, is

so old and shaky that many people are timorous
of risking . themselves within its walls ; and the
theatre-goin-g public of this city is now djublo
what it was in 1849.

What is wanted is a good sized public hall
that shall be the property of the people. We do
not propoee the getting up of a company with
any idea of profit or 'peculation, eo that money
may be made for stockholders there is no money
in it; but we believe that if the matter were

vigorously taken in hand by influential and pub
ciliiens, a sufficient amount could be

raised by voluntr-- y subscriptions, and supple-

mented by a conditional grant by the Legislature,
to cusure the necessary means for the purchaeo of

a lot and the erection of a hall, which should be

not only a great public convenience but a credit
to our citizens and an ornament to our city.
From $10,000 to $12,000 would be required for

a brick building, with a hall capable of com-

fortably seating from eight hundred to one thou-

sand peraons. In view of any such projected

public enterprise, it must be remembered that no

time should be lost In procuring a suitable site
for sach a building, for the reason that tho prices

of eligibly situated building lots in the city arc
not likely to 'depreciate during the coming

years, but on the contrary are likely to rise in

value
We repeat, that wc should infinitely prefer'

that the Honolulu City Hall of the future
should belong, not to r. body of stockholders, but
to the public at large and be dedicated to their
uses, so that each citizen may feel that he has a
personal interest in the building. Its immediate

care and control could be placed in the hands of

a committee of citizens or a board of trustees,
elected from the subscribers, who would be the
corporate owners for some such body would be
necessary to attend to business details.

We need a public hall. Shall we have one?
And how soon? These suggestions are here
thrown out like bread cast upon the waters

with the hope that ere many days they may re-

turn to ns enlarged upon, much improved, and
teDdir2 toward a practical result.

WATER SUPPLY.
There is nothing more physically enjoyable aud

invigorating (to most constitutions) than an early
morning walk into the suburbs where tho air is
fresh and balmy. And next to that is a ride on
horseback or in a carriage. We ra' a yuii t0

tho new reservoir at Waikiki one morning hut
week before six o'clock, and we recommend to

our readers who wish to enjoy a constitutional "
and at the eame timo inspect a valuable public
improvement, to go and do likewise.

The new rcscrToir is situated on a rising
ground at the entrance of the Makiki valley, to

the eastward of runchbowl, distant about two
miles from Kawaiahaa Church and three-quarte- rs

of a mile tnauka, or inland, from the lino of llcrc

tania street, above which it has an elevation of
one hundred and twenty-si- x feet, and one hund-

red anl fifty-tw- o feet above the 6ca level. The
waUs of the reservoir are strongly built of stone
and mortar, about four feot in thickness, outside
of which is a solid embankment cf earth and
atones soma fifteen feet broad ; in addition to

which, as an element of etrengtb, the bottom of

the reservoir is sunk considerably bebw the sur-

face of the ground, eo that there can never be apy
danger of a breakage. Native land and water
rights in the valley jave been acquired by the
government to an extent which ensures a good

supply of water, and it is the intention, io time,
to secure the whole of the valley by purchase.
At present, a considerable rivulet is running
down tie valley and past the reservoir, which,

when utilized, will be amply sufficient to fill and

keep it full. The capacity of this reservoir is

Ecven hundred and twenty-fiv- e thousand gallons,

or about twenty-fou- r thousand barrels. That of
tho present Xuuanu valley reservoir is three hun-

dred thousand gallons, opd the proposed new
Nuuanu reservoir, (to be commenced ?ery short-

ly, opposite tha country residence of Queen
Dowager Emma) will contain about 100,000
gallons. The pipes from the three reservoirs will
be eo arranged that they may be connected, in

cace of a fire in the city, eo that iu such an
emergency orsr a million gallons of water
would be available for the usi of the Fire Depart-

ment: (And here we woull remark t!ct it i

the duty of every householder who has a water-rijij- it

on his premises, to sr e to it that all water

tar arc closed, immediately on hearing nn alarm '

rfi:c.)

