Water privilege will le granted of the following sized
taps and prlc:

Sacnosr 1. For every private house or ttore. where
water ia nsed for drinkinK and waahlnK purposes only.
(one) cne quarter Inch tap $10 per annum.

Ssc. 3. For all domestic purposes and an Irrigating
privilege,' (one) on quarter Inch tap ii5 per annum.

Sec. 3. For all domestic purpose and an Irrigating
privilege, (one) one half inch tap I"i5 per annum.

Szc. 4. For all domestic purposes and an Irrigating
privilege, (one) S of an inch tap $35 per annum.

Sec. S. For all domestic purpooea and an irrigating
privilege, (one) Si of an inch lp$ jo per annum.

Sec. a. For all domestic pnrpoeea and an irrigating
privilege, (one) oa Inch tap $73 per annum.

Sec. 7. An Irrigating privilege gives the right to rise
watfr (for irrigation) from S to 8 a. u., and from to 6 r.
at. When there la abundance of water this will not be
atrictly enforced.

Sec. 13. In all cases of fire, thoae persons having
privilees are expected immediately shut off their water,
under the penalty of losing their privilege.

Sec. 14. No one but the person appointed by the
Superintendent shall be allowed to tap the main or
branch pipes.

Sec. IS. All applications for water privileges must be
made to the Superintendent of Water Works, by filling
the proper blanks to bo supplied at the Superintendent's
office.

Sec. 16. All tapa are supplied by the Superintendent
of Water Works, and put iu by his orders, at a charge of :

For each H and K inch tap 2.50
For each inch tap 3.00
For each 1 inch Up 4.00

The Wailuka Murder.
We print the following as sent to us, and give all

parties concerned the benefit of its publication:
Mr. Editor: By your last issue, as well as by

tho Hawaiian Gazette of this date, there seems to be
an impression tbat it is a strange thing, that the
Chinaman Asam should be acquitted of the murder

Akela, a Chinaman, at Wailuku, whilst the wo
man Keliihanaiwi was convicted on a trial before a
jury at Ilonolulu. And it is said in both papers at
that tho woman was convicted upon the same state

facts of which Asam was acquitted at Wailuka
This is a mistake, for tbe Attorney General was en (3

abled to use tbo woman's confession against herself,
and was not willing to put her on the stand as
against Asam, because there is always an Implied
promise of aa respects the person
who is used as " states evidence." And inasmuch

there was a strong impression at Wailuka that
the woman's husband was not free from implication

the murder, and this impression was based oa the
evidence presented before the coroners' jury and the
committing magistrate, there was a strong probabil

that she bad framed her confession so as to free
her husband and implicate the Chinaman, whilst she
heraclf would get free by turning the " states evi
dence." Under these circumstances the Attorney
General thought tbat by putting ber on the stand,
tbe jury would disbelieve her as regards the China-
man, and thus he would fail to punish anybody.

And again, tbe circumstances were not similar,
the only testimony against the Chinaman was

tbe woman's statement, whilst for tho womsn herself
she had sought to torn away suspicion from herself

the morning after the murder, by endesvoring to for
induce two different persons to state falsely that she
slept at their houses, and the Chinaman was enabled

offer testimony for himself regarding hit employ-

ment on the afternoon before the murder; and like-

wise, that at an early hour in the night, before 10
o'clock, he was at Waikapu, apparently onexcited,
and went to bed before 10 o'clock, and slept calmly.

you will perceive that the evidence at the trial
was by no means even similar, for tbe woman's con-

fession and all her acts the day before, as well as her
acts the morning after the murder, told with fatal
effect against herself, and there was no testimony for

The opium smugglers and
police personators, Cavanagh, Mc Giflln, and Chap-
man, take this method of informing their customers
who formerly left washing with thorn, that they
have retired from that business for the present,
and are now enjoying tbe sea air at the Hotel Ito
Fyfe, and hare made arrangements to remain
there for ibe space of 3 years. 2 years and 1 years,
respectively. Chop Tong and Lan Si Sung, opium
smugglers, accompany them on their trip ; but
these latter will only remain for tho short .pace
of nine months each.

Heathen or Christian The "Chinco " is pecu
liar, as notice the manner in which they conduct
their gambling dens. The hours during which the
greater part of the gambling is done are said to be
between 2 and 5 in the morninc No white
men are admitted, but all natives, half-cast- es or
Chinese who wish, may participate in the games in
progress. Lottery shops flourish on Nuuanu street,
and nearly every Chinese laundry in town is a
depot from which issues forth the " sinews of war "
to carry on the lotteries; and at the present writing
the business is flourishing.

Another Verdict of Murder.

Last week we bad occasion to record a convic
tion in a murder caso, wherein the parties were a
Chinaman and a Hawaiian. On Wednesday last,
in the Supreme Court, a sailor named John llrown,
euid to be a French Canadian, was by the verdict of
a foreign jury, declared to be guilty of murder,
there are no degrees in this crime undet the Ha-
waiian laws, but tbe jury are at liberty to bring in
a verdict of either murder, as indicted, or man-

slaughter in one of three degrees. Tbe facts in
this case were that on the morning of June 1st, on
board the American ship Moro Castle, in the port
of Honolulu, John Drown, a seaman belonging to
that ship, stabbed a shipmate named John Fred- -

erlck causing hia deoth within a few hours therc- -

after. Tbe trial came on at tbo reeular term of
tbe Supremo Court for July, in this city, and
Erown was convicted. The practico of our
Supreme Court is to defer sentence of criminal
until thei'nd of tbe term. Drown was defended by
Mr. R. F. Bickerton of tbe Hawaiian Bar, who was
assigned by the Court, Brown having no means
himself to pay for legal aid.
