From 300 to 400 quarts of milk are dealt
with in an hour, and in three hours after tbe milk
was drawn from tho cows, butter was made there-
from.

Opicm. Last Monday, a Chinaman convicted of
smuggling two or three dozen tins of opium in a
chest with a false bottom, was sentenced to six
months imprisonment at hard labor. On Saturday
last, a discovery was made by tbe Customs authori-
ties of some one hundred tins of the drug, hidden in
the forehold of the same vessel, the K'alakaua, for
which, so far, no owner has been found or is likely
to be, so that the poor ship may have to take tho
responsibility.

Notes prom Kac, Hawaii From Hon. A. S.
Cleghorn and others who have recently visited the
crater of Kilauea and the district of Kau, we gather
some facts of general interest. Mr. Cleghorn and
party left the steamer at Hilo, and rode turouga to
the volcano without meeting a drop of rain, and
found Kilauea very active, as it has been for several
weeks past. The eruption is not confined to the old
south lake, but there have been frequent streams
flowing from it to the central part of tbe crater.
Visitors can never have finer views or better weather
than now-a-day- s. The ride from the volcano house
to Kapapala was hot and dry as usual, but the party
was surprised to find the only rain tbey had met
since leaving Uilo, commenced between Kapapala
and Pabala, which was supposed would be the
driest. Here on the 28th about noon a heavy rain
set in and continued till night fall. These bard
rains have been frequent during July, and we learn
that the rainfall for that month at Pahala amounted
to about three inches, on fourteen days of the
month, and since January the amount of rain has
been about 20 inches. Tbe cace fields are reported
in good condition, except those on the lower lands.
The young cane especially, planted during the past
ten months, is coming forward as rauk and --thrifty
as any to be found in other districts. We learn that j

the July rains, and large crops are looked for. The
drought in Kau is thought to be at an end now, and
the prospects for the plantations in that district are
very much improved.

Ciii5amax Killed. Last Saturday afternoon an
expttss wagon containing three natives coming down
Nuuanu avenue, when near the first bridge ran over
a Chinaman, who never spoke after being knocked
over, and died on Sunday evening. It appears that
the horse became restive, and in endeavoring to hold
him in the reins broke. Deputy Marshal Dayton
convened a coroner's jury to enquire into tbe facts,
who rendered the verdict as given below. We un-
derstand that tbe driver of the wagon has been ar-
rested and will be tried on a charge of man-
slaughter. We would advise all who have occasion
