erted. Daring the nine months last past we have |
exported 7,216,338 pounds of sugar, and 1,258,- I
615 pounds of rice more than in the correspond-
ing period of last year. Molssses has fallen off
during the same period, 13,805 gallons ; paddy,
2,170,807 pounds; coffee, 66,136 pounds; salt,
130 tons; poi, 170 barrels; fungus, 20,003

unds; goat skins, 25 567 pieces; hides 6,473;

If Skios, 516 ; Tallow, 152,042 pounds; pu- |
la, 68,918 pounds; Wool, 127,726 pounds;
Rum, 2,615 gal.; Cattle, 417 bead. The export
of Peanuts (by Chinese) bas incresased by 25,- |
213 pounds. The total value of domestic exports |
for the first nine months of the present year, is
$2.749,838.27, beinf &n increase over the cor-
responding period of 1878, of §98,808.67. These
figures are evidence of a gratifying prezress; al-
though we should have been pleased to note an
increase rather than a dimioution of the produc-
tion and export of other articles besides sugar
and rice. The close of the year will bowever, we
may anticipate, show an increase in the exports
of coffee wool.

** stogy brogans,’” (as related in a recent number
of the Bulletin of San Francisco) with wide heels
that uonscrewed, exposing a cavity for a deposit
of opium. The quantity discovered last Thurs-
day under the disguise of bean sauce, is another
illustration of the ingenuity of Chinese smug-
glers, and it is a fair inference that they bave often
succeeded in outwitting the officers. The odor of
the burning drog can be readily detected in the
Chinese quarter of Honolulu any ecalm evening ;
and we have heard planters frankly acknowledge

that they were aware of its being used by their |

Chinese laborers—some going so far as to say
that men who had been addicted to opium would

pot or could not work well without an occasional |

indolgence. That the use of opium is an evil no
one will deny ; but it being quite evident that
legislation is powerless to eradicate the evil,
would it not be wiser to try and regulate it? We
do not advance as a consideration the certainty
that the public revenue would be increased from
thirty to fifty thoueand dollars by licensing the

sale of opium to Chinese; but it would put a |

stop to the demoralizing business of smuggling,

now so extensively carried on, and the consump- |
tion of the drug, being no longer unlawful, would

scarcely increase above what it is at present.
