Tuk CniE3K ix New York. The Herald of
Sept. 23d gives some facts and figures which show

that the Chinese are rapidly establishing them-

selves in Ibe East, and that it will not be very
long before the same complaints will be heard of
their encroachments that bare so long been echoed
from California and pooh-poohe- d by the people of
the Eastern States. In New York, says the Herald,
there are already over 300 Chinese laundries, 50
groceries, 20 tobacco stores, 10 drug stores, 6 res-

taurants, and a variety of other establishments. In
Jersey city there is a shirt factory, a shoe factory,
aud a manufactory of cutlery, which employ Chin-

ese alone. There are 2500 Chinese in New York
city, and a company, called the Polong Congsee
Company, has been formed for the purpose 0f fa-

cilitating' immigration. -

A Chinese Steamer. Intelligence was received
by the last mail that the steamer Canandra, pre
viously announced to leave Hongkong for this port
with emigrants, has been withdrawn, and that her
place would be supplied by a steamer belonging to a
Chinese Company. She was to leave about October
1st, and about a month hence we may expect an
addition to our Mongolian population of two or three
hundred. The aforesaid Chinese Company will prob-

ably make a regular business of repopulating the'
Hawaiian Islands. Once more we ask our govern-

ment and people is this process of paganizing these
Islands to be allowed to go on forever, without let or
hindrance ? It may be a matter of indifference to
those who can, on short notice, pack np their money
bags and leave ; but to members of the " Can't-get-aw- ay

Club," the prospect is rather gloomy.

The Tkeatt. We find the following sensible
remarks about tbt Hawaiian Treaty in the 8. F.
Merchant of Sept. 19 :

' If any man in the United States has had any
uneasy feeling about the Hawaiian Treaty let him
rest assured. His country is getting the best of it,
and if the nation tired, Great Britain would gladly
step into the position, and give the Hawaiian
Kingdom a handsome bonus for securing a similar
privilege. California is doing well by the treaty,
and is satisfied, and who has a right to grumble?
As the Aetes Letter says : Oar export trade to
Hawaii is steadily increasing. The arrivals and
departures of vessels to the Sandwich Islands bare
received a great impetus since the passage of the
treaty, and our merchants and citizens, generally,
are well pleased with the Island development.
The Islanders diaw heavily npon us for machinery,
steamers, iron, lumber, flour, grain, cattle, horses,
mules, etc." .

Hail Storm is London. Early in August an
extraordinary . hail storm visited London and
vicinity, inflicting severe losses upon gardens,
greenhouses and panes, which, says the Timet,
looked as if tbey had been fired upon by a mitrail-
leuse battery. Not a single piece of glass was
left whole that faced the storm. The hailstones
were the largest ever known by the oldest resi-

dents ; five of them weighed a pound, and measur-
ing from three to five inches in circumfrence. In
Kew Gardens it had been roughly estimated that

6,000 damage bad been done, no less than 25,000
panes having been broken in all the gardens.
Large boughs were twisted off trees, outdoor
plants and vegetables were cut down as with a
knife, and in one instance a small pile of potatoes
were literally dug np and left upon the surface of
the ground by the flying blocks of ice.

Ik Error We were misinformed last week in an
item to the effect that two surreptitious Chinese gin
sellers had been fined in the Police Court respectively
$10 and $20. It was for furnuhing, sot selling.
But the Gazette in its haste to correct us , itself falls
into a blunder that is worse than the one it attempts
to expose. It says that during the past three weeks
there have been three convictions for selling liqoor
without license, in which one Chinaman was fined
$500, a second 8250, and a third 9150. Now the
editor is supposed to be a lawyer at aH events be
holds a license as such from the Supreme Court yet
he is evidently ignorant of the fact that the fine for
selling liquor without a license is fixed by law at
8500, no mora no less. In reality there was but
one conviction under that law, and the fine of $500
was of coarse imposed ; and there were two convic-

tions (besides those first above mentioned) for furn-

ishing, and in each of these a fine of S150 was im-

posed. In view of the law, (See. 29 Chap. 41 Penal
Code) we are not auprised that His Honor " bad no
recollection of a single case of conviction for the illi-

cit sale of liquors where the fine has been less than
8100." Now, is the Gazette ever reliable T No.
What! Never? Well, hardly ever.

Blooded Stock. Mr. Rollio P. Saxe of San
Francisco is a " breeder and shipper of Jacks,
Snort-born- , Jersey and other cattle ; Merino, Cote-wo- ld

and Shropshire Sheep tnd Berkshire Pigs of
thorough blood." He writes to us : "I Lave bad
much trouble with a bouse or two here who have
shipped swine to the Islands and said they were
raised by Saxe. I know of two lots of pigs shipped
that are not tborougb-breds- , and parties here
bought them for one-fourt- h of what I sell pigs at.
An my name has been used considerably on the
Islands, and as I have shipped only two orders for
pigs one through Messrs. Williams, Blanebard &

Co., and the other cold direct to Mr. Herbert of
the Hawaiian Hotel, I simply desire that all orders
for Essex, Berkshires, or Poland Chinas abould
come through Messrs. Williams, Blanebard & Co.,
or direct to myself. There is as much difference
between my pigs and other pigs as there ia be-

tween a good oyster and a pretty good oyster,
good eggs and tolerable good eggs, good butter or
fair butter. I don't deal in fair, or tolerable good,
or pretty good stock ; I have only the best, and
charge for it, and back my opiniou with my pigs,
and I don't like shipping agents or speculators to
use my name on common pigs bought here and
aent to Honolulu and sold as thoroughbreds wh6n
tbey ain't. Always a thoroughbred myself , yours,
etc., RoLLUf P. Saxe."

Death op Mrs. Johnstone This venerable lad,
who with her husband the late Andrew Johnstone
came to these Islands in 1831 under tbo auspice
of the A. B. C. F. M., died in this city on Sunday
last tbe 5th instant, and waa buried tbe same day.
Mr. and Mrs. Johnstone devoted their live to th
education of youth for many year In this city,
having at one time bad charge of tbe first English
school ever established here, known a th
"Charity School." kept in a stone building that
was situated on tbe grounds now occupied by tbo
uovernment xiouse. jnany oi loose oorn nere ana
now grown to mature manhood and womanhood,
attended that school, and will remember Mr. John-
stone (be was a Scotchman) tbe kind but fahhfu!
teacher, long since departed. He and bis wife also
kept a boarding acbool in a two-stor- y stone build-
ing that onee stood on the lot now occupied by
the residence of Mr. Atberton, on King street,
below tbe old mission premise. Mr. and Mrs.
Johnstone resigned from tb mission la 1834, and
thereafter taught tbe English school under th
patronage of the foreign residents of Honolulu.
It was with Mr. Johnstone that Romauldo Pacbeco,
formerly Li-u- L Governor of California and now
elected as Representative to tb U. 8. Congress
from that State, wa sent to school in bis boyhood,
being sent here by bis father for an English edu-
cation. He is well remembered by some of bi
old scboolmatesJiere. One by one tbe older resi-
dents are passing away, until soon tbe place that
now know them shall know them no more forever.
