Now, all these attacks
on the treaty, whether they appear in the Grocer
or the American Grocer of New York, or the
Grocer and Country Merchant, or the Builetin
or the Cal! of San Francisco, or the Oakland

| Tribune, all come from oge source—the New

York sugee refine~=. They might all be written
by ooe pen, for they all display the same extra-
rance of the correct figures of the

Isiand trade, export and import, and they all dis-
play the same determination to sacrifice Califor-
nia interests and the same malevolence towards
our refiveries. OQur refiveries bave, it is true,
iven them some occasion for this bad temper.
hey have sold pure sugar against their mixtures,
and undersold theém in & market of their own
seeking. It is difficult to reply to an article
which evidently gives erroneocus figures. For
instance, the American Grocer says at the close
of the first year there was remitted £165,000 in
daties, or a sum greater than the invoice price of
all the free goods from the United States to the
Sandwich lslands. Why, from this one port we
ship more free goods in a month to the "
besides what other ports on the Pacific do, and
in addition to the direet shipments from the
Atlantic. Further on the writer says: *“<Onp
staple articles alone there was remisted (in the
year ending June 30th) §1,125,000, while the
entire value of the & exported from this
country to the Sandwich lslands was only £960,-
000."" The writer gets nearer the truth this
time on the duties remitted, but makes the
double mistakes of assomiog that the shipments
of domestic produce and manufacture from this
city is all the trade we did in return. He lakes
no account of the trade from Los Angeles, Eureka
n. It would not have suited his pur-
to udd the trade from the Atlantic coast.

And worse than all, he compated half a year’s
trade outwards with a year's trade inwards.
