Eondent says that .he President receives about a
letters a day, relating to every con-

ceivable subject. The people of this intelligent
country seem to think that ho can give money
and land as he dees officer ; that he has a purse
long enough to suitain all the charities of the
land ; that he is oiinipotent and omniscient, and
that an appeal to him lor anvthing will ba ans
wered.

lie receives inqtiries from Europe as to wheth
er their lost triendn or relative are livinn in the
United States and where. One man writes him
from Indiana to know if be can tell what has be
came ol his son who was lost sight of at the be
ginning ol the war. Questions are asked him
through the mails as to the resieetubilitv or
financial standing of people residing in Washing-
ton and other inquiries are made as if the public
through the White House was an intelligence
office. The other day the President recoivpii n
letter from a citizen ol northern New York, which
it a sample of many written him. The writer
commences ny complimenting the President on
his administration policy and concludes:

I would afk you the favor to give me the to
tal amount of epirits used in this country for in
toxicating drinks, and the amount of tobacco,
snuff, and such injurious and unnecessary articles;
the number of pruttiiutet in the United States,
and the sum of money expended for the different
articles of life that are not strictly necessary, so
that 1 may have the correct figures to use in but-
tling against extravagance and immorality of all
kinds.
