More Anovy e Treaty.—A Washington special
dispatch to the N. Y. Commercial Adpertiser, dated
Nov. 29, sfter stating thiat the agent of the Treasury
Department sent to Honolulu had reported that no
foreign made sugirs were sent from here to San
Prancisco under the treaty, says :

“* There has been considerable pressure broaght
to bear by sugar merchants to indace our Govern-
ment to take steps to s te the existing treaty,
but from the best information attsinable it is not
considered probable that this will be done.

“The government loses from one to two million
dollars sanually by there being no duty on the sugar
brought from the Bandwich Islands, but this was
fully anticipated by the officials who were instru-
mentsl in having the treaty bpegotisted. If the
present treaty did pot exist, it is regarded as certaln
that the Hiritish Government would have control
of the islande, and it was to prevent this and to
secure to the United States the trade of those isl-
ande that the concession was made that all sugars
manufactured in the islands should be admitted to
the United Btates free of duty.”

Tee recest prevalence of malarial fever
this city bhaving directed publie attention to the
subject of sanitary measures, the question of pro-

mn

genernl system of sewerage has been
much taiked of. Asa matter of course, the ab-
stract fact being admitted that such s system if
properly earried out, would be an excellent thing
for the health of the city—the eonclusion is at
once arrived at by some that it is the duty of
government to undertake the work, irrespective
of considerations of cost or other obstacles that
might be in the way. There is indeed much to
be thought of, and carefully weighed, before an
adequate system of sewerage can be provided for
this city. Therc are grave engineering questions
to be met, the solution of which will tax the =skill
of experienced men, not the least of which ques-
tions will be, how to dispose of the sewage. We
understand however that the whole subject has
been under consideration by the government, and
that steps lLave been taken to obtain plans and
estimates.

In connection with the discussion of measures
for the special benefit of the capital, inevitably
comes up the question of & municipal govern-
ment. While wmost people who bave lived under
municipal governments in other countries, will
readily coocede that this city could be better
governed and better taken care of by a Mayor
and Board of Aldermen chosen by the citizens
than by a Ministry with all the multifarions con-
cerns of the country at large on its hands, and
moreover restricted in its expenditures by the
biennial approprintion bill—yet we question very
much if more than a respectable minority of our
citizens would be found to vote in the affirmative
of such a proposition if submitted to them. The
first objection in most minds would be, thata
municipal government would involve increased
taxation on property holders in the city. The
next guestion that occurs, is whether fit and
responsible men could be inCaced to accept office.
Our “sohid’ men are all in active business
occupations,—would they willingly and gratuit-
ously devote the time and labor required to di-
rect the proper government of the city ?

As to the first objection—that of inereased tax-
ation—it by no means follows that such a meas-
ure must be resorted to in order to provide the
wmeans of earrying on & municipal government.
The taxes on real estate and the license fees col-
lected in Honolulu form no inconsiderable pro-
portion of the revenues of the country, and a cer-
tain per cent. of the amount so contnibuted
might be annually set apart. and made available
for the purposes of & city government, As to
city officers—a committee of the Privy Council, a
body of able and responsible men, not by any
means over wurked at present—could, we opine,
be safely entrusted with the general management
of municipal affuirs, the necessary executive
officers being paid stipulated salaries.

But whatever may be thought of these crude
suggestions, it is evident that as this city in-
creases year by year in population and enlarges
its borders, with constantly recurring questions
ofa local nature,—the proper government of the
city will require, il it does not alrendy require,
more care and atfention than can poseibly be
bestowed upon it by the general government.
And we say this without in the slightest degree
impeaching the ability or the industry of the
present Ministry.

OveRLOADING DRaYs.—There is & provision in the
laws of 1878 which declares that ** No wehicle li-
censed to trapsport freight shall earry more than one
ton of two thousand pounds, for each drawing horse
or other animal, under penalty upon the liconses of
double the license.’”

One day
this week we counted fifty bags of flonr ou a dray
going by our office, and the not over-powerful horse
was compelled to strain very hard to drag slong the
2,500 pounds. besides the weight of the dray, the
driver and another man—altogether say 3,850 lba.
By Section 8 of the Actof of 1878, it is made tho daty
of the Marshal or his Deputy to prosecute for viola-
tion ‘ol' the same.

The Prince’s Own ( volunteers) and s de-
tachment of the Housebold troops, the whole under
command of His Majesty, paraded through the city
snd marched to Makiki, where a competitive drill
was had. To Compsny B, Capt. David Kasha, was
awarded the first prize, a silver cup ; to the captain
himself, s silver medal ; medals were also distributed
as rewards for punctuslity at drills and meetinge.
The troops made s very good, soldierly appearance.
In the afternoon there was a bosl race in the harbor,
between Qovernor Dominis® six-oared barge the
*« Kapiolani,”* maoned by a Hawsiisn crew, and &
boat, also of six oars, belonging to the U. 8. 8.
Laclemwanna. The distance was five milea to the
flag boat and return. The * Kapiolani'' wae the
wioner, making the flag-boat in 27 minutes, and 26
minutes thence to the winning post—total distance of
five miles in 583 minates—the Lackawanna’s bost
coming in two and a balf mioutes later. Considering
the chop sea that prevailed outside, the time may be
considered good. It is said that congiderable money
changed hands on the result. We learn that the
plucky boys of the Lackawanna propose to try it
again. The Honclulu boys sre naturally somewhat
proad of their victory, inasmuch as the Lackawan-
na’s boat, in fifteen previous contests in other coun-
tries, bas now been beaten for the first time. The
names of the * Kapiolsni’s' crew are: Chas.
