Government, it might have saved a heap of trou
ble.

Tux delegation that waited on the King last
Wednesday, for the particulars of which we are
indebted to an occasional correspondent who.
fortunately for us, was one of the elect, met with
a more genial and hearty reception than any of
the previous committees. The arguments in favor

of the $10,000,000, and said to be by an

bility is that " Kearney " supplied the facts and

Tbe above is a copy of the answer returned to
tbe committee who presented tbe petition of tbe
meeting held at the Bethel Church on Wednes-

day the 18th instant. It is extremely formal,
and literally coo tains nothing. Tbe petition was
presented on the 21st instant, and the 24th tbe
fact is made known of it having pleased His
Majesty's Ministers to place tbe communication
in tbe bands of His Majesty. Further comment
is unnecessary.

In the psesxnt condition of affairs it is desira-

ble that facta should be kept in view, and tbe
tendency to distort or exaggerate should be
resisted. It must be acknowledged that serious
injury baa been done to the business interests of
the Kingdom, but it must also be remembered
that the injury is more in tbe apprehensions
created than in what has been actually done, and
we have reason to believe that many of these
apprehensions were and are groundless. Hopes
are now entertained that wiser counsels will pre-

vail, and tbe Government be placed in fairly
safe bands, and it is not unreasonable to hope
that tbe events of tbe last two weeks will have
taught some valuable lessons.

There is doubtless regret in some quarters
already that advice, leading to reckless appoint-
ments, was given, and that in tbe conduct of
Legislative matters, there was not more of princi-
pal and less of personal ambition shown. In a
nation like this our public men may have jet to
learn that in affairs of State consideration must
be given to other than personal wishes. Doubt-lea- s

some thought that a change of Cabinet mere-

ly meant a change of persons, and beyond that
no other interests would be affected, and such
were honestly surprised that capitalists, business
men and planters found that values were
affected this only shows bow little some of our
public men know of tbe functions and powers of
Government. Tbe readiness with which unfit
men are recommended for high offices shows bow
lightly such offices are esteemed. Advisers of tbe
King should remember that such appointments
not only degrade the offices but belittle the
Throne. It is to be hoped that these considera
tions have come home to some minds of late, and
that in tbe future the most important functions
of Government will not be exercised without
regard to the proprieties or consequences in
volved.

On tbe other band, tbe foreign community will
have learned tbe necessity of making some effort
to show to the governing class bow intimately
connected with and dependent upon good govern
ment are all tbe industrial interests of tbe king
dom. Il has been, perhaps, too much tbe case
in times past that foreigners, as well as natives,
when they wanted a subsidy or any other measure
passed, have been ready to undermine the in
fluence of a Ministry, and have thus taught a
lesson which is now reacting upon themselves.
We sometimes hear men boasting that they do
not care who are Ministers, as they can get wbat
they want in spite of them ; but late events have
shown many such that it does make some differ
ence to all who administers the Government ;

