Mr. Kapena seems to have forgotten that this is
not an absolute despotism, but a Constitutional

guaranteed, only upon' this basis. And for Mr.
Kapena or any other man to go back upon this
record and advise or uphold acts of despotism is to
jeopardise our independence. 'And this for the
simple reason that such acts are unconstitutional,
and ;will not be i submitted to by an intelligent
people, who have rights in their premises, and who
deBire peace and quietness,' and a stable, honest ad-

ministration not one of caprice and senseless
changes.. -

And it can well be imagined that no advisers of

the King are so dangerous to the independence of this
Government as those who advocate and justify, as it
is understood Mr. Kapena to have done, the recent
acts which have excited the universal condemnation
of the whole coon try. Wiser councillors are needed.
to guide the ship of state through the breakers that
will be sure to surround her at times, and dangerous
experiments may be tried once too often.

Opinion by McCully J.
Referring to the extended statement of the

facts of this case, and tbe law as established by
the authority of Zupplein estate case, (III Ilaw- -

iiitivEep6rts 323) in the written opinion of the
hief Justice in his nrst decision, it will De sum- -

cient to saj.
1. Tbe transaction ol tne parties cannot be

viewed as a compromise. The defendant had no
right and no title. It is said in argument that
being in possession,' he tnusfbe dispossessed, by a
suit of ejectment, and that his' settlement wat
therefore a compromise. But it is not to be in-

ferred tbat.be would have resisted the occupation
by the. plaintuTs when he' came to 'know that he
had no title, and it is not to be sustained as a
compromise that tbe plaintiffs should give up
half of tbeir estate in order to avoid an action of
ejectment .against the (tenant of! this half, who
would hare no defense to set up and who must
pay the costs. Neither is it apparent what Pu.t-bi- ki

compromises when he only claims a half and
is given all that and relinquishes nothing, unless
making a partition of an estate is deemed a
compromise. ,

estate, upon their view that he was entitled as

For the
year ending June 30th the Government sales of
postal cards, postage stamps and stamped envelopes
aggregated, in round numbers, $31,900,000 a re-
venue sufficient to carry on a small Government.

Of Ibis number
the large manufactories of tbe United States pro-
duce 1530 a day as follows : Tbe Waltbam factory,
750 ; tbe Elgin, 500 ; SpringfielJ, III., 80 ; Hampden
Watch Company. 90 ; Howard, 20 ; Lancaster, 50 ;
Rockford, 40 ; and lots of em are produced by
smaller establishments.

The United States navy is fairly represented at
Mare Island, Cal., where thirteen vessels, or one-nin- th

of tbe ships, and 11,787 tons, or one-twelf- th

of the tonnage, is either building, laid up, or in
commission. The aggregate age of these vessels is
319 years. And their market value, exclusive of tbe
Pentacola and the Ranger, is probably not over
$150,000. The Mohica n and tbe Monadnock are
carried on the register as " repairing." but they are
merely dismantled hulks, while new vessels of the
same name are being built to replace them, and an
expenditure of considerably over a million dollars
will be required before they can be classed and used
as fighting vessels.

The census returns for San Francisco are making
haste slowly. Those for most great Eastern cities
have been completed. New York has increased fifty
per cent during tbe past decade, its population now
numbering 1,500,000. Philadelphia numbers 842.-42- 8,

Brooklyn 482,493, Chicago 477,X)0. St. Louis
falls one hundred' thousand ebon of Chicago, where-
at her newspapers are furious and charge tbe census
enumerators with culpable negligence. Cincinnati
is set down at 250,000, which is 90,000 more than
Cleveland in the same State. Tbe census shows
that several Massachusetts cities besides Boston have
made gains in population. Lowell, which in 1870
bad 41,000, has now about 60.000. Lawrence has
advanced in ten years from 28,921 to 88,500. and
Lyon from 28.732 to nearly 40,000. Boston abows
aa increase of 130,000. The increase of the cities
and manufacturing towns has not been made at tbs
expense of tbe country towns and villages, which
seem to hold their own. The last estimate of Brook-
lyn is 6C4,000, and of New York, 1,200.(100.

History of Cleopatra's Needles.
.( 'j The ' time i Cleopatra's Needles ' is a double
misuomer, for, in tbe first place, there is no resem-
blance io them to a needle ; aod secondly, there is
no proof that, they were erected by tbe unfortuoate
Queen whose name they bear. . Cleopatra had been
dead seven years when these obelisks were removed
to her great capital. If these grand and venerable
relics of tbe past could speak what a wonderful story
they sould tell. A' story of the rise and fall of em-
pires. A story beginning with the times of Joseph
and Moses and tbe Bible Pharaohs, and coming
down the stream of time for 8,400 years. Under the
reign of the great King Thotbmes HI 1,500 years
B. C these two old monuments were hewn from
the bard granite rock at Syene. in Southern Egypt.
Then they were transported down tbe Nile for a dis-
tance of 500 miles, and set np in ancient Heliopolis.'
After standing as sentinels before the Temple of the
Sun for 1,500 years, they were removed to Alexandria
and set cp again In front of Caesar's Temple, where
they found a seoond resting-plac- e for 1.900 years.
.The second erection of the obelisks is oommemorslsd
in the following inscription found near the basis of
one of. them, in both Latin and Greek : "la the
eighth year of Augustus Cresar, Barbarus, Prefect of
EgJPt caused this obelisk to be placed hers, Pontius
being architect" And sow they are both disturbed
again ; the one has already been taken to London,
tbs other is to be erected in New York. (Re?. Selm
Brown, in TVoy Tine$).
