from slave-holding countries, which take scarcely |
asoy American manufactares in return, so that these I
articles have to be psid for almost wholly in casb.
He urged that Mexico could supply almost all these
thinge, and could take from the United States large l
qusatities of manufactured articles. General Grant
confined his remarks eatirely to the case of Mexico,
as being that of the nearest neighbor of the United |
