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the only proper expiation of his indiscretion ;
and it no doubt should be g0 in cases where a
girl’s peace of mind was broken. Baut be did not
feel sure that such was the case in this instance,
Now, as he Poytash, as well as the young man,
could not leave the islands at present ; and bhad
to make a stay of a few days, while waiting for
a vessel ; he advised a return of Lajos along with
Poytash, to the ranch of Iviole, to be there his
guest for a little while,and he believed that there
might be developments that would set the mind of
Lajos at rest, and hasten his return home.

The following morning Lono and his men got
ready for eca : they launched the staunch boat
Kalula ; and baving carried on hoard through
the rippling tide, the master and his two friends,
they pulled down channel in order to cateh a
wind. Soon they struck the strong tsade breeze,
almost ever blowing out of the Molokai channel,
and they went bowling before a freshening gale
that carried them to the opposite coast, then
along shore, around the Point Kamaiki, and into
the beautiful Bay of Manele.

When the party landed, they found a crowd of
natives assembled around them on the beach :
and learned that a feast was held here this day, on
account of the great yield of water melons that
grow at Manele to such perfection in the sands
among the rocks. Many large calabashes and
other vessels were filled with the fermented juice
of the fruit ; and there was great hilarity among
the people ; and at this time they were amusing
themselves with a true Hawaiian sport of leaping
from a precipice into the sea.

Bold blaffs, ranging in height from a few feet
to several hundreds, extend around the coast on
either side of Manele Bay. From several points
along these bluffs, the patives were accustomed
to leap. At one point where the plummet line
had been dropped one hundred and fifty-two
feet, trom the top of the blaff down to the water,
some few of the boldest natives and stoutest
swimmers would leap. Lono and a few
others were the only oneés on the island who
dared this great leap, and who, without any
dressing, strapping, or protection of any kind,
would spring from this dizzy height into the
gulf below. At another point where the top of
the bluff was about eighty feet high, many of the
strong men and some of the women of the island

men, women and children assembled.
the hacles (foreigmers) were anxious to

The men were bound
with their malo or breecheloth, and the women
bad arranged & mumu or chemise, a8 a tight fit-
ting pau, or short trouser. There were boys and
girls of as tender an age as seven or ecight
years, who readily took- this hold leap, and as the
surging tide below would beave them on the
r-'.wky ledge ol the shore beneath the -;.h_—rhungins;
bluff, they would clamber up the face of this
sheer sea wall to the top again, simply by help of
a fow jutting points of rock, or crevices to which
they couald cling, merely with the ends of fingers
and toes. And as Poytash and Lajos, seated on
n Jower ledge, near the sea, were gazing with
interest and admiration at this exbibition of
prowess and daring, they heard the

form of a beautiful young girl, slightly concealed |

before his sight, with her long flowing bair stream-
ing upward, like a sky meteor plunging into the
translucent, heaving sea, PDown she went, be-
neath the surface of the yielding waves, till
the line of light that followed her radiant form
was lost ; and as the curious and anxious eye of
Lajos looked seaward, be beheld the beauty of
the pandanus grove, rise up from a foamy crest,
and shake her briny curls away from bher pretty
brows and cheeks. that now glowed and dazzled
like those of & sea born Aphrodite eome to claim
her Adonis of the grove. As she moved through
the waves, she made graceful strokes with hands
ard feet; and ber long streaming hair, floated
in the opaline wave likea banner of triumph from
a virgin fortress.

like an arrow to the depth below,in quest of some
beauteous goddess of the sea who had lured bim
to her coral cave. _

Kalili uprose from the tnla of an inflowing wave;
but where was he, the wilful Telemachas, who
would follow the fascinating Calypso, in spite o.l:
the voice of his Mentor. * Where is the boy?
cried Poytash, with a father's feeling, as he
scrambled down to the ledge by the sea. The
master was already there, calling out to several
natives, to dive for Lajos.

But Kalili was foremost in search of the deep :
and soon she reappeared, bearing up with one
arm, the stunned, limp, and helpless body -of

Lajos.
