appointment for profit, These principles will
apply likewise when lawyers are appointed ns
Commissioners or referees.  Except when pro-
fessional knowledge is reqmired they will be
considered to be acting as men of judgment and
discretion and bosiness knowleéfllge and will not be
entitled to fees on the scale of professional men.”
The costs of the reference were ordered to follow
the judgment.
