The steamship Oceanic, which left Hongkong on
the 23d of last month and arrived in this city at

| midnight, last Satarday, had on board a number of

cases of small-pox among the eight hundred Chinese
steerage passengers. Dr. Lawlor, Quarantine Offiger,
boarded the vessel yesterday morning and discov-
ered seven fully developed cases of that disease
among the Chinese, and had six of them removed to
the Twenty.sixth street Hospital. The other one
died about an hour after he had partaken of his
breakfast, yesterday morning. The vessel has been
placed in quarantine, and all communication, ex-
cept from the Health Department, is prohibited

The most peculiar circumstance conneoted with
the affair is the fact that the American Consul at

Hongkong gave the vessel a clean bill of health,
| sltbough it was stated that fogr of the Chinese pas-
| sengers were just recovering from the small-pox.
Some time yesterdsy another Chinese passenger,
whose name is not st present known, died, from
what is reported as general debility.

It is rumored that several mew cases of the dis-
ease have broken out among the Chipese steerage

&uu.ngers. since the removal of the others to the
ospital.

The Board of Health will probably order the re-
moval of the white passengers and crew to one of
the bulks, and the Chinese to the other, in order to
thoroughly fumigate the ship. It may be a week
before she docks. S'e has about a thousand tons of
freight — 8.

Corpus. This was the cuse of passengers by the
Septima in which an appeul had been made from the
decision of the Chiel Justice. The appeal was dis-
missed. Their Honors each stated reasons for con-
purring in this decision, which will be found at full
length in the present issue of the ADVERTISER,

Presentation to the Library. The Court ecalled
the attention of members of the Bar to a present of a
valuable collection of law books which My, J. M
Davidson had made to the Sapreme Court Law
Library,

Giles vs Giles, Mr., Justice McCully intimated
that he would by arravgement with the Chief Justig
take over this case and hear it during the coming
week ag of the term.

Waikane v2 Poohelo ¢f al  Io this nppeal case the
Court rendercd judgment for the plaintiff.

Kate Paiko vsJ. M. Kapena. Mr. Justice Judd
delivered the decision of the Court to the effect that
*t as the use of the lane is permissive, the defendaunt
may revoke it, and obstruct the lane, but only on
his own land.*" Costs were ordered to be divided
between the parties

Auhia (w) vs Kaiap elua (k). Libel for Divorece.
Mr. Hartwell counsel for the libellan , moved to
have Kaiapeelua held to be in contempt of the Court
for not having comphed with the order made on
13th of April, that he should pay into Court $£50
for counsel's fee aud $37 for cost of Court. Kui-
apeelua was in Court and stated that he coald not
pay because he had no mopey, but that as he was
working for the Honclulu Iron Works Company. be
hoped to be nble to pay soon. The Court granted
him till 16th May to make the payment with the
alternative of being sent lo prizon.

Hoflschlneger & Co. vs Han Sam ef al. In thig
case Mr. Hartwell contested the right of the plnin-
tiff to amend his declaration. Mr. Justice McCully
said that his decision bhad been that the demurrer
waos sustained and that the plaintiff eould ament
upon payment of costs of the demurrer. The Court
sustained this decision, Mr. J. M. Davidson ap-
peared for the plaintiff.

Berore Mr. Justice McConey

J. Smith vs Wo San. Ejectment. Mr. Bickerton
os counsel for plaintif accepted the wvalue put
upon the dower by the Courtand asked for judg-
ment. The Court required that all the parties to
the suit should likewise agree before entering jodyg
ment, and Mr. Hatch tor the defendants said that he
thought the parties could agree among themselves,
bat that each party ought to pay his own costs.

L. G. Sresovich & Co vs M. Meclnerny. His Honor
read his decision as to the fees to be paid to the
Referces, reducing them to $15 each. Mr. Bickertoun,
the referee appointed by the Court, was present and
argued against the decision. His Honor promised
not again to impose such unremunerative datiez on
the learned gentleman.

Agnew vs McWayne. Mr. Preston moved for
judgment on the ground that the defendant’s ap-
peal had not been perfected. After some discussion (he
Court decided to hear Mr. Jones on his exceptions
at once. When Mr. Preston rose to reply to Mr. Joues,
their Honors intimated that they bad no cecasion to
hear him and gave judgment, over-iuling exceptions.
