of breath. No doubt there should be a
vigilant ob.-ervati- by authority, of every
caw-- e of death; and in order to fully carry
out such observation, it is necessary that
the duty f Coroner be a distinct
function, and we recommend ourcotempo- -
rary, in the event of the creation of the
oftiei--. aa the proper incumbent.

Wk said that there would be an inquest
held over the gravi s on the sand reef of
Kuhakaaulana, before the high tribunal
of public opinion, and in our columns to-

day Kainaaina opens the ease, charging
oar Health Authorities with constructive
manslaughter. Men are now to be punished
fr -- ins. of omission, as well as commission.
Our worthy police Justice declares, in a
recent investigation, based upon an inquest,
that 'the omission to do what a man of
intelligence miirht be expected to do, be
comes a criminal neglect." An overt act
is n longer needed to fix criminality,
Now, through the seini-ofliei- al columns of
a contemporary, we hear suggestion of
" vigorous elFort " to be now made to stop
the further spread of the epidemic of small
pox from which we are sutlering. Vigorous
etlorts now! Four months ago, through
can.!cssi,e.-- s and favoritism this fell disease
was let in among us. Four months ago
the whole conimunitv was in a state of
alarm and dismay, and relied on the au
thorities for "vigorous efforts" to stamp
out this pestilence. The proposal to make
them now, is an abject confession of past
ineptitude and inertness ; of " the omission
to do what a man of intelligence might be
expected to do." And we cannot but feel
that the large number of deaths which
have been occasioned by these sins of omis
sion call for a strict investigation. Neither
can we avoid the conviction that such an
enquiry ought, in the ordinary course of
justice, to lead to an arraignment of those
found to be resjMiusible before the same bar
as that where stood on Wednesday last
Father -- ami the architect of his
school.

A Dimk Savings Bank, or any institu
lion for the saving of very small sums
would be of great value to Hawaiians.
i lay have been advised and instructed in
the native newspaper, the Elcle roaJ:olu,
on the ubject of cooperation, and in. con-

nection with this, the subject of small
savings Is now under discussion. We are
aware that Me.-sr- s. Bishop fc Co. offer some
facilities for the deposit of savings, but the
Rink would hardly give attention to the
very small dej.osits that natives could, and
might be induced to make. We remem-
ber the influence of the late Mr. Moffett
Stoiu-- y in inducing the natives of Kahuku
t U iosit some of their savings ; and na-

tives elsewhere have been induced to de-lH(- sit

ivings, which evidently resulted in
gn at advantage to the depositors.

We feel assured that if there was an in-

stitution, entirely trustworthy, that was
organized and prepared to receive the most
trilling dei)sit of money, that all the poor
of this country, especially the natives,
would be glad to have an opportunity pro-
vided to take care of small economies.
Frequent accouuts of the large accumu-
lations arising from many small economics
after lapses of time, would awaken and
interest the native mind. They greatly
need to be educated in respect to economy,
and provident provision for the future. The
growth of a dime at interest, during the
growth of a child, would interest and stim-
ulate them. Hawaiians want to secure for
their offspring education and a future pro-
vision. Let them have a convenient op-Iortun-ity,

be invited to deposit, and be
assured that the smallest sum, even one i

di ne, w ill receive attention, and many a
irfr mother, as well as hard-worki- mr man.- - - u j

wili be glad to put away in a safe place, !

some few dimes from time to time, for some
beloved object ; or for their oyfti future
comfort.

The Kev. W. J. Larkin's exceptional
osition before the community, calls for an

impartial presentation of evidence, that has
come to our hands, to assist the public in
forming a correct opinion in regard to it.

In our issue of May 7th we published by
request of Father Larkin, a letter he ad-

dressed to us. along with a correspondence
between himself ami Bishop Maigret. The
comunication signed by the Bishop, after
being placed in our hands, was somewhat
modified, and some additions were made
with the consent of the Bishop. We give
below the exact text of the document, when
first placed in our hands:

I am very much pained to hear that
certain calumnies have been circulated reg
arding the character or the Kev. rather
Larkin, who is zealously laboring in this
mission, lie lias come. here with dimis- -
sorial letters and recommendations of the
highest character from his late Bishop, and
I have no fear but he will deserve the same
at my hands if it should happen that I
would be deprived of his valuable and zeal-
ous services.

Subsequently Father Larkin informed us

that he was authorized by the Bishop, to
modify the form of this certificate of char-
acter; so that it .should appear as an answer'
to a communication; and he gave us a copy
of his letterto the Bishop; and made altera-
tions in the certificate of character, so that
it reads as follows; as published in our 7th
May issue.

Honolulu, May 4, 1881.
To the Jicv. IP. J. Larkin, President St.

Louis Colli je:
IIev. and Dkai: Sib: Iu reply to your letter just
received, in which you complain of injurious
reports; I will say in reply: I am very much
pained to hear that certain calumnies have been
circulated regarding your character. You have
proven yourself a zealous laborer in this mission,
always acting in accorduuee with my instructions.
You came here with dimissorial letters and
recommendations of the highest character, from
your late Bishop; and I feel well assured that
yon will deserve the same at my hands, if it
should happen that I would be deprived of your
valuable and zealous services, at any future time.

