THE ROVAL PROGRESS,

Before this letier reaches Honolaulu, King
Kalskaus will have arrived 1o Earope. A Times
despateh, dated Calcutta, Jane 5th, states : **The
King of the Sandwich [slands arrived at Calcutta
luat week. By Lis own wish be was received
without public ceremony, and probably the
great majority of the inhabitants were ignorsatl
of the presence of s Royal wisitor. After staying
two days be lefi for Agra and Delbi, bat Godiog
the hest oppressive, be changed his plans at
Allshabad, and proceeded direct to Bombay,
where be embarked for Earope, by Tuesday's
(dune Tth) mail steamer.”” It seems, therefore,
that unfortunately, the King could not carry out
his original intention of meetiog the Vicevoy,
Lord Ripon, who is now at Simls. The King
will land at Brindisi, towards the end of this
moath, and first go to Rome, where be is already
espected. Thence be will travel to Vienna to
weet the Austrian Emperor, an old friend of Ha-
waii's, and then to Berlin. Itis to be hoped
he will not arrive there before August, as the
Emperor William will be away from his capital
st Eme aod other health resorts till the begio-
ning of that mooth. Prioce Bismarck will also
be at Kimiogen ofl sommer. However, the
German Crown Prince will be sure to return the
bospitality whbich King Kalskaoa estended to
his son, Prince lenry, just two years ago &t
Honolalu, snd this Prince will come [rom Kiel,
his present residence, to Berlin, to greet his
Rogal friend. From the German capital the
King goes to Paris and Londoo.

THE PACIFIC IN PARLIAMENT. -

Several matters relating to the Pacific lslands
have recently been brought op in the British
Pacliament. In answer to a gueation whether
it was true that outrages are coostaotly being
perpetrated with-impunity apon the natives of
the islands in the South Pacific, by whbite men
siling under the British flag, the Colonial Secre-
tary answered thata letter has been addreseed to
the London Musswonary Society askiog for par-
ticulars, sod desiring that missionaries sbould at
once report such cases to Her Majesty’s High
Commissioner in the Western Pacific, or to the
several colonial aathorities. Thereupon, per
cuntra, Sir John Hay asked the Secretary il he
could state the number of British subjects mur-
dered wince January 1, 1880 in the Pacifie,
including the officers aud crews of the Ripple,
Esperanza, Lolia, Mys . Borealis, Dauntless,
Annie Brooks, snd H. M. S. Sandfly, and how
many ol the murderers had been tried at Loodon
or elsewbiere. The reply stated that particalars
would be furnished later. A few days later the
Seoretary of the Admiralty having been asked ts
Iay vo table of the House the report of the
Captain of H. M. S. Emcrald, in regard to his
operntioge at the Solumon lslands in retaliation
fur the murder of Lieut. Bower, of the Sandily,
and other cutrages, the Secretary replied that he
would lay Captain Maxweli's report oo the table;
as well as 8 copy of the iustructions frow
Commodore Wilson, under which he sailed. 1o
this eonnection the Aburigines Protection Society
has passed the following resolation : ** That
the teprisals inflicted upon the natives of the
Western Pacifie for outrages committed oo Brit-
ish sabjects, will only aggravate existing evils,
and the Society would specially urge Her
Majesty's Government to inguire into the pro-
ceedings of foreign labor vessels visiting the
Solomon and othee Pacific Islands.”

NOTES.

While Hawaiians are being diminished by the
swail-pox, the mhabitants of this greatcity are
no less suffering from the terrible scourge. By
the official report the total mumber of desths
from small-pox in London during the 17 wecks
from Jaousry lst to April 30th was 920, of
which 330 wok place in private dwellioge, and
the others in the public pitale. Lately the
deaths bave averaged 80 per week ; about 10 per
cent. of the cases proving fatal. There are now
aver 1,600 cases in the Metropolitan bospitals,
and no more room available, so that old bulks
are being used as hospital ships. Telegrams

from Havaoosh state that this year’s sugar crop |

is now estimated at 464,000 toos being a decrease
af 65 000 tons, or over 12 per cent., as compared
with last year's. The Hawaiian bark Iolani,
Garrels, Master, sailed from Bremen May st