The new Nuuanu reservoir, the eituation and

capacity of which arc above stated, will Lave an
elevation of three hundred and fifty eight feet
above the sea level, and of one hundred and
thiity-eve- u feet above the level of Judd street.
A h pire will be laid from this reservoir
down Nuuanu Avenue to Judd street and along
that street to Puunui hill-sid- e. Eventually this

piping will be continued down Liliba street to
connect with that from School and King streets

The abolition of t!:c.Xuuanu cow pasture "
and the banishment of"cattle from the other
valleys in the rear of the city, are objects fur the
attainment of which the Advxrti?xr has labored

for ycurs past. It iawith no little satisfaction
therefore that we note to-d- ay the progress that
has been made in this direction, without which
the additional reservoirs would not have been
built; for with the valleys full of cattle the water-suppl- y

would have been next to nothing. Tho
community at largo may rightly feel under
obligations to the late and present 'administra-
tions of the government, through whose fore-

thought and energy has been given the assurance,
that for the future then shall be a plentiful
supply of pure water for the growing city of
Honolulu.

General Grant in China.
On the 12th of Msy, a deputation of the Chinese

community of Hongkong waited oa General Grant
at tbe Government House to present him with an
address previous to his departure for the capital.

Mr. Ng Choy, who had been deputed to present
the address, began by saying a few words regretting
that, owing to the time necessarily taken ia prepar-
ing it, they had been unable to wait sooner upon
the General for tbe purpose of presentation. He
then handed him tbe address and read the transla-
tion of it, as follows :

(TRANSLATION.)

To General Vlysaea S. Grant, of the Vnited
States of America aud Commander-in-Chie- f of the
l uitfd StaU-- a Army.

Sin On the occasion of yonr honoring Hongkong with
yonr presence we, the uud?nii,'ued, on behalf of tho
Chint'se Community, approach you to give you a hearty
welcome aud beg to present to you an address expressive
of our high esteem aud renpect to you. 'Dnriug your Presidency, your rreat name J noble
A... s-i- i vnr,-- -n r. .mi wiilo aru oy the carry
ing out of a Juat policy yon tomm-- ?el admiration aud
rt.rx-c- t from all claws of jHe under your rule.

V e have b-- deHo"1 to liud that in international
ouestkna vo nave ehown a spirit of impartiality and
falruit treating Americana aud foreigners alike, and

Chinese who have been trading In the lnited States
have aung. and continue to sing, praiHea of the many
good actions done by you while iu ollice.

We bad lunged to see you. bnt being far away we were
hitherto not permitted to realize our wish. Now that
you have favored na with a viKit. we avail ourselves of
the opportunity to present you with a scroll inscribed
with thee four words " Benefit to Chinese People,"
which we hope may serve as a souvenir of your inter-
view with the Chinese Community of Hongkong.

(SEVESTT-ZUIH- T S IOSATCEES.)

General Grant, replying eaid Mr. Ng Choy and
Gentlemen, I thank you for this valuable address.
It will be kept by me as a pleasing memento of tbe
Chinese community of Hongkong. In other colo-

nies during my recent travels I have also met coun-
trymen of yours, and I have found the rulers of
those colonies recognising your good qualities of
frugality, industry, and enterprise. Such qualities
go far to account for tbe prosperous condition in
which I see you all here. I am now leaving Hong-
kong to visit your country, and I am sure I shall
see much that will be very interesting: to me. For
this handsome address I must again thank you
most sincerely, and I shall never forget the kindness
tbown to me by the people here. I wish that pros-
perity may coutinue to be enjoyed by you.

The address, which was sixteen feet long by four
feet wide, and extremely handsome, was embroid-
ered in gold on a strip of crimson sat'.n about ten
feet long, with a rich deep border exquisitely em-

broidered. Tbe characters are written Iu Chinese.
On the top of the scroll is written the address, ou
the right side :a Cviieral Grant's name in Chinese,
and on the opposite side are the signatures. In the
centre are four large Chinese characters, viz :

Wai Kap Wa Man," (Benefit to Chinese people).
The scroll was packed in a teak wood box.

From the Hongkong Press, May 13th.

The reception accorded to General Grant at Can-
ton by the Viceroy and high officials augurs well for
his visit to other portions of the Empire. The
Chinese know the world-wid- e reputation eDjoytd by
their distinguished visitor, and they have resolved
to do him honor to the best of their ability. As
Mr. Consul Lincoln itmniked. in proposing the
General's health on the 8th tnst., this is the first
time a ruler or ex-rul- er of the great Western
Powers has ever visited the Celestial Empire, and
the occasion is therefore a notable one in tbe history
of foreign intercourse with China. The conversa-
tions which took place between the General and the
Viceroy on tbe occasion of tbe recent visit to Can-
ton, lead us to the belief that the Chinese Govern-
ment are not unaware of tbe great probability that
exists of General Grant again assuming the reins cf
government in the United States, and they will
therefore naturally regard him as the representative
of bis country. Now that the Chinese Question is
agitating the Pacific States of the Union so strongly,
it is very important that General Grant Ehould ac-