choice for one, the result of calm deliberation on

J. HE SUBJECT OP HatlCXATIOX Will drop lOtO
desuetude, and become a thing of the past, if no
steps are taken to check tbe wholesale influx of
male Chinese. In June, 1879, the number of
Chinese males in tbe country exceeded tbe females
by six thousand six hundred and sixty-fiv-e. Over
four thousand bare arrived since that time. Now
wbat must be tbe condition of society in a country
where tbe native population shows nearly five
men to one woman. Article 30 of tbe Constitu-
tion states that it is tbe King's prerogative to
receive and acknowledge public Ministers, and
to inform tbe Legislative Assembly by Royal
message from time to time of tbe state of the
kingdom, and to recommend to its consideration
such measures as he shall judge necessary and
expedient.' Only one message was received
during the recent session. It recommended tbe
favorable consideration of a memorial of one C.
C. Moreno, asking for a subsidy to be given to
the China Merchants' Steam Navigation Com
pany. The message also pointed oat that " the
opening to us of tbe great emporium of Asia will
add a tenfold resource of revenue and profit to
our country." The committee to whom tbe
memorial was referred differed in their opinions
from tbe King, and showed that none of the
arguments contained in the memorial could be
sustained by fair reasoning. If the Chinese
steamers are subsidized they will continue to
bring Chinese males ad libitum. Owing to there
being no article in the Constitution or laws to
authorize tbe King and Privy Council to check
tbe impending evil, Mr. Rhodes introduced a bill
to regulate immigration, which, after being
slightly modified, met with universal approval
This bill waa vetoed by the King. The power of
the Board of Immigration, which by statute is
under tbe control of the Minister of tbe Interior,
whose duty it is to devise and recommend for tbe
adoption of tbe King in Privy Council such
measures as might be necessary to promote and
encourage immigration, are thrown entirely in
tbe shade. Tbe Government pays for tbe im
portation of South Sea Island women, whilst, on
the other band, tbe Chinese Government asks to
be paid for bringing males only. They have
started to come from both sides China and tbe
Pacific Coast and unless there is some cheek
put on tbe present movement, nothing can save
the speedy extinction of the Hawaiian race. It
is a sweeping assertion to make ; bnt, from tbe
reasonable arguments that have come under our
notice, we believe it to be a sad fact. Tbe
Chinese do not come here as agriculturists, and
fr tbe benefit of the planter and the country.
The goal of a Chinaman' ambition is to get a
ehop of hia own, behind th. counter of which he
maj enjoy a hie ol comparative &M, counting
his daily gains. It is a well known fact that tbe
illicit liquor traSo is almost entirely in their
hands, and the numerous seizure of opium show
that tbey hare bo respect for laws. Much good
work of tbe late Assembly has been nullified, not
tbe least of which is tbe retoing of tbe Immigra
tion Bill, thereby striking a powerful blow
against the perpetuity of this nation as distinctive J
Hawaiian, and from which recovery ia almost
hopebrt.

The Ko Hawaii Pae Aina produced an

article that appeared as an "extra' on Sat-

urday last, from tl.e pre of the Gazette.

Our esteemed contemporary freely gives vent

to its opinion on the present political situ-

ation, and tbe view taken is decidedly op-

posed to that of tbe enlightened sentiments of
mm WW 1

Hawaiians and foreigners not only in uonoiuiu,
but throughout the kingdom. The question is

asked, " Wbat will be the consequence of the

actions taken by the foreign element within our

midst?" This question has not yet been an-

swered. However, Mr. Hartwell made a state-

ment at a meeting last week that " it was the

best thing for them to talk it out. Tbe result
would be to strengthen His Majesty." We fully

endorse this assertion. Our contemporary says

that the King's prerogative has been encroached

upon.' In wbat way, we would ask ? Have not

citizens who are tax-paye- rs a right to express
their opinion, more especially when the inde-

pendence of Hawaii nei is in jeopardy ? The
illogical phraseology referred to by the Pae Aina
can only be that construction, or rather mis-

construction, which tbe natives have put npon
the action of tbe foreigners. The most reason-

able and sensibly disposed have given but one
expression of opinion regarding His Majesty
that is loyalty. Notwithstanding this, actions
emanating from tbe Throne are open to criticism.
Article 42 of the Constitution states that " No
act of the King shall have any effect unless it be
countersigned by a Minister, who, by that signa-

ture, makes himself responsible.' Will this
apply to tbe peremptory dismissal of a Cabinet ?

Probably not. Tbe Pae. Aina says that " be
should be allowed to choose without interference
among men of bis subjects acceptable to him.
Tbe wishes of factions should not be pressed, nor

tbe piques of cliques have influence in any way

upon him in performing faithfully the discharge

of bis duties as King and ruler of the
nation." Were this an absolute monarchy such
sweeping statements might be admissible ; but,
being Constitutional, it somewhat modifies

matters at least it should do so. The late acts
of foreigners are alluded to as " unrighteous,
and to them is attributed the disturbance of the
peace of the country." Probably matters have
not been of tbe most tranquil nature, but bow is

it possible that an equilibrium can be main-

tained when a good Ministry is dismissed without
any stated cause, and their places filled by parties
in whom the community have no confidence ?

Wbat follows is an unintelligible compilation of
English, which winds up by stating that " Neither
the native Hawaiian nor the Government can be

held responsible for the consequences." Such
statements as these do not tend to do good. The
The first line of the last paragraph reads thus :

Let the foreign element in these islands be
ware." Bewareof what? The foreign element has

large vested interests in this country, and the ob

ject of these meetings is to strengthen the position
of His Majesty. We hope the next attempt the
Pae Aina makes to convert foreigners to their
way of thinking they will first make themselves
acquainted with tbe correct nature of a Const-

itutional Government, and not advocate absolut-
ism and despotism.