After a certain discussion had arisen in

regard to the authenticity of a letter, or
any other document from the hand of Bish-
op Maigret in respect to the character of
Father Larkin; and which authenticity was
denied by a public print; the editor of this
journal called at the Catholic mission, and
waited upon Monseigneur Maigret, who
was in company with the Rev Father Mar-
tial, a member of the mission.

Upon presentation of the certificate of
character of Father Larkin, the Bishop
looked at and recognized his signature. He
remarked at the time, that he did not write
the letter, or document; and was not in the
habit of writing any. The editor then read
slowly the certificate, pausing and com-
menting upon each phrase; and subsequen-
tly repeated its substance in the French
language; (although the English language
is well understood by Monseigneur and his
associate on this occasion:) and then enqui-
red of the Bishop, if he had authorized any
such statement, and the subsequent modifi-
cation of the document signed by him; to
which the Bishop replied distinctly and
emphatically, that be had authorized Father
Larkin to say all this, and much more. He
commented upon the unusually warm and
commendatary letters which the reverend
Father had brought with him from Arch-
bishop Alemany of California, and mem-
bers of his clergy.

During this interview, the venerable and
highly revered prelate exhibited a clear
appreciation of all matters involved in the
discussion, and expressed a warm and firm
determination to defend the good name of
a priest, whom he esteemed a faithfull
worker iu his mission.

Therefore we read with a feeling of more
than surprise, in the Gazette of the 1st
instant that the editor of that journal has
in his hands, indisputable evidence," that
such certificate of character of Father Lar-
kin, as we have published " was never writ-
ten or signed" by the Bishop. This editor
has furthermore on the "best (his italics)
authority" an alleged statement of
Bishop Moran, Father Larkin's late dioce-
san; said statement purporting to be a
r eport of conversation with Bishop Moran
of Dunedin, during a few hours stay of that
prelate in town, in route per City of Sydney
to San Francisco; and the party or parties,
who make the report, are " ready to appear
in Court and swear."

If such parties were ready to show their
names in print at this time, it would assist
the public to obtain what it is our aim to
get correct information. We could then
get below the surface and understand the
animus of parties, and their real objective
point. It is a wicked thing as our cotemp-
orary says, "to sow distrust between a
worthy priesthood;" and if any one has
done so; either to gain or to maintain an
influence, that does not belong to his holy
office, he will deserve the severest rep-
rehension.

We shall awrait our cotemporary's fuller
statement of information, with names of
parties. We desire information for the sake
of right and justice. We seek not to defend,
or attack any one in this matter; and we
cannot appreciate the action of our cotem-porar- y,

who publishes a charge of forgery,
and a general defamation of character with-
out the presentation ofa particle of evidence
except a garbled report, of one who was
evidently seeking an evil report; on the
very day, that the party affected was to
stand before a tribunal with character and
liberty in jeopardy. We cannot appreciate
such action, we repeat; as that either of a
journalist or a gentleman.

Decoration Day, or the day for the
commemoration of the dead of the great
American war of the Union, on both sides,
has become recognized with popular dem-
onstration and interest in every section of
the great country, North and South ; and
the 30th of May has been set apart for this
observance. We noticed that Consul McKin-le- y

very appropriately kept his flag at half-ma-st

on Monday last, in recognition of the
day in Honolulu, As it is stated on official
authority that 200 native Hawaiians took
part in the great war which is about a
large a proportion of men to the population
of the country, as many loyal States fur-

nished for the prosecution of the war it is
perfectly appropriate and consistent that
Hawaiians should be pleased with the re-

cognition of the American Decoration
Day in this island Kingdom.

We have seen a series of letters addressed to
Father Larkin, from the Bishops of Brisbane,
Wellington, Dunedin and San Francisco, and j

other parties; covering a penoa oi over niteen
years, in which he receives the highest testimo-

nials as a priest; and is mentioned in Bishop
Moran's letter, as of "irreproachable character."

Though this Kingdom be the smal
lest of the family of independent
states; 3yet, owing to its superior civil
order, its Christian character, and geogra-
phic position, it obtains a national recog-

nition and a diplomatic consideration,
much beyond what is accorded to some
larger states. And we feel assured that it
13 the wish of great Powers, that so long as
a Hawaiian people shall strive to maintain
their national independence, these Towers
will not fail to protect this weak state in
the untrammelled enjoyment of the politi-
cal organization best adapted to the genius
of the chief constituents of our nationality.
And it was with a view to give expression
to the sentiment and firm conviction of the
nation on this point, that the following
resolution was submitted to the Hawaiian
Legislature of 1SS0.

Whekeas the opening of a shipway across
the Isthmus of Darien, and the connection
of this Archipelago by cable with the Old

and New Worlds will concentrate attention
upon the strategic importance of these
Islands, and make their possession an impor-

tant question to contesting Powers in the
Pacific Ocean ; and

Whereas, a patriotic spirit should seek

Assembly that the Government should,
through its diplomatic action, invite all the
Great Powers of the World, and especially
the Great Republic of America, to unite in

a joint guarantee of the perpetual neutrality
of the Hawaiian Kingdom.

In a full house ; and by a joint assembly
of the Nobles of the Hawaiian Kingdom ;

and of the Representatives of the Hawaiian
People, this resolution was unanimously
adopted. And thus the Hawaiian chiefs
and Delegates, foreign a? well as native all
united heartily, without one word of dis-

sent or debate, in declaring to the world,
that they desired, as their chief political
purpose to maintain the independence of
the Hawaiian Kingdom for ever.