quire a personal knowledge of the country and
people against whom so much feeling has been
raise! in the States. The General is a man who
cannot be moved by clamour; his opinions are not
lightly formed or easily shaken. He may be relied
upon to judge a case on its merits, not by the cur-
rent of popular prejudice. Not for political reasons,
however, will the Chinese offer a cordial welcome to
the warrior-statesma- n who has traveled so far to see
them in their native land, but we hope, from gen-

uine admiration of a great name and a noble career.
His Excellency Li Hung-chan- g is said to be well ac-

quainted with the history of the gallant General,
and to entertain a very sincere admiration for his
genius and high qualities of head and heart. The
great Viceroy is reported to be making preparations

Conjunction of Mars andaturn.
This is not iLe malignant exjunction that wc see

so much about in tie papers. The conjunction of
Mars and Saturn will take place on June S0:b, at
8 hours, 8 minutes and 45 seconds in the tuornicg,
Honolulu mean time, and consequently not viaiLle

bete. The last time these two placets were in the
same pesitioa was Nov. 2sJ, 1S77, at 10 ia the
evening, Honolulu mean time, and seen by the
writer. Jupiter is CO degrees west cf the two planet
when they ccme within 3 minutes and 27 seconds of
arc cf each other. At the coDjaucticax they will te
about the earns distance, Mars passing above Saturn.

It will take one year for Jupiter to get where

Saturn now is, as his movements are a little more
than SO degrees in one year. Saturn revolves around
the son once in 20j years; Mars revolves around the
sun in C67 days, at a mean distance from tbe sun cf
115,750,000 miles. Jupiter's mean distance is
434,256,000 miles from the san. Saturn's mean
distance is 906,205,000 miles from tbe sun ; and the
two planets, Uranus and Neptune we need not get
scared about, as they are so remote that it takes a
powerful telescope to see them. .

And by a little reflection it can easily be seen that
our three nearest planets outide the orbit of the
earth are often in conjunction, but not in perihelion,
as Mars is with the earth about once in fifteen years,
when the earth is farthest from sun, in June, July
and August.

If any of the readers of this should wish to calcu-
late

E
the elements and position of any of the planets

they can receive all tbe information necessary by
calliDg on the writer. So also in regard to the
motions oi tbe satellites of tbe sun, and tbe satellites a
that revolve around and obey the same common law,
as our moon, and the moons of other planets, all
guided by no accident, but all and each dependant
upon the other and all tied to one common center,
the Sun. '

Is there anything strange in a class 6t people
worshipping the visible god of day, the aafbor of all
life and light on this globe this wonderous body,
and all its attendant worlds revolving in space, and
coverned by one fixed and immutable law? And
our astronomers are so certain that, our sun and his
system is moviog in space, obeying some great cen-

tre that according to observation and matbematU.
cal analysis, there is but one chance in 400,000 that
they can be mistaken.

It must be remembered that all the heavenly
bodies are approaching or receding from their pri-
maries, moving in elliptical ctfrves, disturbing and
being disturbed by each other, always changing
but never changed, all coming to their allotted
places after undergo;ng their cycles of revolution
and change. As an txaraple I will endeavor to give
some of the motions of this Earth, and they are all
mathematically correct. The procession of the ver-
nal equinox will rrake one revolution arond ih
Earth's equator ki 25,868 years. There are two
other motions of he Earth that are calculated with
as much certainty as the above. One is 20,984
years ; the other is subordinate to the above and
both are motions of the perihelion point of the
Earth's orbit. The last one takes 104,920 years.

It i by these calculations that the astronomer
makes his calculations for centuries to come and
makes no mistakes, and does not predict the end of
what bad no beginning and can have no end. And
with the accumulated knowledge of all that have lived
before him, he sees nothing but stability in this
Solar system and in countless millions of other suns
with their retinues of satellites, making revolutions
and obeying the treat law of gravitatioa emanating
from some centre that the mind cf man cannot con-

ceive of any more than he can the immensity of
space.

A newspaper is no place to discuss such subjects.
Everyday life is a much better object of study for a
penny-a-lin- er than soaring among the starry heavens,
where it is not likely he will ever get without
mending his ways.

Twenty-sevent- n Annual Report of the
"Ladies Strangers' Friend Society,"

June 19th, 1879.