Meeting at Kaumakapili Church.
Another large concourse of natives and foreigners

met on Friday evening of last week to discuss politi-
cal affairs. We briefly noticed the nature of tbe
meeting in our last issue, and now give an extended
report.

Mr. John M. Kapena was appointed chairman,
Messrs. Kalama and H. Waterhouse, Secretaries,
and Mr. 8. B. Dole, interpreter.

Mr. Kapena said we are assembled here ht

as true born natives of Hawaii nei. Within the last
few days meetings bad been held, and the prevailing
element was white men. To-nig- ht we wish the
sentiment of Hawaiians to be heard, as we think
they bare not yet been uttered. There are questions
of great importance to determine, and he rejoiced to
see so many Hawaiians present with their foreign
friends. Those who now take this opportunity of
expressing themselves are the true friends of the
State. This meeting is not called to do anything
bad, nor do we wish to do anything in regard to a
certain man who has caused a great deal of noise.
The question is to discuss a certain resolution that
had keen passed in this House, and which censured
the King. He advocated loyalty to tbe King of Ha-

waii, and that all should be modest in their counsels,
and concluded by stating that if we are men, let us
do oar duty as men and Christians.

Mr. Dole asked leave to present a few remarks in
support of loyalty. He would therefore propose the
following resolution:

Katolved, That we hereby express onr thanks to Hia
Majesty Kalakana for listening to the voice of His people
and removing C. C. Moreno from the office of MiniRter of
Foreign Belauons.

Mr. R. W. Wilcox next addressed the meeting.
He said citizens of home, and who guards the inter
ests of this country, let every true Hawaiian express
himself by word of mouth and according to the
knowledge that God has given bim. He was of
opinion that tbe resolution passed on Monday last
waa dangerous to this Government The King has
a right to appoint whom it pleases him, and it is for
us to obey.

(Great disturbance ensued which caused the
speaker to retire.)

Mr. Simon K. Kaai said he held in his hand a re
solution which he would read to the House.

However, the resolu
tions were declaied carried, a decision which ac
celerated the business, though it did not receive
universal approbation.

Kaumakapili on Friday, tbe 20th iustant, Mr. Simon

Kaai is represented as having " called attention to

the refusal of foreign officials to recognize Moreno

as Minister of Foreign Affairs, to a remark made to

bim by one of them that, in case of trouble, the

sailors and marines in tbe war vessel in port would

nofcome on shore to assist ; but if they should come

on shore, it would be to stay." (Marked sensation !)

As the editors of the Gazette, or some of them,
were present and took a prominent part in that por-tentio- us

meeting, they ought to be well posted in

what took place, and able to furnish an accurate
report of proceedings for the benefit or entertainment
of their subscribers.

Perhaps their report is accurate ; if so, the state-

ment of Mr. Kaai is not. But be it remembered that
he is one of the highly respectable and able gentle-

men in whom the Gazette, and, according to that
eminent authority, tbe entire public baa auch un-

bounded confidence, and whose loss it so deeply
deplored.

Tbe remark made to Mr. Kaai by one of tbe
foreign officials was : ' If, in the event of any dis-

turbance or breach of the peace, tbe man did come
on shore from the war-vess- el, it would be not to
take any part in the conflict, but to protect foreigners
and their properly against rioters and thieves, and
for that purpose alone." Not a word was said by
that foreign official about their coming to stay.
Nothing of the sort. How then can tbe Gazette or
Mr. Kaai have so misnnderstood matters ? Evi
dently one or the other is in error perhaps both.
Will the Gazette come forward and support its state-
ment, or will it abandon its idol, acknowledge that
it has feet of clay, and is a false god in whom no
trnst is to be placed ? But perhaps this conclusion
has already been arrived at.

But Mr. Kaai was understood by some of thoss
who assisted at the meeting to have declared, in tbe
phrensy of his loyal and patriotic declamation, that
if these said men should venture on shore, even were
it only to protect foreign property, none would be
left (owing, I suppose, to Hawaiian prowess and
generalship) to return on board their vessel to tell
the tale of their discomfiture.