We huve arrived at another milestone in the
history ol this Society, where wo may pause a
moment, and cast a backward glance over the
way we have come ; and recall the feeble fellow
travellers, whose sufferings it has been our care
and our privilege to alleviate during tho year
now closed.

The number of strangers who have come to our
Inlands during the year.- - has been much greater
than usual, and as a consequence, there have
been more applications for aid, at the hand of

sweet chui ity." ' Dr. Damon, our unwearied
helper, has provided iu other ways for the mass of
least needy applicants, so that we have received
but lo us beiieliciaiies of this society; of this num-
ber, one was left over lr. m last year, James
Welch bynme. 1tj remained with us from lirst
to last about six mouths, and was always very
guiteful and appreciative for aid received from
this society.

Of our 15 beneficiaries, we have paid the ex-
penses ol seven at tho " Queen's Hospital." for a
longer r sh'oiter period of time. Eight have
been aided to '.euve the Islands, and five havo
found their lat resting places in the Nuuanu
Cemetery.

Ol the nationalities of our beneGciaries, nine
were subjects of Ib--r Hi itanuio Majesty, five were
American citizens, and one was a native of Nor-
way. The largest amount expended for any one
case has been 102. CO, and the smallest amount

10.00. The whole amount expended by the
society during the year has been 370.C9.

Theie have been many touching incidents con-
nected with individual cases among our benefi-
ciaries, which fhow the grateful appreciation of
honest hearts. Many tender letters have been re-

ceived from friends fur away. The President will
read portions from of these letters, that the
members ol this socieiy may feel better acquainted
with, and a deepest interest in those for whom
their funds are expended.

Through the- - persistent exertions of Dr. Damon,
we have it t length succeeded in getting our ex-
penses ut the Queen's Hospital reduced, from $1
to .75 per diem for each beneficiary. A glance at
tho Hospital's published Report," for the
quarter ending with the picsent mouth of June,
shows that the tax. levied on seamen and passen-
gers arriving at or Islands, called the "two
dollars Hospital tax," has netted to that Institu-
tion the handsome sum of S2.200. It has also
happened that some unsophisticated strangers on
paying this tax. have ' laid the flattering unction
to their souls," that they were thereby entitled
to care in the Ilosjihil free of charge, in case of
illness or accident. This is a delusion, and it has
occurred to yonr Secretary that it would be an
excellent plan if tiis two dollars tax could be
divided, and one half placed at tbe disposal of the
Strangers' Friend Society, which is expected to
provide for all the sick poor arriving among us.
Jn this way our Treasury would not be exhausted,
as is now often is, and we should . be able to do
more and better for the suffering poor within our
gates, and who are to be with us "always."

The Inter-Ocean- ic Canal.
From Paris we learn by telegraph that the Con-

gress assembled there to discuss the project of a
ship canal across the isthmus of Panama, bad
n greed ou a route. Among a number that were
presented for consideration that chosen takes, as
far as practicable. lh shortest distance between
two oceans. The Chagies river extends from the
Atlantic side to within about twenty miles of the
Pacific Ocean. Ou the PaciGc side there is the Rio
Grande, so that it would only be necessary to con-

struct an artificial channel between tbe two water
systems. There is a range of mountains on the
PaciQc side which may necessitate a tunnel,
although from tho teuor of ih'J discussions at (he
Congress, it is designed to build the canal with
deep cuttings if practicable. The estimated cost
of the Isthmus route has been set down at $95.-000,00- 0.

The plan of raising tho necessary money is set-

tled. The interfering rights and claims of all rival
interests bare been consulted, satisfied and re-

moved out of the way. The Government of
Colombia is brought into accord with the leaders
of the project, and the active work may be re-

garded as near its commencement.
It is stated that operations will be commenced

on the 1st of January next. Says the S. F.
Chronicle :

" The business of the Panama iuter-oceaui- c canal
may not, for the first five yeirs alter its comple-
tion, be as great as that of the connection made
between the Red and tin? Mediterranean Seas ;
but its ultimate outlook is as much greater as the
future trade ol Ctiina exceeds the possibilities of
India. All th? shipping of the coasts ol North
and South America, which now takes either the
Cape Horn route or the lotile by rail across the
IstLmus. will use this canal; audit will impart
new energy to the cities and peoples of both con-
tinents. It will enhance the value of all property
and vastly increase production in every land,
from Chile to Alaska. San Francisco must be the
greatest benefieiarv anion? cities, but it will uWaM
Valparaiso.
